[Company, and E. S. Cummings, mem­
ber o f the State Legislature from 

j Taylor County, both of this city and 
both o f whom attended the cotton 

Acreage reduction conference recent­
ly held at Jockson. Miss., will report 
on that affair, and the meeting will 
be opened for general discus-ions 
of the outlook in connection with the 
cotton business.

E. M. Wilder and Jeff Musick have 
announced the purchase of Machi­
nery for a large feed mill which will 
be built on the property known as the 
Major H. Rodgers Coal Yard just 
west of Sorrel Lumber Co.

The mill will be of standard make 
and electrically driven and of suffi­
cient sizy to crush a ton of feed every 
thirty minutes. It will be built on 
the same plans as the Economy Mills 
at Lubbock and will have a range that 
will include grinding and crushing of 
all of the varieties o f feed stuffs that 
is grown on the South Plains. Mr.

The Pink Bool Warm meeting held 
at Sweetwater Saturday, called by 
Gov. Moody and the State Agricul­
tural Department was largely at­
tended and resulted in resolutions be­
ing passed to place restrictions on the 
infested areas which will call for 
the fumigation and sterilization of 
cotton.and seed in the infested areas 
in an effort to stamp out the pest. 
The meeting at Sweetwater was at­
tended by 2,000 Texas farmers and 
business men.

The second meeting of the Pink 
Boll Dorm Commission and farmers 
was held at Lamesa Monday morning 
of this week which was largely at­
tended. No definite action was tak­
en at this meeting as it was not con­
sidered official due to the fact that 
the meeting had not been advertised 
sufficiently in advance. Another 
meeting was set for March 16th, at 
Lamesa at which time official action 
will be taken.

According to information given 
out at the meeting Monday by o ffi­
cials of the Agricultural Department 
the action planned by the Pink Boll 
Worm Commission will not be so 
severe as people of this section be­
lieved it would be. As we unde: 
stand the situation, the Commission 
plans to place restrictions on a few 
hundred acres of Dawson county 
farms which will be on the farms on 
which the worms were found and pos­
sibly those adjoining. This will mere­
ly take in some half dozen farms in 
that immediate territory. It is be­
lieved that only restrictions will be 
placed on these farms instead of 
creating a non-cotton zone as was 
at first feared.

The State Agricultural Depart­
ment and Pink Boll Worm Con 
mission urged the farmers to return

Investigation! of Various Schemes for Defrauding Public 

Out of Money Disclosed by Bankers Association— 
Many Kinds of Fake Industrial Promo­

tions Used as Bait.

MILLIONS of dollars raised under the disguise of charity go 
to line the pockets of promoters. Ticket sales on raffles are 

commonly used, and while the loss to any one person who buys 
a ticket is small the aggregate loss for the 
United States runs into millions of dollars. 

H Usually the promoters of these schemes first 
make a contract with some charitable insti­
tution to conduct a campaign for funds on 
behalf of the institution. They are to run 

1 the campaign in the name of the institution 
and share the proceeds. The whole scheme 
is often one of deception. To those who 
have been led to believe that their contribu­
tions go practically 100 per cent to charity, 
the following case we investigated should 
prove illuminating.

A number of promoters recently contract­
ed with a charitable institution to put on a 
campaign to raise funds by the raffle of a 
new automobile. So far as the public could 
tell from the banners used in displaying the 
automobile, the full amount of the sale price 
of the tickets went to the institution. There

For several days a new automobile, 
mounted on a truck, was driven up 
and down the streets, with bauner* 
telling about the drive for funds for 
the charitable institution. One day 
the truck would go by displaying one 
of the popular makes of automobiles. 
A few days later it would parade by 
displaying some other popular make. 
Periodically the truck would pull into 
the curb where it would park for sev­
eral hours while the promoters plead­
ed with passers-by to take tickets on 
th  ̂ raffle and thereby help a deserving 
charitable Institution to meet its bills.

Thousands “Touched”
Thousands of people, touched by the 

appeal for help, bought tickets, the 
total sale running into the thousands 
of dollars. Contrary to the belief of 
the ticket buyers their contributions 
did not go 100 per cent to charity. 
Instead the charitable institution re­
ceived hut 2G cents on the dollar, the 
promoters getting 52 cents on the 
dollar as their net profit, or twica the 
amount received by charity, while the 
remainder of 22 cents on each dollar 
represented the amount charged 
against gross sales by the promoters 
as expenses

In other words, every person who 
bought a 50 cent ticket for the sake 
of charity. c. :i!ribuie ! hut 13 cents to 
charity and 37, cents to those promot­
ing the scheme. Whether you give 
to charity or make an investment it 
will pay you to get the facts!

Unfortunately there a general Im­
pression abroad that wildcat promo­
tions are confined to oil. mining and 
new inventions The truth is. many 
stock selling promotions are operated 
under the nnifte of other industries.

False Claims
A certain group of promoters in­

vestigated offered for sale stock in a 
proposed woolen mill. In order to sell 
the stock they resorted to the use of 
misrepresentation and false claims. 
After renting space on the ground 
floor of an office building fronting 
on a busy street they began their cam­
paign Orally and by printed adver­
tisements extravagant claims were 
made for the proposed corporation 
which were grossly false.

It was claimed that the promotion 
had the support of the Chamber of 
Commerce, but it did not have any 
such an endorsement. It was claimed

This story of misrepresentation can 
be duplicated in practically the whole 
industrial field, and because our in­
dustries are beiug exploited with 'la­
tent to defraud, it behooves every ‘P 
vestor to investigate carefully. He 
should consult his banker before draw­
ing his savings out and losing them 
on some wildcat investment.

It is a wire operated 
from Dallas by the Associated Press 
and series 18 daily papers including 
Texarkana on the northeast, Amaril­
lo on the northwest, El l’uso in the 
fur west, and Brownsville in the 
south. Many other cities are on this 
wire. It is 2,714 miles long, longer 
than the distance from Chicago to 
San Francisco. Recent changes have 

[added to its length.
These facts indicate a little known 

service o f the Southwestern Bell Tel­
ephone Company, says the Texas 
Public Service Information Bureau. 
The wires making up this long press 
communication, over which Texas 
cities receive news of the "World, are 
leased from the telephone company. 
The press service is a by-product of 
the telephone business, since the same 
wires are used for long distance tel­
ephone messages at the same instant 
that the news of the press crsocia:ion 
is going over them.

One o f the recent great services 
the telephone rendered the newspa­
pers was in making possible rapid re­
ports on Col. Charles Lindbergh’s 
flight to Mexico City. Much of the 
news of his arrival in Mexico was 
brought to Dallas from Mexico City 
by telephone. The Associated Press 
and the United Press each held the 
long distance wires to Mexico City 
for several hours in order to receive 
instantaneous reports. The Associ­
ated Press held & wire three hours 
and 12 minutes, the longest telephone 
call ever recorded in the Southwest. 
The cost for this period was about 
$480.

The Associated Press now oper­
ates 154.000 miles of wire throughout 
the country and spends about $2,- 
000,000 a year in wire costs. It oper­
ates 24 hours a day every day in the 
year except between 4 a.m. and 4 p 
m. Sunday, and its wires deliver up­
wards of 100,000 words a day to 
the largest papers.
