Although the jail is 
secure and has no par-
ticular probelms, Mays 
admitted a new facility 
is likely in the future.

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EDITOR'S NOTE: 
December 7 marks the 
57th anniversary of 
the bombing of Pearl 
Harbor ... the day 
President Roosevelt 
said would live in in-
famy. 

Twenty-one year-
old Leo Bewley was 
stationed aboard the 
USS Pennsylvania at 
the time of the 
Japanese attack, and 
the following is his ac-
count of that day and 
its aftermath. 

Bewley and his 
wife, Lois, are now 
living in Buffalo 
(near Houston). He is 
the brother of Susie 
Allen of Rising Star. 

By Leo Bewley 
I rushed over and 

looked thru a port hole. 
Ford Island was indeed 
burning up. This was 
the Naval Air Station, 
Pearl Harbor, Decem- 
ber 7, 1941 	 one mo- 
ment we were enjoying 
a peaceful, typical 
Sunday morning, hav-
ing just finished our 
breakfast and .... the 
next moment we were 
at war with Imperial 
Japan, the "Country of 
the Rising Sun!" 

With the initial at-
tack, I was scared for 
about five minutes .-
..absolutely scared out 
of my wits, but then the 
basic training that I 
had received prior to 
this took over, and then 
it was like I was work-
ing on automatic pilot. 
There was of course, the 
shock of what was hap-
pening, but the speaker 
system began to send 
sailors to their battle 
stations, and it was 
like a drill. I wasn't 
scared anymore. 

Through the porthole, 
which was about 18 
inches in diameter, I 
saw the wreckage and 
destruction of the hang-
ers and airplanes on 
Ford Island. There 
were fires and tremen-
dous black smoke. 

Our anti-aircraft 
guns started firing at 
the enemy. One of the 
surprises greeting Jap-
anese pilots; 53 seconds 
after their first bomb 
dropped, our anti-air-
craft defense was fir-
ing at them! 

I had gone to my bat-
tle station, a compres-
sor room on the 3rd 
deck of the USS Pen-
nsylvania. I will never 
forget the horror stories 
transmitted to us from 

the topside lookout: 
"The Arizona has 

blown up and is sink-
ing..." 

"The Oklahoma has 
capsized..." 

"The Nevada has 
run aground..." 

The 	California, 
Colorado, and Missis-
sippi are all sitting on 
the bottom of the har-
bor..." 

"The West Virginia, 
Tennessee and Mary-
land have been hit and 
are burning 	" 

" We just received a 
bomb on our No. 9 case-
mate gun, killing all  

the Marines manning 
that gun 	 111" 

I should explain all 
of the above ships, in-
cluding my own, were 
battleships. They had 
numbers, such as BB38, 
BB40, ..41, 	42, and so 
on. These ships were 
awesome fighting ma-
chines: 

Over 600 feet long, 
108-110 feet wide, 
weighing 32-34,000 
tons. 

The main battery ri-
fles were 14 or 16 inch, 
firing projectiles wei-
ghing 1500 to 2100 
pounds each...for 20-23 
miles with devastating 
accuracy. Our entire 
Pacific Fleet was de-
molished in a matter of 
2 1/2 hours. In a man-
ner of speaking, "We 
lay naked and helpless 
in the Pacific Ocean." 
Very few of our fighting 
planes became air-
borne and THOSE were 
shot down. The rest of 
our air force was de-
stroyed on the ground. 

The fighting went 
from 8:00 that morning 
till noon. 

This was called "A 
Surprise Attack," but it 
should not have been a 
surprise. The Saturday, 
December 6 Honolulu 
newspaper headlines 
shouted: 

" WAR WITH JAP-
AN INEVITABLE!" 

Evidentially Admi-
ral Kimbal and Gen-
eral Short, our 2 Armed 
Force senior officers 
did not read the paper. 
One lone Army radar 
man picked up the in-
vading air fleet, but be-
cause we were expect-
ing a flight of B-17's, 
his superior officer ig-
nored the report. 

Even though some of 
the officers were sur-
prised by the attack, I  

don't think that the rest 
of us were. We didn't 
know when, but we did 
know that it was going 
to happen. 

Aside from the de-
struction of our fleet 
and Air Force: 2403 
American lives were 
lost. 

The USS Pennsyl-
vania, BB38, was in 
drydock with the out-
board port screw off. 
Even though we were 
damaged, they could 
not sink us. 

At 6:00 that evening, 
our public address sys-
tem passed the word to 
"report to the Armory, 
and draw out 'small 
arms' to repel another 
Japanese invasion." 
You can imagine my 
relief when that turned 
out to be a false alarm. 

After more than 45 
years of research, both 
from the American and 
Japanese points of view, 
a large body of infor-
mation partially ex-
plains the background 
and causes of this 
greatest of all defeats 
that we, as a nation had 
suffered, up to this 
time. 

The attack on Pearl 
Harbor was consid-
ered, by the Japanese, 
as a military feat so 
daring and so success-
ful as to deserve a spe-
cial place in History. 
In a single, masterful 
stroke, Japan had start-
ed the Pacific War and 
devastated the U.S. 
Pacific Fleet at a rela-
tive modest cost of 24 
airplanes and 55 offi-
cers and men. 

The attack was 
launched from 6 air-
craft carriers and their 
supporting ships. 

The day after the at-
tack I left our ship and 
tried to take in what  

had happened. One of 
the things I remember 
seeing was an engine 
from one of the Japa-
nese planes among the 
debris. It's is hard to put 
into words what I felt 
and saw that day. 

Over the years some 
of the scenes have  

dimmed, but not the 
memories, so it's al-
ways difficult to remi-
nisce and talk about 
that day 

I knew the nine 
Marines who were 
killed when we took 
that direct hit on the No. 
9 casemate unit. They 
were my friends. Our 
living quarters were on 
the ship, and we all re-
lied on each other. We 
didn't have a lot of lib-
erty time off the ship, so 
we were close to our 
shipmates. That's who 
we saw every day, and 
we were a unit. 

There is also that re-
alization that had the 
USS Pennsylvania not 
been in drydock, then it 
too might have been 
sunk. 

After Pearl Harbor, 
we had to go back to San 
Francisco, CA. Hun-
ters' Point shipyard for 
repairs, then we went 
back out, and our ship  

was hit 3 more times be-
fore the war came to a 
close. 

The war with Japan 
started December 7, 
1941, and although the 
bombing of Pearl Har-
bor happened 57 years 
ago, it is still a day that 
will not be forgotten. 
Hundreds of ships on 
both sides would be 
sunk, thousands of 
fighting men would 
die, but victory was fi-
nally ours. 

Applications for 
scholarships in the arts 
have been mailed to ac-
credited high schools 
throughout Texas.

A tree standing 
alone adds a certain 
aesthetic quality to 
rural living. But the 
systematic planting of 
trees and shrubs in a 
windbreak becomes a 
management tool that 
effects every aspect of a 
farm or ranch, says a 
Texas Forest Service 
official. 

Now is the time for 
Callahan County 
landowners to order 
windbreak seedlings 
produced by the Texas 
Forest Service West 
Texas Nursery in 
Lubbock, before pre-
ferred stock is sold out, 
says Robert Fewin, 
Texas Forest Service 
forester. 

Windbreaks protect 
the soil, increase land 
value and crop yields, 
and reduce livestock 
weight loss and death 
rate. But producing a 
high performance 
windbreak requires 
more than just planting 
a line of trees. 

Prior to planting a 
windbreak, landown-
ers should determine: 
the area or structure in 
need of protection; tree 
species adaptable to the 
planting region; and 
the planting dimen-
sions of the break; be it 
a homestead, livestock, 
field or wildlife wind-
break or a living snow 
fence. 

A planting dimen-
sion, such as proper 
spacing, prevents 
crowding and reduces 
tree stress, which also 
decreases insect and 
disease susceptibility 
thus extending the life 
of the windbreak. 
Generally, each tree 
row should be planting 
20 feet apart with 10 to 25 
foot spacing between 
each tree within that 
row. 

When designing a 
windbreak also recom-
mends planting multi- 

************** 
tending business hours

pie rows of evergreens 
and deciduous trees 
and shrubs. The pur-
pose of the windbreak 
dictates the number of 
rows required. 

Each row within a 
multiple row wind-
break serves as a back-
up in case on row is lost 
to pest damage or other 
casualties. Generally, 
insects and diseases 
are confined to a 
species. 

Also, within the mul-
tiple row structure a de-
ciduous tree row will 
provide early protec-
tion. Deciduous trees 
are faster growing than 
evergreens, which are 
the backbone of multi-
ple row windbreaks. 

Specie diversity in a 
multiple row wind-
break also enhances 
aesthetics with foliage 
that changes with the 
seasons (depending on 
the species). 

A single row of trees 
may suffice for a peri-
od, but a multiple row 
windbreak established 
with the recommended 
dimensions can serve 
for a lifetime.
