WATCH THAT COUGH
A cough U juit a symptom and 

not a disease, says Dr. Geo. W. 
Cox State Heath Officer. It Is an
indication that something Is 
wrong in the body's respiratory 
tract or breathing tube.

When an object obstructs the 
respiratory passage a cough is nat­
ure's reflex to remove the obstruc­
tion. Such a cough is simple and 
transcient. The same thing hap­
pens when the throat or lower 
passages are initiated during a 
o ld . whooping COUgh. asthma, 
smoking, low humity and dust.

A cough can be produced by more 
serious conditions such us tuuer- 
culosis or cancer. Constant cough­
ing brlnys on fatigue as a persons' 
rest is affected by the constant 
buckling.

A prolonged cough might chro­
nic brochitis. u condition which in 
most cases is secondary to an in­
fection elswhere, such as the nose, 
thioat or sinuse. Mucous draining 
into the throat may cause such 
Irritation that th* victim may in­
voluntarily cough repeatly io bring 
up the material.

Hoarseness is produced by per­
sistent coughing in some persons. 
Hoarseness is a symptom of an in­
flamed larnyx. Hoarsness lasting 
for six weeks or more is a serious 
symptom suggestive of cancer and 
must not be disregarded.

No presistant cough should he 
disregarded. The nature of the in­
fection and its location may be
