GTE Commends Cit
Muleshoe achieved a 

milestone early in 1980 
when General Telephone 
installed the city's 4.000th 
telephone. The telephone 
exchange ended the year 
with 2.215 main lines and 
4.108 total telephones in 
service, according to O.D. 
Hearn, the company's di­
vision manager. The com­
pany’s local payroll added 
almost $200,000 to the 
city's economy while pro­
viding employment for 
eight regular employees. 
The company’s operation 
also drew on local contrac­
ting and service firms for 
various types of work dur­
ing the period.

In the 16th century, the 

tranditionally isolationist 
Japanese empire began a 
program of world conquest. 
Under the rule of former - 
Gen. Hideyoski, its military 
quickly captured most of 
Korea in a preliminary move 
aimed at eventual conquest 
of China. Later, the Japanese 
were repelled by Chinese 
forces and, after the death of 
Hideyoski, abandoned their 
dreams.

Hideyoski’s successor. 
Tokugawa Ieyasu, created 
early in the 17th century a 
harsh ruling dynasty, setting 
the stage for a rigid isolation­
ist state, which prevailed into 
the mid- 19th century.

In July. 1853, Com­
modore Matthew Perry led 
an American naval armada 
into Tokyo Bay and delivered 
a letter from President 
Franklin Pierce calling for 
the opening of trade relations 
between the two countries. 
After waiting with his fleet in 
the nearby Ryukyu Islands 
for seven months. Perry 
came back to Tokyo Bay in 
February, 1854.

The Japanese govern­
ment, under pressure from 
its cirizens and from the 
presence of American guns, 
signed a treaty which opened 
vital Japanese ports to the 
United States and provided 
for a limited trade agree­
ment.

A 5 cent postage stamp 
commemorating Perry’s 
initial visit to Tokyo Bay, was 
issued by the United States 
in July, 1953.

Physicians may 
refer patients or individu­
als may register them­
selves.

Myasthenia Gravis is a 
neuromuscular disease 
characterized by fatigue, 
drooping eyelid, loss of 
balance, double or blurring 
vision, a nasal pitched 
voice, difficulty chewing 
and swallowing, loss of 
facial expression, slurred 
voice and weakness in the 
arms and legs.

Doctors and nurses may 
obtain continuing educa­
tion credit for attending an 
MG seminar prior to the 
free treatment clinic.

Rises By 10%
Crime, as measured by 

the FBI’s Crime Index, 
rose 10 percent in volume 
during 1980 as compared 
to 1979. Attorney General 
William French Smith an-p
nounccd.

"The reported increase 
underscores the need for 
intensified efforts at com­
bating crime, especially vi­
olent crime which surged
13 percent last year." the 
Attorney General said.

FBI Director William H. 
Webster released the pre­
liminary 1980 figures that 
were compiled from re­
ports of over 12.000 law 
enforcement agencies na­
tionwide.

"Not since 1975 has the 
Crime Index shown such a 
significant increase, a con­
tinuing cause for concern 
by law enforcement and 
the American people.” Mr. 
Webster said.

Among the violent 
crimes, robbery was up 20 
percent, forcible rape rose 
9 percent, aggravated as­
sault increased 8 percent, 
and murder rose 7 percent.
As a group, the property 
crimes indreased 9 percent 
in volume. Burglary rose
14 percent, larccny-theft 
increased 8 percent, and 
motor vehicle theft was up 
2 percent. Sufficient data 
were not available to 
establish reasonable trends 
regarding arson, the fourth 
property crime.

Cities of all sizes, as well 
as suburban and rural 
areas, reported increases 
in the total volume of 
Crime Index offenses. 
With an advance of 14 
percent, the cities with 
populations over 1.000.000 
recorded the greatest in­
crease. The rural areas 
reported a 12 percent up­
turn. and the suburban 
areas registered an ovcraH 
rise of 9 percent. \ \  \>

Regionally, the Irtdex 
showed increases of 11 
percent in the Southern 
Stales. 10 percent in the 
Western States. 9 percent 
in the North Central States 
and 8 percent in the 
Northeastern States.

Final 1980 crime figures 
will be published in the 
annual publication, "Crime 
in the United States." 
scheduled for release inthe 
fall of this year.

The Texas Legislature 
created the Commission on 
Jail Standards in 1975 for 
the purpose of implemen­
ting a declared stale policy 
that all county jail facilities 
in the state should conform 
to certain minimum stan­
dards of construction, 
maintenance, and opera­
tion. It is the duly of the 
Commission to promulgate 
reasonable rules and pro­
cedures establishing mini­
mum standards for:

(1) the construction, e- 
quipment. maintenance, 
and operation of county 
jails:

(2) the custody, care and 
treatment of prisoners;

(3) the number of jail 
supervisory personnel and 
for programs and services 
to meet the needs of pri­
soners; and

(4) programs of rehabil­
itation. education, and rec­
reation in county jails.

The Commission has the 
responsibility to review 
and comment on plans for 
construction and major 
modification of county 
jails. It must provide con­
sultation and technical as­
sistance to the counties. It 
has the authority and re­
sponsibility to inspect all 
county jails of the state and 
enforce compliance with 
the Commission rules and 
the provisions of Article 
5115, Vernon’s Texas Civil 
Statutes as Amended.

The following rules deal 
with definitions and Com­
mission procedures for ob­
taining variances and 
establish minimum stan­
dards for the construction, 
equipment. maintenance 
and operation of county 
jails; the custody care, and 
treatment of prisoners; the 
number of jail supervisory 

t£ personnel, program s, and ) 
services to meet the needs 
of county jail prisoners; 
and programs for rehabili­
tation. education, and rec­
reation in county jails.

These rules have been 
adopted following ten pub­
lic hearings held between 
September 16 and Novem­
ber 23. 1976 in nine Texas 
cities: Amarillo. Dallas. El 
Paso. Fort Worth. Hous­
ton. Lubbock. McAllen. 
San Antonio, and Tyler. 
The Commission hear oral 
testimony and received 
written comments from 
many sources. The Com­
mission has carefully con­
sidered and is grateful for 
the candid, sincere and 
concerned comments it has 
received.

GENERAL HOMESTEAD

If you qualify for a residence homestead, you will be 
entitled to a $5,000 exemption off the market value of the 
homestead for school tax purposes. In other words, if your 
homestead has a market value of $20,000. the exemption 
will reduce the market value to $15,000. This is the figure 
against which the assessor will apply the assessment ratio, 
producing the assessed value. The assessed value is the 
figure on which the tax rate is applied to generate the tax 
bill. If the market value of your home is $4,000, the 
exemption will reduce the market value to $0. In this 
situation, your exemption will be $4,000. The amount of an 
exemption which you receive cannot exceed the market 
value of your homestead.

The school homestead exemption is available to the 
general public as long as valid applications are filed with 
the school district bv April I, 1981.

ARE YOU OVER 65'
If you are 65 years of age or older, you are entitled to an 

additional $10,000 exemption off the market value of your 
residence homestead. This exemption applies to school 
taxes only and you must apply for. the exemption before 

• the end of the rendition period April I. 1981.
You may not receive both a $10,000 over-65 exemption 

off the market value of your homestead and $10,000 
disability exemption (discussed later). If you are qualified 
for both, you must choose one or the other.

ARE YOU DISABLED?
If you are disabled and qualify for the residence 

homestead exemption, you are entitled to receive an 
additional exemption of $10,000 off the market value of 
your residence homestead. This exemption applies to 
schftbl taxes only.

"Disabled" for purposes of this exemption means either 
that, because of physical or mental disability, you are 
unable to engage in any substantial gainful work; or that 
you are 55 years of age or older and blind, and by reason 
of the blindness arc unable to engage in your previous 
work.

If you are receiving disability benefits under the Federal 
Old Age. Survivors, and Disability Insurance Program 
administered*by the Social Security Administration, you 
will qualify as long as you apply by April I. 1981.

If you arc receiving disability benefits under any other 
program, you will not automatically qualify. You must still 
meet the definition of disability stated above and apply 
before the end of the rendition period.

You may not receive both a $10,000 ovcr-65 exemption 
off the market value of your homestead and a $10,000 
disability exemption. You must choose one or the other.

Now that you’ve decided 
"'hat you are going to grow 
in your garden, worked up 
1 lie soil and added the 
necessary fertilizer. the 
hard work of gardening is 
Over. Planting the garden 
is 1 he fun part enjoyed by 
most folks. Now it won’t be 
long until at last you will 
have something actually 
growing in the garden.

Planting is generally 
done in two ways -- by 
seeding or bv transplant­

ing. Good advice when 
seeding vegetables in the 
garden is to use fresh, 
high-quality seed of 
recommended varieties 
purchased from local gar- 
dent centers or nurseries 
or from reputable seed 
order catalogs.

Vegetables w hich should 
always be seeded directly 
in gardens include all types 
of beans, beets, carrots, 
collards. sweet corn, cu­
cumbers. cantaloupes, ok­

ra. peas, pumpkins, radi­
shes. spinach, squash, 
turnips and watermelons. 
Transplants of some of 
these vegetables may be 
available at local garden 
centers and nurseries, but 
they offer no real advan­
tage over seeding directly 
in the garden.

When seeding lime rolls 
around, the soil should be 
moist but not too wet. To 
check, squeeze together a 
handful of your garden 
soil. If it crumbles readily 
rather than sticking toge­
ther. it’s in ideal condition 
for seeding.

Most garden seed arc 
planted bv dropping the 
seed in shallow furrows or

rows on raised beds. Make 
the seed furrow with a hoc 
handle, the corner of the 
hoe blade, your hand or a 
stick. Don’t get your vege­
table rows loo close to­
gether. Most garden vege­
tables do best when plan­
ted in rows 18 inches to .16 
inches apart.

Although it may seem 
wasteful, always plant 
more seed than needed in 
case some don’t germinate 
and come up. One common 
mistake many gardeners 
make is to plant seed too 
deep. Proper planting 
depth will be. on the aver­
age. two to three times the 
widest measurement of the 
seed. Cover seed to the

righl depth and then firm 
lhe soil lighllv over Ihc 
seed. Ideally the soil niois- 
Hire eoulenl should be suf- 
fleieiil for gixxi seed ger­
minal ion and emergence. 
However, during extremely 
dry periods, il’s a good 
idea lo water to insure a 
good stand.

After vegetables come 
up. remember lhal too 
many plants in an area arc

just as bad. if not worse, as 
nxi few. Thin vegetables to 
the proper distance bc- 
iwccn plants. Remember, 
it’s for their good as well 
as yours.

To make the job of thin­
ning less painful, thin 
plants periodically. For ex­
ample. if snap beans arc to 
Ik- thinned to 4 inches 
between plants, thin small 
plants until (hey are about 
2 inches apart. Then allow 
remaining plants to grow 
for a period of time until 
lhey begin to crowd to­

gether. At that point! com­
plete thinning so plants are 
the recommended distance 
apart.

It’s a good idea when 
removing larger plants to 
use a knife or clippers to 
cut the stem at ihc ground 
level. This will not damage 
the root systems of 
remaining vegetables as 
pulling out of unwanted 
plants might have done.

Remember lhal Ihinning 
vour garden vegetables to 
the correct spacing is one 
of the mosl important

‘‘follow-up" activities after 
planting. Contact the 
county Extension office fpr 
additional information on 
correct spacing for com­
monly-grown vegetable 
plants.

Next time I’ll provide 
you with some important 
information on how to get 
those tomatoes, peppers, 
and eggplants started off 
on the right foot.

Home Economics which 
fs" IfstfiffiV" Thoughts^ of as 
cookin' and sewin’ has 
fallen in popularity over 
i he last few years as a 
subject to be studied and 
mastered in school. The 
reasons for this phenom­
enon arc probably two­
fold. Since children usually 
learn more by example 
than other wise, the num­
ber one reason for the lack 
of enthusiasm for Home 
Economics on the schedule 
is that more people buy 
clothing for the family than 
make it and families cat 
fairly regularly. The num­
ber two reason probably 
has something to do with 
Women’s Lib. This cam­
paign to reconstruct the 
role of women in America 
says that if you arc at 
home raising children, you 
arc being cheated and wa­
sted as a human being; not 
using your mental capaci­
ties and therefore an un­
fulfilled woman. Sooooooo. 
who needs Home Ec.?

The misconception that 
Home Ec. is all cookin’ and 
sewin’ is the issurc to be 
dealt with here. Maybe 
when Grandma was in 
school this was true, but 
Home Economics is a 
course which is striving to 
slay relevant to the needs 
of the home.

The needs of the home; 
what arc they? They arc of 
course, the needs of 
people; the people who 
make up the home. And 
when the needs of the 
people in the home arc 
met. then we have a strong 
home and a strong nation. 
Dr. James Dobson says it 
well, I think. "The family 
was designed by God Al­
mighty to have a specific 
purpose and function; 
when it operates as inten­
ded. the emotional and • 
physical needs of hus­
bands. wives, and children 
arc met in a beautiful 
relationship of symbiotic 
love. But when that func-

perienees the discomfort of 
unmet needs."

If we arc to combat the 
insiduous and insistent in­
fluences of TV on the home 
we must do some positive 
leaching. The philosophy 
of free sex. violence, and 
"do it if it feels good” is 
like a creeping paralysis. 
We arc taught that litera­
ture is a “ mirror of life." 
What is TV? Dr. Dobson 
makes no bones when he 
accuses TV of undermind­
ing the boundation of the 
family. He goes on to say, 
"when the family collapses 
you and I and the rest of 
society will disintegrate 
with it.”  This statement is 
attested to by the spiraling 
divorce rale; young people 
who arc experimenting 
with sex and resulting in 
an unprecedented birth 
rale of illegitimate babies 
to girls under the age of 
15; couples live together 
until the "bloom" wears 
off and drift to the next 
partner, never knowing the 
felling of self-worth which 
is transmitted by the deep 
commitment of a truly 
earing partner.

On the other hand we 
have the family situation 
comedies. "W hoa", you 
sav, “ what could be wrong 
with these beautiful family 
stories?" Well, just that. 
They arc beautiful stories 
that insiduously lead our 
children to believe that 
loving families have prob­
lems that arc easily solved 
in a 30 minute period. To 
believe that "there must 
be something wrong with 
my family when our prob­
lems are not always solved 
so that everyone always 
lives happily ever after." 
Discuss the realities of life 
and vour values with your 
children, after viewing 
such TV programs with 
them. Help them to under­
stand that life is made of 
choices and those choices 
a (Teel their well-being and 
contentment with life.

How does Home Eco­
nomics fit into this picture? 
I repeat that Home Eco­
nomies is striving to slay 
relevant to the needs of the 
home. This scries of artic­
les that help meet those 
emotional and physical 
needs of every member of 
the family.

Who needs Home Ec.?

Culminating a unit of 
study over the Free Enter­
prise System Civic stu­
dents at Muleshoe High 
School participated in 
"Career Opportunities

If you're one of the many 
producers doing constant 
battle with wheat root rot - the 
cavalry's coming) 
particularly for you early 
planters gaining wheat pasture 
for cattle. The cavalry will be 
carrying new heavy artillery 
called Imazalil, a compound 
which has nearly completed its 
journey through the govern­
ment labyrinth. Used in Europe 
for several years with good 
success, the fungicide will be 
the first totally new wheat 
seed treatment released in 10 
years. Imazalil does not leave a 
detectable chemical residue in 
plants, although it has a 
systemic action which means 
it protects the inside of im­
mature plants as well as the 
outside. Tests indicate the 
substance contrails root rot 
infection in seedlings by 80 to 
100 percent for a two to three 
month period after planting. 
The new addition to the ar­
senal should be available as 
late as next year or as early as 
this fall
