a small nucleus of professionals.

2 In the past, geographical isola- | 
• tion has provided adequate 

time for training and equipping 
large numbers of Americans — 
fresh from civil life and unskilled in 
the art of war — before it was nec­
essary to send them into battle. In 
any future emergency, however, no 
such cushion of time can be expect­
ed. There must be sufficient trained 
forces in being on any future emer­
gency day.

In 
the circumstances, the size and de­
gree of readiness of the reserve com­
ponents become matters of the most 
vital concern. For if these reserve 
components are not adequate, the 
overall military strength of the 
United States is a hollow shell.

t The reserve components are far 
■ • below their authorized strengths 

and are without hope of filling their 
quotas by voluntary means alone. 
These authorized strengths repre­
sent the barest minimum estimate 
of manpower requirements.

r  The national guard is at approx- 
imately 16 per cent of its author­

ized strength, the organized units of 
the organized reserve corps at 14 
per cent, and the unassigned reserve 
pool at 35 per cent (summer of 
1947). The 1,200,000 members of the 
unassigned reserve pool are merely 
names on paper, untrained and un­
organized.

6 UMT would build up the reserve 
• components to their authorized 

strengths, and would achieve a sta­
bility and an increased efficiency of 
our ready forces that do not now 
obtain. The alternative would be a 
regular army of about 4,500,000.

7 Consideration was given the 
• claim that future warfare would 

be of the pushbutton variety requir­
ing “ only a handful of scientists.”  
This claim is a dangerous illusion. 
If there is another war, it will be 
more "total" than the last, and will 
involve a greater number of human 
beings without any hope of distin­
guishing the .combatant from the 
noncombatant. The war in all prob­
ability will come into the cities and 
the homes of the people of the 
United States In such event, the 
survival or recovery of the nation 
might well depend on the presence 
of well-disciplined and able-bodied 
men in every community.

The foregoing, then, were 
some of the reasons which 
guided the armed services com­
mittee of the house to vote out a 
national security training act.

them, certain measures of self-pro­
tection like UMT are necessary.

What are the features of mili­
tary training which stick in the 
craw of the average free Ameri­
can?

Probably the first (the thing that 
used to overwhelm me at certain 
moments in my early months in the 
army) is the lack of freedom. No 
longer was I a free man whose lib­
erty could be curtailed only after a 
jury trial and the judgment of my 
peers. Suddenly, I was confronted 
by the Articles of War, the court 
martial system, and in some cases

Spuds for Cattle
A New Jersey cattleman, Eugene

K. Denton, has a theory that might 
go a long way toward easing the 
grain shortage.

His idea is to feed cattle raw po­
tatoes instead of grain.

Experimenting with 20 yearlines 
purchased especially for the pur­
pose, Denton fed them on a special 
diet, based on ground potatoes, salt 
and molasses, for 25 days. The 
steers, which averaged 867H pounds 
when the experiment began, showed 
an average gain per steer of 14 
pounds a day or 25V« pounds per 
steer for the test period.

Prof. William Liundahl of Rutgers 
university department of animal 
husbandry called the experiments a 
success.

Denton made public this simple 
formula: To every 100 pounds of 
freshly sliced potatoes add one 
handful of regular salt and one gal­
lon of molasses water. The molasses 
w'ater is prepared by adding one 
pint of molasses to one full pail of 
water.

Samelius ought to know. He has 
made watches for more than 50 
years. Now teaching others the pro­
fession at the Elgin school, he re­
ceived his first introduction into the 
lore from his father, who at one 
time was the royal watchmaker of |
Sweden. Samelius came to America i 
as a lad in 1881. Today he is stitl i 
active in the profession, an honor- I 
ary member of at least eight state 
horologies 1 associations and the 
dean of American fine watchmak­
ers.

Always ready to talk about his 
life’s work, Samelius explained 
some of the reasons why making a 
watch is not the easiest thing in the 
world. "Our students learn that the 
best watches must be within a lim­
ited tolerance of time, fast or slow, 
before they are released from the 
factory,”  he says. “ They learn to 
maintain tolerances of .0001 of an 
inch to fit parts into precision watch 
movements. They master all the in­
dividual manufacturing operations 
necessary to restore a watch to its 
timekeeping ability.”

An idea of how small these 
tolerances are can be gained 
from the fart that one-ten thou­
sandth of an Inch is the site of 
a human hair after it has been 
split the long way 30 times.
Samelius’ students also work 
with roller jewels -that are so 
small that 4.666.000 weigh a 
pound. So'me of the screws used 
in watch manufacture are so 
tiny that 20.000 of them just 
barely fill an ordinary sewing 
thimble. Despite their site, each 
screw has a perfect thread and 
its head is perfectly slotted.
Some of Samelius’ students be­

come proficient in the watchmaking 
art in a period of from 11 to 14 
months.

Although he has been in the 
watchmaking business for more 
than half a century, Samelius still 
manages to keep posted on latest 
developments in the field He admits 
that making watches today is con­
siderably easier than it was 50 
years ago. He attributes this in part 
to innovations m repair equipment 
and parts.

Our Safeguard
I am going to say that I appre­

ciate congress. I am not ashamed to 
say it. Moreover. I am concerned 
that there are those who fail to rec­
ognize the essential dignity and 
worth of this branch of our govern­
ment. Out of the welter of political 
turmoil in Washington, I think there 
ia still room for a healthy respect 
for what our Congress does And we 
must never forget that Congress 
represents the will of the people, of 
tilt majority. Congress is a mighty 
safeguard.

When any Congressional session ia 
over, try looking back over the 
record. It will usually surprise you 
Ihow much was accomplished. Espe­
cially so, if you are one of those 
Americans who like to chant: "Why, 
oh why, doesn’t Congress do some­
thing?"

Accomplished Much
When the recent Congress ad­

journed in late July, final action had 
been taken on at least 17 major 
issues. This was an array of achieve­
ments, when you recall that this 
Congress was the first new Congiess 
following the war.

Action was taken on presidential 
tenure and succession, labor man­
agement relations, porta!-to-portal 
pay, excise and social security 
taxes. National Science foundation, 
continuation of the R.F.C. and the 
C.C.C., crop insurance, continuation 
of certain subsidies, Army-Navy 
unification, cashing of terminal 
leave bonds, executive reorganiza­
tion, ccntinuation'of'first class pos­
tal rates, rent control, and termina­
tion of existing credit regulations.

Milk by-products are rich in lac­
tose, or milk sugar, a natural laxa­
tive which helps poultry maintain 
good intestinal health and minimizes 
the hazards of intestinal parasites.

In preparing a balanced ration 
the object is to feed the correct 
proportion of the various nutrients 
that poultry require.

Poultry Relish Grit;
Aids Grinding Process

Grit is a material of value to poul­
try but full details are not yet defi­
nitely known, according to Univer­
sity of Delaware. It is certain that 
birds like it and, when grit is fed 
freely, they consume more than is 
actually needed. Grit containing a 
large amount of soluble calcium has 
been widely recommended but ap­
pears to have no advantage whera 
other forms of calcium are included 
in the ration. Actually it might be 
detrimental, say Delaware special­
ists. Helping the gizzard in the 
grinding process is the only known 
function of grit. A hard mica grit of 
suitable size doubtless should be 
available to all chickens.

FE D ERAL RESERVE board insiders report that more and more of the 
"  country's big business leaders ai tha view that voluntary
controls on prices will not work and that congress eventually will have 
to enact the President's 10-point program of compulsory controls on prices, 
credits, allocations, et cetera, if the war on inflation is to be won

Typical example of the ineffectiveness of voluntary controls— 
or self-policing by industry—is the wild competitive war that has 
broken out in the mail-order industry since expiration of Retula- 
tion \V, under which the government required a one-third down 
payment and a year to pay (or goods purchased on the installment 
plan.
Bowing to competition within the industry, major mail order houses 

have slashed the dowm payment to 10 per cent on most merchandise 
Meantime, many other installment firms are requiring no down pay­

ment at all. It was such “ easy credit”  buying that led to the last depres­
sion, and that is why more and more of the nation's business leaders 
reluctantly are coming around to the view that the only realistic way to 
deal with mounting prices, credit expansion and other inflation germs is 
by returning to compulsory controls.

Common mange of hogs is another 
widespread disease that has yielded 
to the resalts of animal health re­
search. The U. S. department of 
agriculture says the average losses 
from mange probably amount to $2 
a head. This figure covers the loss 
from stunted growth, delay in fat­
tening, occasional deaths and dock­
age when mangy hogs are mar­
keted.

The effective weapon against 
mange is benzene hexachloride, fre­
quently referred to as ” 666.”  In 
Nebraska tests this newly-discov­
ered insecticide we- so effective it 
eradicated mange with one treat­
ment. Not only did it eradicate 
mange — it also got rid of lice. 
This makes the old mange treat­
ments obsolete.

In the Nebraska tests, crude ben­
zene hexachloride (a wettable pow­
der) was mixed with water (10 
pounds powder in 100 gallons) and 
sprayed on the hogs.

One objectionable feature of the 
crude benzene hexachloride is its 
terrific odor. This odor is not present 
to any marked degree in commer­
cial hog oils prepared by use of a 
solvent which takes the active in­
gredient (the gamma isomer) out 
of the crude benezene hexachloride 
and leaves behind the ineffective in­
gredients—the ones that have the 
disagreeable odor.

If you 
do, then this is the time to have a 
feast. Invite some of your friends 
with whom you'd like to welcome 
the new year, and serve them a 
snack buffet style.

Naturally, this can be on the eve 
of the New Year itself, or at any 

time in the after­
noon or early 
evening of the 
day itself. You'll

an occasion with your friends.

Your menu does not need to be 
expensive. Select one of these 
menus and work it out with your 
linens and dishes.

Menu 1.
Savory Meat Pie 

Lettuce with Russian Dressing 
Cloverieaf Rolls Beverage 

Peach Gelatin
The meat pie is savory and tempt­

ing for the cooler weather, and men­
folk will like its meatiness. The des­
sert is especially lovely but easy 
to make; in fact, why not make 
both of these things ahead of time?

Savory Meat Pie.
(Serves 6)

1 pound beef chuck 
1 pound lamb shoulder 
Flour for dredging 
Lard for browning 
12 small onions 
4 carrots 
4  potatoes 
1 cup string beans
1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce
2 cups meat stock
Have meat cut in one-inch cubes. 

Dredge with flour and brown in hot 
lard. Season with salt and pepper 
and place in casserole. Also pile 
vegetables into casserole. Add 4 
tablespoons flour to fat in pan where 
meat was browned, and stir until 
thickened. Add 2 cups meat stock 
and let cook until thick. Pour this 
over the meat and vegetables and 
cook in a moderate oven (350 de­
grees) for 20 minutes. Remove from 
oven and top with a biscuit crust. 
Return to a hot oven (400 degrees) 
for another 20 minutes and bake 
until crust is well browned. If you 
want a nice glaze on the crust, 
brush with beaten egg before bak­
ing.

Peach Gelatin.
(Serves 6)

4 or 5 canned cling peach halves 
1 package raspberry-flavored 

gelatin
1 cup hot water 
1 cup peach syrup
Arrange peach halves, smooth 

side down, in botti m of a large 
round mold or pan. Dissolve gelatin 
in hot water; add peach syrup and 
stir to blend. Pour sufficient gelatin 
mixture over peaches to cover. Chill. 
Chill remaining gelatin until con­
gealed but not firm. Whip until very 
light and thick. Pour over plain gel­
atin.

(Serves 6 to 8)

3*4 pounds chuck roast of beef

Dredge meat with flour and brown 
on all sides in hot lard. Season with

___  salt and pepper,
s p r i n k l e  with 
brown sugar and 
add vinegar.

When ready to serve, spoon corn intc 
rings.

Luxury Cake.
(Serves 6)

1 quart vanilla ice cream 
84 cup chopped pecan meats 
1 cup hot chocolate sauce 
6 squares sponge cake

Split cake in two; place a slice of 
vanilla ice cream between the cake. 
Put another bit of ice cream on top 
of cake and pour hot sauce over it. 
Sprinkle nutmeats just before ser­
ving the cake.

Hot Chocolate Sauce: Melt 1 
square bitter chocolate in double 
boiler, add 1 tablespoon of butter 
and 184 cups sugar. Add 6 table­
spoons hot water slowly and blend. 
Add 84 cup rich milk and stir w-ell; 
boil 10 minutes, watching carefully. 
Cook to soft ball stage, remove from 
fire and add a pinch of salt and 1 
teaspoon vanilla. Cool slightly, then 
beat until creamy. Keep warm in 
top of double boiler.

Thoa* colored glass ornament*
that we hang on our Chriatmaa 
tree* used to corse from Germany, 
Chechoslovakia end Poland. A smell 
number were made In Japan. When 
the war cut off these suppliea, 
American glass manufacturers, who 
lied never bothered with these prod­
ucts before, turned part of their fa­
cilities over to making the pretty 
gewgaws Mechanical method* were 
soon developed that could blow as 
many ornament* tn an hour as 
s European glassblower could make 
in a month. Thus modem efficien­
cy may doom this picturesque little 
industry, carried on. in the moun­
tainous towns of eastern Europe.

Ornament making is a typical 
' ‘cottage industry" in the little vil­
lages that cling to the steep moun­
tainsides. Families specialize In cer­
tain ihapes end designs, patterns 
that may date back for hundreds of 
years unchanged. The father, using 
a bunsen burner, carefully blows 
the thin glass tubing to the de­
sired shape, with the aid of an Iron 
mold. Hie son, acting as mold 
boy, rsmoves the hot ornament to a 
cooling table. Next the mother sil* 

> vara the tnaide, and finally the 
daughter applies paint and perhaps 
decorative designs.

Christmas Rose Has 
Real Significance

Legend*tells us that a young she^ 
herd girl was weeping bitterly as 
aha watched the Wise Men on their 
way to take gifts to the Chrlit Child.

An angel appeared, and after as­
certaining why the young girl was 
crying, she waved her wand, and 
instantly the ground was carpeted 
with glittering white Chriatmaa 
rosea. The young girl quickly gath­
ered these blooms. When she pre­
sented her gift, the Christ Child 
smiled, and as his fingers touched 
the white flowers the petals became 
tinged with pink.

This custom originated with the 
Dutch. They used their wooden 
shoes instead of stockings.

When the Dutch come to New Am­
sterdam, this custom came with 
them—the wooden shoes being grad­
ually replaced by stockings made for 
the occasion out of net-like materi­
als. As nearly every home had a 
fireplace the usual place to hang the 
stockings was over the fireplace.

ore, the discovery of the 
New York State College of Foreatry 
that watergla^s spray will prevent 
the spruce leaves from falling 
-omes as welcome news to family 
a"d housewife alike.

Resides preserving the foliage, 
the waterglass spray adds to the 
decorative effect of the spruce by 
leaving a slight silver -been to the 
green of the needle-like leaves. The 
waterglass also has been found to 
be a good fire retardant.

The college found that the shad- 
ding of spruce leaves also can be 
retarded by placing the base of the 
tree in a bucket of moist earth, 
peat moss or water. Users have re­
ported the success of this treat­
ment.

Our Most Famous 
Christmas Trees

Most famous of the nation's 
Christmas trees are growing on the 
wooded rolling acres of the Roose­
velt estate at Hyde Park, N. Y. De­
veloped as a result of hobby which 
occupied much of the lata Pres. 
Franklin D. Roosevelt’* apar* time, 
th* groves of Yule tree* now era 
scattered on odd patches and par­
cels "of land throughout the estate.

The trees, about 270,000 in num­
ber, are principally of Norway 
spruce, white spruce and Douglas 
fir, with a few balsams also In­
cluded.

Although the tree growing was a 
bobby with the late president, ha 
Insisted that the project pay iU own 
way. Consequently about 2,000 to 
3,000 trees are marketed 
Christmas season.

Although the Christmas tree Is 
one of the most picturesque Yule- 
tide ornaments, it is also one of the 
most dangerous, with the threat of 
fire an ever present*possibility.

Replacement of the candle by the 
electric light has removed some of 
the hazards formerly experienced, 
but danger still lurks fr,om faulty 
connections or careless handling of 
bulbs and strings.

To minimize the fire hazard, the 
department of agriculture offers 
two pertinent suggestions: First, 
keep the tree well watered and, 
second, fireproof it with ammonium 
lulphate or calcium chloride.

To provide the tree with sufficient 
water, cut the butt on a slant at 
least an inch above the original cut. 
Keep the water level above the 
slashed surface. In purchasing a 
tree, always look for one that has 
been felled recently so that the 
needles have not dried.

Fresh trees also are essential for 
flame-proofing In using ammonium 
sulphate, a chemical content one- 
fourth the weight of‘ the tree should 
be used. After dissolving one and a 
half pints of the ammonium in a 
pound of water, slash the stem of 
the tree and place it in the solution. 
Then, let the tree stand four to six 
days In the solution for complete 
absorption. Trees fireproofed in this 
manner will not be ignited by an 
electric spark.

EVOLUTION of JOLLY
Old Santa Claus

Y OU SEE HIM everywhere at this 
holiday time, the “ right jolly old 
e lf" of Clement Clarke Moore s im­

mortal poem "The Night Before
Christmas" You think of him as 
timeless and universal and in a way you 
are right. As a symbol of generosity 
and good will he is as old as Christmas.

Nevertheless, the red-coated old boy 
with the woolly w'hiskers today is our 
own countryman, as American as apple 
p*e Not only this but. by the long 
measure of centuries, he is almost a 
contemporary. The Santa Claus we 
know m fact just misses being brand

It is true that medieval Europe gave 
him his toy pack Russia provided his 
fur-trimmed blouse and trousers and 
his high boots Lapland donated the 
sicigt, drawn by reindeer And in the 
largely legendary form of St Nicholas 
he first was brought to this country by 
small sons and daughters of Dutch set­
tlers m the little town of Nieuw Am­
sterdam i New Y  ork I.

But rt was not until the 1860's, less 
than 100 years ago really, that Santa 
Claus,emerged from history and myth 
to take on form and outline and be es­
tablished as our own Oddly enough he 
was introduced to the world by a famed 
cartoonist of the day, Thomas Nast.

Drew on Moore's Poem 
Nast. who originated the Republican 

elephant. Democratic donkey, Tam­
many tiger and other national symbols, 
drew largely upon Moore's poem, pub- 
listed 30 years before, for his delinea­
tion He pictured the apple-cheeked 
Santa with his “ broad face and round 
little belly” busy in his Polar workshop, 
keeping an eye on children all over the 
world through a magic telescope, fum­
bling through stacks of letters with his 
chubby hands, perched on snowy 
chimney-tops, skimming the sky in his 
toy-laden sleigh

Doubtless Nast never meant his 
Santa Claus to be taken seriously. But 
everybody loved the chubby little be­
nevolent figure who in some way rep­
resents the childhood that lives on for­
ever in all hearts. Doubtless for many 
a year to come he will continue to be 
our Christmas saint . and a long step 
from the Santa Claus who truly lived.

The Bishop of Myra 
Half lost in legend is the story of the 

kind-hearted Nicholas. Bishop of Myra, 
who lived in Asia Minor in the fourth 
century Tradition says that Christians 
of the town, gathered at their church

one evening to elect a new bishop, were 
warned by an old patriarch to be cau­
tious. "It is God’s w ill that he who 
first enters this church tomorrow shall 
be our new leader,” the elder told 
them.

Accordingly they barred the doors, 
and unbarred them in the morning to 
admit a stranger A personable youth, 
he was acclaimed a bishop and began a 
career of glad-hearted giving

Bishop Nicholas rode abroad on his 
white horse each December 6. on the 
eve of his birthday, with 
a basket of presents for 
good children and a bun­
dle of birch rods for the 
others Even today Old 
World youngsters who 
set out bowls of hay for 
the white horse on that 
enchanted eve find the

house to marry with dowries. Naturally 
he became the patron of all maidens, 
also of pawnbrokers whose three gold­
en balls still commemorate the bags of 
gold.

Tomb Becomes Shrine
Nicholas died in 352, A. D., and his 

tomb in Myra became the shrine to 
which thousands made yearly pilgrim­
ages Seven centuries later his bones 
were removed to Bari, an Adriatic port 
just above the heel of Italy, there re­
interred with pomp and ceremony. An

that about 25 million coffee trees art 
threatened with destruction by an in­
sect plague in the State of Sao Paulo, 
Brazil.

Safer Nation Goal in Drive
A never-ending drive to promote 

safety is being planned for the United 
States It will seek to reduce the toll 
of accidents which each year kill 99.000 
men, women, and children, seriously 
injure 10,400.000 more, and cast the 
country at least $6,400,000,000 in dam­
age

The National Safety Council is pro­
moting the campaign It will be the 
"Green Cross for Safety ”

The aim, says William A. Irvin, 
chairman of the board of trustees of 
the council, is to promote the practice 
of safety more widely in general daily 
life. The drive will be especially 
against home, school and farm acci­
dents

"The need for such a campaign is 
evident." says Mr Irvin "More than 
half of the annual toll of deaths, inju­
ries. and property damage results from 
accidents which are outside the area 
at present covered by the organized 
safety work."

The lowest number of American 
deaths from aocidents in the last 20 
years was 89.000. in 1932 The greatest 
was 110.052, in 1937.

Accidents are as great killers as dis­
eases In fact, the only diseases which 
cause more deaths are heart disease, 
cancer, and cerebral hemorrhage, the 
records show.

Christmas Sales Expected to Hit 

New Peak
The old-fashioned Christmas will be 

back this year for the first time since 
the war But it will be the costliest 
in history After years of shortages, 
Yuletide shoppers this season will find 
stores stocked with the greatest variety 
of goods since pre-war days. Radios, 
home appliances, fancy household lin­
ens. and similar items once more can 
be written on shopping lists.

Most prices are up But since more 
goods are available, more also can be

Americans are expected to run up 
the biggest gift bill of all time— but 
merchants across the country declare 
that most of it will not represent fool­
ish spending The accent is expected to 
be on practical gifts, and in most cases 
shoppers are expected to do a good bit 
of looking around before they buy.

The National Retail Dry Goods As­
sociation expects apparel and home fur­
nishings to top the season’s buying, 
with toys and personal gift departments 
making a good showing at the same

Production tfi Halt Price Rise

To prevent further rises in the price 
level, it is essential to close the gap be­
tween the money supply and the pro­
duction of goods by stepping up pro­
duction and preventing any further ex­
pansion in thp money supply, the Na­
tional Association of Manufacturers de­
clared recently. The NAM announced 
that it is preparing a price investiga­
tion report for publication, which is 
designed to help distinguish between 
descriptions of how prices have nsen 
and why

Declaring that the "phenomenal” in­
crease in the money supply in this coun­
try is a major factor in the current 
high-price structure, the NAM  pointed 
out that the money supply has more 
than trebled since 1939. while physical 
production has increased only 70 per 
cent. This unprecedented gap between 
money and production exerts so strong 
an upward pressure on prices, the as­
sociation continued, that it is surpris­
ing that prices are not even higher than 
they now are

Author of “JINGLE BELLS”

NTERSPERSED among the Christ­
mas carols sung in every city, town 
and hamlet on Christmas Eve is a 

little New England folk song known 
and loved by young and old for nearly 
a hundred years.

"Jingle Bells" is heard continually 
on the radio during the Winter No 
popular sing-song is complete without 
it. When there's snow on the ground, 
every sleighing party gives voice to this 
only song of its kind that we have

What is the story of this little song 
that thus dares to intrude itself among 
the sacred carols of the Christmas sea­
son’

The words and music were written 
by a gray-eyed, tall, thin young man 
who lived in West Medford. Mass but 
so little recognition has been given its 
author that in most collections of songs 
“Jingle Bells” is marked anonymous, or 
bears no notation at all.

One day in the 1850's, James Picr- 
pont left his father's house on M'ystic 
Street in West Medford, and hurried 
to the home of Mrs. Otis Waterman, 
who lived in an martment house i f̂hich 
had been remodeled from an old tav­
ern.

Mrs. Waterman was a young widow

and amateur singer, and besides that, 
there was in her home a piano (some­
what of a novelty in those days*, which 
belonged to one William Webber, pop­
ular music director in the Medford 
schools and leader of the local singing 
school who boarded with her

“ I have a little song in my head and 
I have written it down to see what 
you think of it.” confided James Pier- 
pont to Mrs Waterman, as he sat down 
at the piano and started to play.

'Why. I think it is a very merry little 
jingle.” encouraged Mrs Waterman.

The song, of course, was "Jingle 
Bells.”

This story is vouched for by Mrs 
Stella Howe of Boston, grand-niece of 
Mrs. Waterman

James Pierpont. fifth of the six chil­
dren of Rev John Pierpont. was bom 
in Boston. April 25. 1822

The composer of “ Jingle Bells” is 
said to have been a fascinating sort of 
wanderer brought up in a strict family 
atmosnherr He was musicallv inclined 
but that talent was frowned upon by 
his father

At 14 he ran away to sea. but evi­
dently returned to the family later

Sometime in the early 1850’s, he 
went to California He was not a "forty- 
niner." but seems to have been there 
when things were booming Whatever 
monev he made, it is apparent that he 
lost it.

James Pierpont. who died tn Winter 
Haven. Fla . in August. 1893. wrote 
many other songs besides “Jingle 
Bells.” Some of these are “ Kitty 
Crow.” a ballad published in 1853; "The 
Colored Coquette.” for the pianoforte. 
1853; “ I Mourn for My Old Cottage 
Home.” for the piano, 1856; “The Know 
Nothing Polka,” 1857; “ Poor Elsie,” a 
ballad, dated 1858. and “ Good Night," 
a ballad, undated

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corner, where a large evergreen branch 
across the top of the doorway and one 
down the side are joined.

Held Deep Religious Meaning

f ' '  HK1STMAS on the frontier. •• 
new bands of pioneers pushed 

ever westward to carve an empire 
out of virgin plains and wilder* { 
nesues, was in marked contrast to 
the present holiday.

Thera was more meaning then in 
the words of The Book concerning 
shepherds in a certain country 
watching their flocks by night.

On Christmas Eve the pioneer 
folks wo'uld gather in a crude little 
church or schoolhouse where chil­

But that doll, made from spars 
strips of bright cloth, probably was 
more treasured than any modern 
doll that can say “ Mama/* go to 
sleep and perhaps require a diaper.

Children who received a slate pen­
cil or a shell-box, a little affair 
covered with shells and containing s 
small mirror, were the special fa­
vorites of Santa.

For goodies, no Christmas was 
complete without its pans of pop­
corn and ropes of molasses taffy. 
In rare cases there might be a bag 
of candy.

Abbreviation, Xmas 
O f Greek Origin

There has been much unfavorable 
comment on the abbreviated form 
for Christmas that is commonly 
used. Many think it inappropriate 
and undignified to use the shortened 
form, Xmas.

The explanation of its origin is 
that tha initial letter of the Greek 
name for Christ is X and tha coin­
cidence of Its cruiciform shape led 
to an early adoption of this letter as 
the figure and symbol of Christ. X 
is frequently found on walls of tha 
catacombs When the early Chris­
tians wished to make a representa­
tion of the Trinity, they would place 
either a cress or an X beside th* 
names of the Father and th* Holy 
Ghost. From this cam* th* short­
ened form Xmas, instead of Christ­
mas.
