They are nominated in pop­
ular primaries.

The ea.sy way for a Snator to keep 
his voters from forgetting his name 
is to make them think he is impor­
tant in Washington. And the easy 
way to achieve this seeming impor­
tance is to attack something, or in­
vestigate stmiething, or become other­
wise noisy and conspicuous.

But be not discouraged.
I have stood in the labratory where 

Edison worked so many years to give 
the world electric light. I have seen 
the old shed where Kettering first 
began the experiments which culmi­
nated in the self-starter for automo­
biles. I have visited the tiny villiage 
where, in a modest house, Charles 
Darwin wrote the book that changed 
the trend of scientific thought. On 
the gate post is a tablet with this 
inscription:

"Here Darwin lived and thought 
for forty years, and here on 
April 19, 1882, he died.”

We can put up patiently with quite 
a lot of Senators, so long aa we know 
that, back in ten thousand homes and 
shops and officesft there Edisons and 
Ketterings and Darwins.

Facts About Easter
Easter Sunday, which falls on Apr. 6 

this year, is observed .by Chnaiiamt 
in commemoration of Christ’s resur- 

trection, but nut as an actual anniver­
sary, as Its date vanes from year to 
year, m accordance with a method of 
- >mj>uling it adopted by the Council 
of Nice in the year 325.

The cu^u>m of celebrating Easter 
IP really an outgn.>wth of the Jewish 
Pa-.sover There is no trace of Us 
oh.servance a.s a Christian festival in 
the .New Testament or in the writings 
of the apostolic fathers. In fact, 
neither Christ nor the apostles en- 
•oined the keeping of this or any other 
festival.

But a* most of the early Chnstians 
were denved from the Jewish church, 
many of the old Jewuh festivals con­
tinued to be observed by them and 
gradually passed into the ChnsUan  ̂
calendar. i

The name Easter u derived from * 
Easter, the Anglo-saxon goddess of | 
spring, and many customs which have ' 
marked the day's observance are 
drawn from pagan sources. In the 
ancient church te celebration of East­
er lasted eight days, but after the 
eleventh century it was limited to 
three, later to two, and Tinally to one.
