Most popular topie of conflict dur-
ing the current regular and special
sessions of legislature has been the
general sales tax

Basically, the two sides are simp-
le. Supporters of a general sales tax
contend that it will solve the state’s
financial problem and spread the tax
load fairly

Opposition to the general sales
tax counters with the argument that
the tax may raise “too much money”
for the state’s own good.. The op-
posers of the general sales tax are
quick to jllustrate their point that
Texas government can have oo much
money by referring to previous sur-
pluses as “the unhealthiest condition
for the state treasury’.

The idea is that if the state gets
money ahead, carryinga cash bal-
ance from one appropriation period
to another, it is an irresistible lure
not only to spend the surplus but
to commit a rate of spending that
will put the state right in the hole

One illustration of this argument
goes back to Coke Stevenson's ad-
ministration when a surplus of near-
ly $100 million piled up during
World War 11, because at that
time there was nothing to buy and

few people to hire
The first session after war-con-
trolled conditions had passed not

only soaked up the surplus, but
called for pesmanent spending that
ate up the reserve in less than two
vears and started new tax demands
and depicit spending worries.
Opdonents to the genesal sales
tax say that while the one per cent
general tax would cure the present

revenues from the tax would be so
great that it would encourage in-
creased state spending from now
on. They also predict the rate of
the tax would be increased time
and time again.

Up to now, Texas government
has now followed the federal gov-
ernment into astronomical debt,
even though the state usually

spends more than it takes through
its principal general revenue fund.
