Ear Trouble S till Problem
Severe infections of the ear are

Blood vessels expand lo carry 
mere blood to the ear Serum pases 
from blood vessels Into the middle 
ear to try to neutralize the Invading 
bacteria White blood cells, norm­
ally present in the body, increase 
in numbers lo destroy bacteria
