Tobacco, from the time of the 
Virginia colony, has marched along 
as an intimate part of the Amer­
ican story to the present day. In 
the wake of World War II, as the 
United States emerged the strong­
est economic power, the American 
cigarette became temporarily a 
universal wampum—the chief cur­
rency in both Berlin and Burma.

"You  have a cigarette economy 
from Paris to Peking,”  a member 
told the house of commons in 1946.

John Rolfe, husband of Pocahon­
tas, would be astonished if he could 
sea what he started when he 
brought in the seed of modern to­
bacco. In 1048. the United States 
made about 387 billion cigarettes, 
and the tobacco industry directly 
paid In excise and import taxes 
nearly two billion dollars.

WELFARE:
M o re  to r  Less

Signing into law a bill to reorgan­
ise the federal government. Pres­
ident Truman offered a major pro­
posal He wants a new department
of welfare created with its chief 
officer given full cabinet rank 

THE IDEA is not a completely 
new one It was heard frequently 
during the e arly days of the Roose- 
veltian era. much oftener during 
the latter years of F D R's regime 

While t h i s  proposition com­
manded chief attention of the na­
tion's press, the President offered 
six other streamlining plans aimed 
at giving the taxpayers better ser­
vice for less money.

These included:
Transfer of the U S. employment 

and unemployment compensation 
offices to the labor department.

PLACING of the two key defense 
agencies — national security coun­
cil and national security and re­
sources board—directly in the 
President's office.

Tightening up administration of 
the post office department, mari­
time ccmmissftn and civil service 
commission.

Transfer of the public roads 
administration to the commerce de­
partment

The President said the plans, 
which followed closely several 
major recommendations of the 
Hoover commission on government 
leorganization. will not "automati­
cally”  produce efficiency and cut 
spending

BUT HE SAID they open the 
door to improvements, that will 
make the government "more vigor­
ous”  and operate more smoothly 
at a lower cost "over a period of 
time.”

No one expected any reduction in 
federal spending, and the Presi­
dent’s conclusions might be con­
strued as a preliminary defense set­
up for continued federal outlay at 
the present, or an increased level, 
despite the Hoover commission 
recommendations and the Presi­
dent s own seven-point manifesto.

VETERANS:
G e t G ood News

Veterans of World War II were
•11 set for a surprise bonanza.

The Veterans' administration an­
nounced in Washington that cash 
refunds totaling 2 8 billion dollars 
will begin for them about next Jan­
uary—that is, for all G I’s who took 
out national service life insurance 
during the war. These were esti­
mated to number some 16 million.

Under the new payments, an­
nounced by the VA. each ex-ser­
viceman or his heirs would receive 
an average of $175 from life insur­
ance dividends. Described as a 
"dividend" the money is to be re­
paid from two sources:

1. An eight billion dollar surplus 
which developed from the fact that 
G.I. insurance premiums were 
based by law on a standard mortal­
ity (death) rate table which turned 
out to be higher than needed.

2. Earnings from the surplus.
In genreal, it was explained, 

every veteran who took out national 
service insurance and kept it in 
force at least three months will be 
eligible—provided the policies were 
not issued after January 1, 1948. 
No refunds are to be made on pol­
icies issued after that date.

MEANWHILE, government of­
ficials saw in the insurance divi­
dend payments a timely "shot in 
the arm”  for business in 1950 which

tion about repairs to the White 
House wasn't quite over, although 
congress approved and sent to the 
President a monev bill carrying 
funds for work on I » Hi M
The money was included in a meas­
ure calling for expend'ture of 671 
million dollars for va.'.uus govern­
ment obligations.

THE HOUSE, which had passed 
the bill earlier, accepted a ore- 
word amendment approved by the 
senate The change would put it up 
to a special six-man ct nmission 
whether a separate te«idence 
should he tuilt for the first family, 
in addition to the job on the White 
House itself

GERMANY:
P a r t ia l A c c o rd

The four-week conference if  the 
council of foreign ministers if the 
four major powers had endf* with 
partial accord having been rteched. 
The western powers and Russia 
cleared away obstacles to ati Aus­
trian independence treaty and 
agreed to try to get along a little 
better in Germany.

THE RUSSIANS, however, ♦.•ere 
in there pitching right up tc the 
final moments of the parley. The 
conference ended in a flurry of 
excitement as Russia sought un­
successfully to make a last minute 
change in the anouncement of the 
meeting's results 

The Reds had promised not to 
reimpose a blockade on Berlir. in 
return for efforts to revive ex«t- 
west trade in Germany. This was 
contained in a six-point statement 
of principle bv the Big Four to 
guide negotiations in Germany.

The Russians were suported tTi 
their 150 million dollar claim on 
Austria for German assets, and 
swung an uppercut at Yugoslavia's 
Marsha! Tito bv dropping their 
•uppert of Yugoslavian claims on 
Austria These were the points 
which cleared the wav for an Aus­
trian treaty which has been or­
dered for presentation by Septem­
ber 1.

DESPITE the improvement fn 
east-west relations growing out of 
the conference. American spokes­
men were not optimistic in evalua­
ting results. U.S Secretary of State 
Dean Acheson had no immediate 
comment.

Work on the Austrian treaty, 
however, was termed a “ substantial 
stev”  forward and of no little im­
portance because it would free 
Austria and push Soviet troops 
farther back into eastern Europe.

It was felt that ground had been 
neither gained nor lost in Germany.

A railroad traveller paid for his 
passage to a distant city, but the 
clerk of the depot accidentally gave 
him a ticket good only to a nearby 
town.

CAN YOU TAKE your thoughts 

back, in this week of July 
Fourth, to a New England farm 100 
years ago?

It is one of those picturesque 
farms that you and I see on oor 
happy vacation trips; we stop with 
a queer inexplicable twist in our 
hearts as we look at the steep nigh 
roof, the elms sending leaf-shad- 
ows across the high small-paned 
windows, the well-sweep, the mel­
lowed lines of barns and sheds 
stretching away toward orchard 
and pasture, the summer gracious­
ness of one of the thousands ot 
homesteads that were the Amer­
ican scene in the dramatic days of 
America's beginnings.

If we go in there are more ex­
clamations of sheer admiration and 
delight. Oh—a spinning wheel and 
a loom! Oh—hand-hammered fire- 
irons painted like the redcoats of 
King George, so that any casual 
spitting upon them might be pleas­
urable as well as necessary! Oh, 
Revere teapots and Chippendale 
chairs, blue home-made and gay 
patch-work q u i l t s ,  four-posters 
with faded calico valances, warm­
ing pans and melodeons. highboys 
and dressers in applewood or 
weathered maple!

The floors are soft, almost y id l­
ing beneath our (eet; the doorways 
low and irregular, and between the 
old part of the house—circa 1800 
and the new, added 40 yea f3 later, 
indoor irregularities are masked 
by cupboards, by steps up and 
down, by a narrow stair here and 
an angled passage there.

They fostered learning; there 
was a switch ready if the school- 
marm—she boarded about among 
the different families—reported im­
pudence or idleness.

NEW YORK.—Almost any ma­
tron with a bridge-table spread and 
an aching back can restore herself 
to competitive shape again, if she'll 
go lie down and think the bulges 
and pains away. Dr. Alda Kelly 
claims.

Dr. Kelly, a cheerful, slender 
woman, herself, has come up 
with a real morale booster for 
girls who want to reach for a sweet 
and still be able to touch their toes. 
She's worked out a reconditioning 
method through which she says 
you can get your girlish figure and 
fancies back merely by thinking 
you are exercising to beat the band.

That’s right. You don't have to 
move a single muscle—except, of 
course, the one between your ears.

Dr. Kell^, a physiologist, calls 
herself a "neurosomatic recondi­
tioner." That's scientific girl talk 
for a person who teaches people 
how to get the most out of life with 
the least possible amount of energy 
—a n d t h a t  includes banishing 
bulges, too. She said her system 
worked on 100 housewives in Cleve­
land, so there isn’ t any reason why 
it shouldn't work on a lot of others 
just as well.

Essentially, her plan involves the 
idea of sending the right kind of 
genteel, relaxed impulse from the 
brain to the nervous system. The 
nerves carry the good word to the 
muscles, which obediently become 
strong and supple without flexing 
or reflexing.

“ Just pretending has the same 
effect as real motion, and it saves 
a lot of energy," Dr. Kelly has 
found. “ A man can build up some 
muscles merely by thinkin? he’s 
lifting weights. It's slow, but it 
works."

But Dr. Kelly specializes in prob­
lem girls. When a cranky, aching, 
overworked housewife goes to see
the neurosomatic conditioner at the 
Shailer Emery Lawton foundation, 
she is put through a series of 24 
treatments and gets home-work as­
signments of 10 minutes a day.

House Dust Often Causes Allergy
W E ARE familiar with allergy 

in which the tissues of some 
individuals (15 to 20 per cent of the 
population) react differently than 
most of us to certain substances 
that float in the air, are eaten in 
food, or injected under the skin 
We see it in forms of hay fever, 
asthma, head colds, stomach up­
sets, hives and other skin erup­
tions.

Allergists, specialists tn allergy, 
tell us that there are many sub­
stances causing allergy that are 

* still unknown or not suspected. One 
of the commonest causes is ordi­
nary house dust, to which one or 
more of the family are allergic but 
blame their symptoms on pollen or 
similar substances.

Some years ago a magazine men­
tioned a case of allergy in which 

- the father of the household, af­
flicted with asthma, traveled ahead 
of his family to locate a district 
where he would be free of asthma 
Finding such a place, he would 
send for the family. Shortly after 
the family arrived, his asthma

again would afflict him. It was only 
after several such movings that it 
was learned that it was the fur of 
the beloved family cat that was 
causing the asthmatic attacks.

While allergists have found some 
cases of allergy to be caused by 
street dust, it is more often sub­
stances in the air of the home that 
are to blame. Some of these sub­
stances are the children's toys stuf­
fed with wool or cotton lint, insect 
sprays, heavy curtains, mattress 
fillings or feathers or cotton, cer­
tain domestic articles, the odors of 
perfumes, and powders, hair dyes, 
eyebrow and lip pencils.

The thought, then, is that w*-?re 
the cause of the allergic symptoms 
is unknown, and the usual test for 
foods and pollen have been made, 
the dust in the home—particularly 
in the bedrooms (mattresses) and 
in setting rooms (stuffed chairs and 
sofas)—should be carefully tested 
by an allergist. The cause of al­
lergic symptoms can be found in 
the majority of cases if diligent 
search is made.

Considerable care should be ex­
ercised when young fruit trees are 
moved from the nursery to an 
orchard or yard where soil fertility 
and other conditions may be less 
favorable.

Dr. A. Lee Schrader of the horti­
culture department, University of 
Maryland, points out that when 
trees are dug f .r hipment, part of 
the root system inevitably is lost. 
After the trees have arrived, new 
roots — sufficient to supply water 

1 and minerals to the entire tree — 
must be grown in order to insure 
normal development. Lack of ade­
quate root growth, Dr. Schrader 
warns, often results in death of the 
tree or, at best, a poor growth of 
new shoots, particularly where the 
soil is low in certain minerals.

European Com Borer
Reduced Crop in 19*8

The European corn borer re­
duced the 1948 crop of field corn by 
85, miUion bushels, the U S. depart­
ment of agriculture announced in 
Washington, D. C. Surveys recently 
completed by the bureau of ento­
mology and plant quarantine, with 
cooperating agencies, indicate this 
loss in corn production is more 
than double that of 1947.

Integrity and Contracts
One of the qualities in human be­

ings that our civilization today 
needs so desperately is integrity. 
What is integrity? The word comes 
from a Latin term which meant 
"untouched" or "whole," That’s 
about the way it is today. A man 
who has integrity is so morally 
sound that he is not to be touched 
—in a way that will affect his hon­
esty and uprightness.

Many labor-management disagree­
ments would disappear, if we hon­
estly would undertake to solve them 
with each side of the conference ta­
ble keeping its integrity. If each 
party to an agreement keeps his 
word—that is integrity It used to 
be said of a neighbor I had: "H is 
word is his bond.”  That’s the kind 
of neighbor this world needs. It will 
require integrity from each one of 
us, i f  this world is to become a bet­
ter place.

An Example
Let me illustrate—with a labor- 

management example Less than a 
year ago, the General Motors "cost 
of living”  wage agreement with 
United Automobile Workers was ac­
claimed as a solution to the fre­
quent wage battles that upset cur 
industrial communities.

Under terms of the contract GM 
can raise or lower wages according 
to government statistics. As living 
costs rise or fall in reports of the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics, the com­
pany can adjust wages accordingly. 
While the formula did not rule out 
wage increases for other reasons, 
it was an honest attempt to solve 
the cost-of-living problem.

Pay Cut Due
Last year under the contract GM 

employees got a flat 6-cent hourly 
raise, plus a "cost of living" in­
crease of 5 cents. What are the 
prospects this year? Employees are 
in line for an increase not related 
to living costs, but under the formu­
la will get a pay cut of 2 cents be­
cause the Bureau of Labor Statistics 
index of living costs has gone down. 
The effect would be to hold wages 
at about the same levels as last 
year.

Employees still would have the 
advantage of the decline in living 
costs. However, according to a re­
cent Associated Press dispatch, a 
GM local in Cleveland wants to re­
open the contract, which has more 
than a year to run. This local of 
2,500 workers wants UAW headquar­
ters to block the carrying out of the 
contract. According to the AP  story 
the local’s president said that work­
ers’ living conditions "ought to be 
of greater meaning than the sacred­
ness of a contract.”

Moral Issues
Moral issues are involved when 

you talk about breaking contracts. 
As against a pay increase of two or 
three cents, a contract should have 
plenty of sacredness. What is in­
volved is , integrity. The contract 
was made in good faith. It has 
more than a year to run. I f  it does 
not meet the needs of the UAW, the 
parties will have determined this 
by the time for expiration. There 
are few human relationships that 
have greater meaning than do con­
tracts. The courts of the land ex­
pect contracts to be kept. Good 
neighbors are made by men who 
keep their ’. ord. This applies to 
groups as well. Good citizenship re­
quires integrity._____________

WE did not win all the battles we 
fought with Japan. The day of 

a certain naval defeat near the 
Philippines, an American “ bpby”  
carrier, left to its 
fate, was doing its 
best to get away 
from the pursuing 
Japanese.

Discard bruised berries or fruit 
as well as those which are specked.

The fresher the fruit or berry, 
the better is your chance of canning 
successfully. If you have your own 
orchard or garden, then you can go 
right out and pick the produce and 
rush it into the kitchen for canning.
This is the ideal way to can.

r’S sometimes desirable to blanch 
fruit, or peel it. This process 

means dipping the fruit, such as 
apricots, peaches, etc., in hot water 
for a minute or so. then in cold 
water. The skin will slip off easily 
witn just a slight pressure of the 
fingers or palm.

If you’re blanching a bushel of 
fruit, do it in 
s m a l l  doses. 
Letting the fruit 
stand in either 
the hot or cold 
water for more 
than t h e  re- 
q ii i r e d minute 
will make it too 
watery.• • •

Hot Water Bath 
Best for Fruit Canning

FRUITS and berries, generally 
hold their shape better when 

packed hot or cold into the jars and 
are then processed by the hot water
bath. . , »

The open kettle method, whereby 
the fruit is cooked in a large kettle 
on top of the range and packed 
while boiling hot into sterilized 
jars, is preferred by some people. 

After packing in the jars, the

pressure cooker may also be used 
for processing. The pressure cook­
er, however, is not as essential to 
canning fruits and berries, as it i* 
in canning vegetables.

Precooking is recommended on 
the chart above for such fruit and 
berries as are watery. This method 
gives a better pack. v i

.  . .
Wash fru it Thoroughly,
But Avoid Soaking

BACTERIA lurk in soil, and for 
this reason, it's necessary to 

wash fruit and berries thoroughly. 
However, this does not mean that 
you allow the fruit or berries to 
joak in water. They may become 
waterlogged and give you a very 
watery pack once the fruit is in 
the jar.

Whole fruits should be washed 
under gently running water and 
placed in a colander to drain as 
soon as washing is over. Berries 
may be dipped in and out of fresh, 
clean water in a basin and then 
placed in a colander to drain. Run­
ning water may break the berries 
apart.

• • •
How to Choose 
The Best Syrup

IN THE CHART, it is suggested 
that you add syrup to the fruit 

or berries after it has been packed 
in jars. In some cases, it is advisa­
ble to precook the material in 
syrup before packing in the jar.

For the small soft fruit such as 
sweet cherries and berries, use a 
No. 1 or a thin syrup made as 
follows:

Use three cups 
of water to one 
cup of sugar and 
bring to a Boil. 1

es, sour berries,

is made by using two ] 
cups of water to one cup of sugar 
and bringing to a boil.

The heavy, or No. 3 syrup is gen­
erally used on large sour fruits that 
have to be made extra sweet.

Scum should be removed from the 
syrup after cooking, before pouring 
the syrup on fruit.

Corn syrup and honey may be 
substituted in whole or in part in 
making the syrup. All honey, and 
no sugar, will change the flavor of 
the fruits as well as make it slightly 
darker.

•THE POWER to thrill has not 
4 been lost by the Psalms, as the 
men on that carrier found out. The 
group numbered 120 through 134 in 
our Bibles are known as the “ P il­
grim Marching Songs," and were 
originally used by the Hebrewj 45 
they went year by year up to their 
capital city of Jerusalem and to 
the Temple which was the center 
of their religion.

When it comes to pass, as once 
it did in the United States, that one 
part of the nation will sing one song 
(say, "John Brown’s Body” ) while 
another part will not sing that song 
but another one (say, “ Dixie,” ), 
then civil war is at the gates. Only 
people who will sing together can 
be trusted to live together.

Will Help You .

To make one quart of canned fruit, 
you’ll need two and one-half pounds 
of fresh apricots. The same weight 
of peaches and pears will also give 
a quart of canned fruit.

Two medium sized pineapples 
are needed to yield a quart of the 
canned product.

When packing fruit into jars In 
its raw state (cold pack), add 
syrup to within one and one-half 
i - n i ' r t f  the top of the jar,,

From three to three and one-half 
pounds of strawberries are needed 
for a quart of canned material 
since they have a high percentage 
of liquid.

One and one-half to two pounds of 
cherries or plums will yield a quart 
of the canned product.

To sterilize jars for canned foods, 
wash them first in warm, soapy 

i water. Rinse thoroughly. Cover 
! jars with warm water and allow to 
I come to a boil. Boil for 15 minutes. 
• Let stand in water until ready to 
1 use.
