New Association 
Organized Here

With a treasury 
quickly established, the group 
agreed for this money to be used 
primarily to support the activi­
ties of the government trapper 
working In the County.

The group passed a resolu­
tion praising the work of the 
government trapper, Mr. J. R. 
Barron of Clyde. Mr. Barron was 
commended on the good work he 
has done in bringing several 
species of predatory animals un­
der control.

The group decided that each 
member would contact his neigh­
bors who own sheep and goats 
and Influence him to Join the 
organization. It was felt that 
only through organization and 
pooling of funds could the mis­
sion of the group be accom­
plished. All sheep and goat own­
ers In the county are urged to 
contact Mr. Aldreman at Baird,

Less Juggling of the par­
liamentary ball.

House Speaker Waggoner Carr 
gave this "get with It,”  mood a 
strong shove by taking a firm 
stand on tax goals. "There Is 
no Santa Claus,” Carr told 
House members. Texas must 
raise $300,000,000 In new money 
to meet its obligations, he said. 
On "how to do It," the Speaker 
made these suggestions and ob­
servations:

1. A bUl Is needed "which will 
Include a broad array of selec­
tive taxes — including, but not 
confined to — selective sales 
taxes.”

2. A general sales tax Is out.”  
Lawmakers will—and should— 
keep their promises not to pass
one.

3. “Broad” taxation would 
include upping levies In areas 
suggested by the governor—na­
tural gas, liquor, cigarettes, cor­
porations — but at lower rate 
than suggested by the governor. I

HOMESTEAD MAY BE 
SOLD FOR TAXES 

Many Texans have the mis­
taken ompresslon that their 
homestead cannot be seized and 
sold for delinquent taxes. In 
many cases, this Idea has led to 
considerable grief and monetary 
loss which could have been 
avoided. A homestead should be 
rendered to tax assessors like 
any other property, and taxes 
assessed against It should be 
paid as faithfully as those on 
any other taxable property.

The deadline for rendering 
property for taxation Is April 1, 
so far as most city taxing agen­
cies are concerned. The last date 
for rendering real and personal 
property for state and county 
taxes Is April 30. 8tate taxes are 
collected by the County Tax Col- 
lector.

Under the Texas Constitution, 
each family Is entitled to claim 
one piece of real property as 
their homestead. This claim 
must be established by an affi­
davit filed with the county tax 
assessor on or before April 30, 
each and every year. This affi­
davit must be filed by the owner 
himself. A lending agency can­
not do so, even though It may 
actually pay the annual taxes 
thereon from a fund created by 
the owner’s monthly Install­
ments.

When the homestead affidavit 
is properly filed, the owner be­
comes entitled to an exemption 
of State taxes up to the value 
of $3,000 or 200-acres In the case 
of farm lands. This is an exemp­
tion from payment, not a com­
plete exemption from rendition 
and assessment. There Is no 
similar exemption with refer­
ence to city taxes, or to county 
taxes, except In certain counties 
levying a special 30 cents farm- 
to-market and lateral road tax.

"The risk of disability hangs 

over all of us, and although It 
may strike ••only one In a every 
hundred, It may affect the fam­
ily's financial' security more 
than the retirement, or even the 
death of a worker,” said R. R. 
Tuley, Abilene District Manager 
for U)e Social Security Adminis­
tration. —'TUT!.

"Ine recent years the old-age 
and survivors' Insurance pro­
gram has been enlarged to give 
protection also against loss of 
earning because of severe, long- 
lasting disability.

Part of our Job at the social 
security office Is to answer ques­
tions whleh neon'o hove’ n --,t 
this nrot^etion hinder the social 
security nrerram."

Mr. Tulcv snv« «»»-* 'h — 
the questions most often asked 
about dl-abllltv benefits under 
the so-h.' security law:

Q. How old do I have to be 
to be eligible for disability bene­
fits?

A. Age 50 to 65. DL«ab!lity

(However, a person dis­
abled slneo childhood may get 
benefits regardless of age, if his 
parent' gets retirement or dis­
ability benefits under the law, 
or dies after working long 
enough und"r roclal security to 
broom."'

Q. How long must I have 
worked under social security to 
be eligible for disability pay­
ments, or to have my social se­
curity record frozen?

A. At least 5 years—or, since 
social security credits are count­
ed In units of calendar quarters 
of the year. In any 20 calendar 
quarter lp which you become 
disabled. After 1961 the amount 
of work required will start In­
creasing gradually.

Q. How disabled do I have to 
be to meet the terms of the so­
cial security disability provi­
sions?

A. You must have a disability 
which, In the words of the law, 
makes you “ unable to engage In 
any substantial gainful activity.' 
Your condition must have lasted 
for at least 6 months, and be 
expected to continue for an in 
defilnte time. Your physical or 
mental condition must show up

in a medical examination or 
t-:sts.

Q. Will my family receive any 
social security benefits If I be­
come disabled for work?

A. Tho 19 5 8 amendments 
provide for dependents benefits 
to be paid while you are receiv­
ing disability Insurance bene­
fits. Monthly payments can go 
to your unmarried children un­
der age 18; your disabled, un­
married son or daughter 18 years 
of age or older, If disabled con­
tinuously since before his or 
her 18th birthday; your wife age 
62 or older (or your dependent 
husband, age 85 or over); your 
wife under 62 If she has In h*r 
care a child under 18 (or a dis­
abled child 18 or over) who Is 
eligible for benefits.

Any further questions regard­
ing social security benefits for 
disabled workers and their de­
pendents should be directed to 
the social security office, which 
ts located at 203 Fannin Bt., 
Abilene, Tex.

“The risk of disability hangs 

over all o f us, and although It 
may strike titty one In a every 
hundred, It may affect the fam­
ily's financial’ security more 
than the retirement, or even the 
death of a worker,’’ said R. R. 
Tuley, Abilene District Manager 
for the Soclal Security Adminis­
tration.

"Ine-recent years the old-age 
and survivors' insurance pro­
gram hai been-enlarged to give 
protection also against loss of 
earning because o f severe, long- 

To lasting disability.
Part of our Job at the social 

security office Is to answer ques­
tions which reon'e ha*'e‘ :n t 
this Tiroteetiou .under the social 
security nretrra’m.’ ’

Mr. Tuley sny* ,v> ‘ '
the que.-tlons most often asked 
about disability benefits under 
the soda! security Jaw:

Q. How oid do I have to be 
to be eligible for disability bene­
fits?

A. Age r.o to 68. Disability 
benefits are automatically chan­
ged to old-age benefits at age 
65. Th- amount remains the 
snmn. (However, a person dis­
abled since childhood may get 
benefits regardless of age, if his 
parents gets retirement or dis­
ability benefits,under the law, 
or dies after working long 
enough unctor social security to 
become insured.)

Q What if I become disabled 
before I am 50 years old?

A. You mav have your social 
security earnings record "frozen” 
to protect vour own and your 
family’s rights to future bene-

Q. How long must I have 
worked under social security to 
be eligible for disability pay­
ments, or to have my social se­
curity record frozen?

A. At least 5 years—or, since 
social security credits are count­
ed in units o f calandar quarters 
of the year, In any 20 calendar 
quarter tp which you become 
disabled. After 1961 the amount 
of work required will start In­
creasing gradually.

Q. How disabled do I have to 
be to meet the terms o f the so­
cial security disability provi­
sions?

A. You must have a disability 
which, in the words of the law, 
makes you “ unable to engage In 
any substantial gainful activity." 
Your condition must have lasted 
for at least 6 months, and be 
expected to continue for an in- 
defllnte time. Your physical or 
mental condition must show up

In a medical examination or 
t-:sts.

Q. Will my family receive any 
social security benefits If I be­
come disabled for work?

A. The 19 5 8 amendments 
provldp for dependents benefits 
to be paid while you are receiv­
ing disability Insurance bene­
fits. Monthly payments can go 
to your unmarried children un­
der age 18; your disabled, un­
married son or daughter 18 years 
of age or older, If disabled con­
tinuously since before his or 
her 18th birthday; your wife age 
62 or older (or your dependent 
husband, age 65 or over); your 
wife under 62 if she has in h**r 
care a child under 18 (or a dis­
abled child 18 or over) who Is 
eligible for benefits.

Any further questions regard­
ing social security benefits for 
disabled workers and their de­
pendents should be directed to 
the social security office, which 
to located at 203 Fannin St., 
Abilene, Tex. A representative 
o f that office will come to see 
you at your home If you are un­
able to come see him when he Is 
In your hometown.

Schooll Retires
School A p t. BaUey Johnson 

has announced his retirement, 
after 19 years in the Clyde public 
school, four years of it as prin­
cipal and 15 years as superin­
tendent.

Johnson, who had a three- 
year contract when he resigned 
will continue to live In Clyde and 
devote himself to his ranching 
Interests.

His wife, who has taught here 
for 15 years, will continue her 
work In the Clyde school.

During his venrs as superin­
tendent, the Clvd* school dis­
trict has grown from 43 to more 
than 200 square miles In area, 
extending now eorun’ etelv across 
Callahan Countv Tax valuations 
have increas'd from $672,000 to 
over $2.5 million.

When he tonk over as superin­
tendent the school Diant con­
sisted o f one building. There 
were no recreational or voca­
tional facilities, in the last four 
years, a modern high school 
building, a vocational agricul­
ture building and an adequate 
cafeteria have been construct­
ed.

Since 1954, when there were protection afforded by three-
3,037 cases of polio, Texas has 
seen a gradual decline In the 
number of polio cases. Credit for 
the decline Is generally attri­
buted to the advent of the Salk 
vaccine.

Last year there were only 610 
cases of paralytic and non-par­
alytic polio reported to the 
Communicable Disease Control 
Division of the Texas State De­
partment of Health.

The said fact of the matter Is 
that 76 percent of the paralytic 
polio cases occurred in persons 
who had not received any of 
the Salk lnnoculatlons.

Equally shocking Is the fact 
that almost nine out of ten of 
the paralytic polio cases had 
not completed the basic series 
of three prescribed shots o f the 
antl-pollo vaccine.

A large segment of the school 
age chUdren and young adults 
have taken advantage o f the

shot scries.
However, many older people 

have been lax. But worse still is 
the number of famUles who have 
neglected to have their pre­
school age children Inoculated.

Last year, 65 percent of the 
cases of paralytic polio struck at 
small children In the blrth-to- 
four age group.

These victims couldn’t do any­
thing about receiving the 8alk 
shots themselves.

The burden of responsibility 
falls on those parents with pre­
school age chUdren who either 
don’t care, don’t know or don’t 
believe that paralytic polio Is 
still striking down victims— 
mostly tiny children.

A steady decline In all forms 
of polio has been the reward 
received from the thousands of 
dollars spent for research to de­
velop the Salk vaccine.

So much so has been the suc­

cess of the vaccine that the prin­
cipal private foundation which 
sponored its development hru» 
shifted Its activities of research 
to other diseases. There could be- 
no better commentary than that

But even more important are 
the thousands of victims who 
have been spared the pain, heart­
ache and cripplltig after effects, 
o f paralytic polio.

Summer is coming with its 
usual rise In the number of po­
lio cases. See your physician 
immediately so that he may 
start the series of three shots as 
soon as possible.
