Oxford University Urged to
Reopen Tribunal.

Oxford, England.—An Oxford under
graduate I8 to be tried in the ordinary
eourts of ussize on u charge of man-
slaughter arising out of a wotor accl-
dent.

The frequency of motor smashes In
which undergraduates are concerned
hos led a famous law don to suggest
that the court of the lord high steward
should try and punish the offenders.

This university eourt has been In ex-
Istence, since 1404, and although It has
not tried a case In hundreds of years
belief still prevalls that it still has
Jurisdiction to try members of the
university on charges of treason, felony
or mayhem,

Its powers are not original, as a true
bill must be found aguainst the ae-
cused by the ordinary grand jury.

When this court iIs sitting at least its
Jury must be composed of half mem-
bers of the university. Apparently, the
chancellor has power to guke towns-
men members for this purpose, as Is
done in the case of the so-culled “Holy
Pokers,” who are matriculated to
serve on the Jury of the university
coroner,

The university possesses two other
courts ns well. The court of the chan-
cellor, founded In 1331, is familiar to
all thriftless undergraduates as the
strong arm protecting Oxford trades-
men. When s bad debt is reported to
this court, a notice Is sent out to the
debtor ordering him to pay at once or
lose his degree and his bedroom furni-
ture,

The vice chancellor's court Is formed
by the vice chancellor of the univer
slty assuming the privileges of his post-
tlon us a Justice of the city of Oxford
und the counties of Oxford and Berk-
shire. As the powers of a Justice sit-
ting awlone are very lUmited, it is the
custom to make several heads of col-
leges Justices In order that they may
sit with the vice chancellor and in-
crease his powers,

ANCIENT SUMERIANS’
VERSION OF CREATION

Six Teblets Give Their 4,-
000-Year-Old Story.

Philadelphia.~~Muan in  his

early

stages propelled himself wlong the
ground with nll four limbs, “nte grass
with his wouth, like a sheep,” and

drunk frow the ditehes, according to
a translation of six Sumerlan tublets,
written about 2000 B, C.

A story of the eurly history of the
numan race has been pleced together
by Dr. Edward Chiera, assistant pro
fessor of Assyriology at the University
of Pennsylvania.

The presence of the six tablets bear-
Ing different coples of the same text
proves that the story they tell was
considered quite Important by the an-
clent Sumerians, according to Doctor
Chiera, who belleves that a wide dif-
ference of opinion regarding the origin
of mankind existed as early as 4,000
years ugo.

Story Staged In Seat of the Goda

The story told by the tablets 1s
stuged in the Mountaln of Heaven and
Earth, the seat of the gods and close
parullel to the Olympus of Greek my-
thology. In fact, the Sumerian moun-
taln and Olympus might prove to be
one and the same because of the like-
lihood of finding Sumerlan Influence in
Greek religlou, according to Docter
Chiera.

Geographically the Mountain of
Heaven and Earth cannot be placed,
although the old Babylonlans may
have thought it was somewhere to the

north near Kurdistan or even on the |

Cuucancus range. Close to the moun-
tain may be placed the Garden of
Eden.

The Sumerian tale begins with a de-
scription of conditions followlng the
creation by the great god Anu of &
lower order of delties called the
Anunna. At that time there had not
yet come Into existence the god repre-
senting cereals, the story declares
Hence there were no gralns to eal,
Likewise the god represeuting the
Bocks and herds had not yet been
made, and so there were no animals
und meat to eut.  Even the semi-
divine being more or less correspond-
ing to the Biblical Eve had not yet ap-
peared, according te the Sumerian
chroniclers, who apparently summed
up their conception of conditions on
earth with the following six lines:

Mankind, In the day of thelr appear-
ance,

Bread for eating they knew not,

Garments for wearing they knew not,

The people walked with the (four)
Mimbs upon the ground,

They ate grass with their mouth like
ohocc.

They drank water from the ditches.

Patrons of Foods Provided.

Then followed the creation by the
gods of the two patrons of cereals and
flocks, Interesting figures because they
resemble the Ceres and PPan of the
Roman and Greek religions. With the
creation of these two patrons, cond!
tions changed, and the Anunna had
plenty of food.

Next there appears In the story the
god Enkl, who Is always represented
a8 belng a good friend of wmankind,
and who Intercedes with the god Enlil
In behalf of his friends by pointing out
that the flocks and gralos had multl-
plled In the Mountain of Heaven and
Earth and suggesting that they now
be permitted to leave the mountain
and spread over the rest of the earth.

The desired permission Is granted
and the cereals and flocks then replen-
ish the earth for the benefit of msn.
kind. With their coming, the land ex-
periences abundance, and mankind, ae-
cording to the version on the Sumerian
tablets, gets Its first start toward elv-
lzation.

Irrigation machines and the yoke
appear, granarles are bullt and filled
with food, living creatures come into
existence, laws are established, and
wherever the cereals and flocks, as
exemplified by the two patrons, appear
prosperity reigns.
