Remove a parchment or paper 
shade from lamp; go over it with a 
cloth rung quite dry from rich auds. 
Than go over the shade with a cloth 
wrung out of clear water. Finish by 
wiping It with a dry cloth Examine 
the shade to sec if bindings art 
glued or aewed on and If there are 
ornaments that might not be waah-

Make up a tub of good rich, luke­
warm auds Plunge the shade up 
and down in the suds Rub obstinate 
spots gently with two well-soaped 
Angers After the shade is bright 
and fresh looking give it several 
rinses of the sama even lukewarm 
temperature

Stand the shade to dry on a bath 
towel, away from sunlight or direct 
heat. You can hasten drying by blot­
ting the shade between the palms of 
your hands with another bath towel. 
When the shade is partially dry, 
reverse its position.

Don't forget, Im , thht electric 
bulbs should b« cleaned regularly. 
Do not try to wash the electric bulbs 
in their sockets The best way is to 
remove the bulb from the socket 
and wipe with a soft cloth w rung out 
of soapy water Hold the bulb by 
the metal end while wiping the glass 
with the soapy cloth. This mini­
mizes the risk of wetting the metal 
part. If the metal part of the bulb 
does get wet, he sure net to screw tt 
back into its socket until It is com­
pletely dry.

Pour into an by 4H 
by 2*4-inch loaf pen enough of the 
aspic to make H inch deep. Chill 
until firm. Place a smaller loaf pan 
or container within the 8ti-inch loaf 
pan; anchor firmly with weights or 
tie in place. Pour remaining aspic 
in the space between the two pans. 
Chill until firm. Remove inner pan 
by loosening aspic with a small 
knife. Chill for 10 minutes and f i l l .

1 tablespoon gelatin
2 tablespoon cold water 
>« cup cream or top milk 
H cup real mayonnaise
2 tablespoons lemon juice 
H  teaspoon salt 
1 tablespoon onion, minced 
14  cups crabmeat. flaked 
1 cup celery, chopped flue 
>* cup parsley, chopped fine 
Tomato slices 
Watercress

Soften gelatin in cold water. Add 
cream and heat over hot water until 
gelatin is dissolved. Add real may­
onnaise. lemon juice, salt and on­
ion. Add crabmeat, celery, parsley 
and mayonnaise to gelatin. Pour 
into center of aspic mold and chill 
until firm. Unmold and garnish 
with slices of tomato and watercress. 
Serve with additional mayonnaise.

Variation: Pour aspic into ring 
mold, and crabmeat mixture into a 
smaller mold to fit in center of ring 
mold. Or, use chicken or tuna in 
place of crabmeat Ailing.

The 
State Health tXficer declared that 
self medication id never advisable, 
aud even “ miracle drugs ' should 
he taken only when a doctor pres­
cribes them.
