Battered Intrepid Still in 
Action; 650 Planet, 80 

Sh pt to Credit.

W ASHINGTON — Plane# and guna 
of the aircraft carrier USS In­
trepid have deatroyed 30 enemy 
Ships and 650 planes She took a 
terrific pounding to do it. The navy 
reported, according ta the Associat­
ed Press that the Intrepid has been 
hit more frequently than any other 
of our aircraft carriers

Four times this Essex-class car­
rier suffered battle damage within 
15 months of lively Pacific opera­
tions. But she is back in action 
again

The 10 ships sent to the bottom by 
th* Intrcp.d’s pit- ts inc luded an air­
craft carrier They he'ped sink the

If Recipe Doesn't Fit the Fam­
ily: If you run across recipes that 
are too large for the family, let 
the following hints be your guide:

One-fourth to one-third pound of 
Iran meat is a good proportion to 
use for one serving. When buy­
ing a roast, plan to serve it for 
Several meals.

One-half to two-thirds of a cup 
of vegetables are good guides to 
vegetable serving.

Don't try to divide eggs in 
small recipes. Too much egg Is 
better than not enough and more 
than the recipe calls for will have 
little effect on the result, but 
will add more nourishment.

When making half a muffin 
recipe, fill empty tins with water 
to protect the cupa.

Cake and cookie recipes should 
not be divided. Both keep well 
for several days to a week, and 
a larger quantity can be made 
safely.
