The poisoning of a well loved 
pet is serious, but to think of 
a child coming In contact with 
the poison would be horrible 
These animals consume the poi­
son meat because they do not 
know the difference. People are 
not considered, for the most 
part as dumb as animals, but 
a person who plants or throws 
poison meat so that an animal 
may eat It, or a small child, is 
no smarter than the dumbest 
o f animals.

I f  an animal Is annoying you, 
phone the owner or contact the 
local law enforcement officers 
Don't be guilty of the use of 
poison In any form. It could 
be more serious than ever you 
could ever imagine.
