Laundering Aids
If the water for laundering in 

your vicinity is a little on the 
hard side and you find it difficult 
to get suds in your wash tub, try 
adding a little ammonia or borax 
to. soften it.

Use mild soaps for ordinary 
laundering and use flake or chip 
soan for the washing machine

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UNEASY OVER FLIGHTS
WASHINGTON.—The splurge of 

recent air crashes is causing con­
siderable worry to the secret service 
agents responsible for the life of the
President.

The secret service -is afraid the 
day may come when the President's 
special plane, "The Sacred Cow,”  
also may encounter bad weather or 
mechanical trouble. They also know 
something about the President's pro­
pensity for taking off. rain «r  shine, 
and it keeps them awake at nights 
thinking about it. When he wants 
to go some place, he simply goes.

Result is that a quiet cam­
paign is under way inside the 
secret service to persuade the 
President to abandon air travel 
generally. They want him to 
take the train—as President 
Roosevelt did on almost all oc­
casions.
FDR enjoyed train travel. It rest­

ed him and gave him a chance to 
get caught up with his correspond­
ence. Truman, however, loves the 
speed of an airplane. He can get 
to Kansas City in fou% hours where­
as it would take him two nights and 
a day by train.

The secret service has never re­
covered from the scare it received 
on Christmas, 1945, when Mr. Tru­
man flew home to Independ­
ence in weather that had grounded 
all commercial airlines. However, 
the President is a hard man to 
persuade, and his secret service 
bodyguards are not any too opti­
mistic about the chances of keeping 
him grounded.

• • •
AIR CRASHES

Despite the recent series of air 
crashes, fact remains that commer­
cial air lines hung up twice as good 
a safety record in 1946 as in 1945. 
Although the total number of air­
craft fatalities increased, it is im­
portant to recall that the airlines 
flew twice as many passenger miles 
in '46. This cut the fatality rate in 
half.

Another factor most people over­
look is that the Civil Aeronautics au­
thority. which regulates commercial 
flying, is operating in the face of a 
pinch-penny congressional appropri­
ation. Despite the small appropri­
ation. CAA worked out a bad-weath­
er instrument-landing system which 
has now been aSopted by every 
country, including the Russians.• • •
ARMY EDUCATION

Public opinion export George Gal­
lup proved to the last decimal point 
that more men would enlist in the 
army and navy if military authori­
ties had "a system whereby educa­
tional training in the serivee would 
count toward high school or college 
diplomas."

The army's information and edu­
cation branch was glad to hear that 
they should educate servicemen, but 
they want to know one thing: Who's 
going to educate Dr. Gallup?

What he apparently doesn't know 
is that the United States Armed 
Forces institute makes every con­
ceivable type of study course avail­
able to any soldier, sailor, marine 
or coastguardsman who wants it.

More than 1.900,000 men al­
ready have acquired schooling 
via USAFI. Also, they’ve got 
credit for it. In the last year 
alone. 20.000 servicemen re­
ceived high school diplomas via 
the army. These diplomas and 
USAFI's college courses are ac­
cepted for credit by almost ev­
ery school in the country.
Gallup goes on to make the weird 

statement that army authorities 
question the idea of the army's going 
into the business of general educa­
tion.

Clearly, none of Gallup's score- 
keepers asked the secretary of war 
or power-packed Gen. "Buck" Lan- 
ham, head of the army's information 
and education branch, about this. 
They not only don't question it, 
but they do it; sending teachers and 
books and quizzes and lessons by the 
thousands all over the world.

BACKSTAGE NAVY LOBBY

White House insiders report that 
brain truster Clark Clifford is having 
a tough time drafting an army-navy 
merger bill for congress that will 
both carry out the President's ideas 
and not offend the brass hats.

President Truman wants it clearly 
stated in the bill that there will be 
a secretary of national defense, with 
full cabinet rank, and three under­
secretaries with sub-cabinet rank 
representing the army, navy and 
air forces.

‘ a“ er; however, is not at 
all what the brass hats want. They 
want full cabinet rank for each arm 
of the service—in other words, three 
new cabinet members.

CAPITAL CHAFF

Alert Senator Brewster of Maine 
giving colleagues an off-the-record 
report of his Latin American trip, 
disclosed that British agents are sell­
ing British planes all over Latin 
America and outselling the USA 
They are taking orders for delivery 
on jet planes which will be far ahead 
of our transports. In two years 
Brewster predicts, the British wili 
force Latin Americans to use 
British-type instruments for land­
ing, making it hard for Americans 
to operate on the same fields.

THE GOOD SHEPHERD

LESSON TEXT-John 10:7-1*.
MEMORY SELECTION—1 am the food 

shepherd: the good shepherd glveth hU lire
lor the sheep— John 10:11.

An open door! How inviting! Jesus 
had just been talking to the inan 
once blind (John 9) who had seen 
the temple door closed against him. 
It shut him out from all the sacred 
traditions of his people, but it turned 
him to Jesus, who presents himself 
in our lesson as “ the door of the 
sheep.”

I. The Door of the Sheep (vv. 7-
1 0 ) .

The preceding verses of chapter 
10 are important, for they identify 
Jesus as the true Shepherd. He 
speaks of hi% people as his sheep.

Flocks were sometimes kept in 
the field at night, as was the case 
on the night when Jesus was born 
in Bethlehem. But ordinarily they 
were brought into a gheepfold, 
where many flocks gathered for pro­
tection. A shepherd was on guard at 
the door. Thieves would climb the 
wall to steal sheep, but the true shep. 
herds, when they came in the morn­
ing to lead forth their flocks, en­
tered by the door. They called out 
their own flock by name.

It is said that only sick sheep will 
follow a stranger, which may ex­
plain why so many false isms of our 
day appeal to the sick and lead them 
away from the Good Shepherd 

Do you know his blessed voice? 
Have you responded to his call? 
Will you follow him? Decide now. 

Consider the beautiful figure of the 
i shepherd as the door of the sheep- 

fold. When the sheep enter the fold 
to rest, he is the door. When they 
are ready to go out to feed in green 
pastures again, he is the door.

Note that they go in and out. Be­
longing to Christ is not bondage. 
If any man enter in by Christ, the 
Door, he is free to go in and out, 
to find pasture, to live for and to 
serve him.

"The Door” —what a striking fig­
ure! It is a means of entry, the 
only way in. Every door has two 
sides and the side we are on de­
termines whether we are inside or 
outside—saved or lost. Children oft­
en sing:

"One Door and only one.
And yet its sides are two—

Inside and outside; *
On which side are you?"

Then repeating the two first lines 
comes the direct testimony and 
question,

"I  am on the inside;
On which side are you?"

II. The Keeper of the Sheep (vv. 
11-13).

We think of sheep as peacefully 
grazing on the hillside—an idyllic 
picture in the summer sunshine. But 
therb were dangers to meet. It is 
so with Christ's sheep too. and then 
he is there to keep them. The wolves 
come out as the shadows gather. 
They come to kill 'and to scatter. 
Where then is the shepherd? If he 
is only a hireling, serving for what 
may "be in it" for him. he will flee.

How perfectly this pictures relig­
ious leaders, who, in spite of their 
swelling words and ingratiating 
manners, desert the flock in the hour 
of adversity. Fair-weather friends 
are they, who disappear when dark­
ness and danger appear.

In the darkest hour Jesus is near­
est at hand. He never fails. He 
has no fear, for has he not tasted 
the bitter death of Cavalry's tree 
for you and me? He is the Good 
Shepherd. He gave his life for the 
sheep. Those who have put their 
trust in him shall never be put to 

I shame.
III. The Saviour of the Sheep (vv 

14-18).
He laid down his life for the sheep. 

Ah, yes, it is all too true that evil 
men laid wicked hands on him and 
crucified him. Their guilt is awful. 
But it is clear from Scripture that 
until the hour had come for Jesus 
to be made sin for the redemption 
of man, they could not touch him 
(see Luke 4:29, 30; John 8:59).

When the time came, Christ laid 
down his life in accord with "the de­
terminate counsel and foreknowl­
edge of God" (Acts 2:23). He died 
for us, not as a martyr to a cause, 
or the victim of an accident or mis­
carriage of justice, but willingly 
and for the glory of God.

Yes. he died for us, but he also 
died for every lost soul who will 
hear his voice. There are "other 
sheep" about whom the Lord is deep­
ly concerned. Are we?

He "must bring" them—but re­
member, God works through yielded 
believers—through men and women 
We ought to be eager instruments in 
his hands to reach these other 
sheep, whatever their race, creed 
or condition.

Do not miss the note of unity in 
verse 16. "There shall be one fold." 
Sometimes one wonders as Chris­
tians fight one another how they will 
ever be brought into the unity of one 
fold. Only the Lord can do it—he 
"must bring" us together—but let 
us not contribute one iota to the con­
fusion and division which must so 
grieve his Father-heart.

Woman's W orld
Colorful New Curtains Give 

Needed Tonic to Many Homes

T*H IS is the time of year when 
•*• many a homemaker gets the 

urge to do something "different”  to 
her home. I’ve even heard of this 
feeling taking expression in such 
drastic steps as changing the whole 
layout of furniture, or in buying new 
things that put big dents in the 
budget.

Most of us can’t afford this big 
a dose of tonic, so I’m going to tell 
you of a simple way to add a new 
feeling to the home and to give your­
self a lift at the same time. You’ ll 
find that simply adding new treat­
ments to the windows will give you* 
just the touch of freshness you’ re 
seeking.

First, here's a tip about selecting 
a color. Study the room carefully 
and try to pick up one of the colors 
in your furnishings or wallpaper 
which you’ve neglected. Then see 
if this can’t be made up into the 
window treatment.

If. for example, you want to use 
sheer surtains in a creamy white 
or ecru shade, don’ t give up the idea 
of using color. For a treatment such 
as this, you might make a frame for 
the window out of wall board or ply­
wood. Incidentally, this is a nice 
trick for making narrow windows 
look more luxurious. Paint the frame 
in an attractive design and run it 
down to the floor: if the window is 
short, run the frame across the bot­
tom. Prepared trimmings which are 
self-pasting also may be used to dec­
orate the frame, if you are not handy 
with a brush.
Treating Windows to Let 
Light Come Through

Most rooms cou'd use a bit of good 
old sunlight, and window treatments 
can be made to encourage the sun 
peeping through them. In this case 
you must make use of sheer curtains 
which will permit light to come 
through, but drapery material that is 
heavy and patterned also may be 
used to enhance the treatment.

If you want to let in a lot of light 
yet give the impression of the win­
dow being draped, hang sheer cur­
tains from top to bottom. Then use 
an extra pair of sheer curtains 
and hang them in a drapery pattern

letting them overlap. Use interest­
ing colored tiebacks or knobs for 
a dash of color.

If you have short windows, hang 
them with short, sheer curtains, but 
don't stop there! Have a cornice 
in an attractive color, and then pipe 
drapery material which has been 
set on the sides of the window with 
the same cqlor you have in the cor­
nice.

Or use a cornice made of a pleat­
ed or gathered drapery material and 
let the material of extra draperies 
go at the edges of the window.

Another treatment that is very 
smart employs sheer curtains, but 
a colorful chintz is added to the 
cornice, and a deep border of the 
same chintz is used to border the 
glass curtains. This gives a room 
a very finished appearance.

Best for Some Rooms

Perhaps you have a desire to con­
vert your bedroom from a thing of

tailored but still neat and feminine 
appearing. A smart, unique solution 
for this is-to  whip up full length 
curtains made of eyelet embroid­
ered material. This may be tinted 
one of the attractive pastels. Put 
a strip of embroidery bordered with

Window Sowing Tips
When you are sewing tops and 

hems on sheer curtain material, 
place a tissue paper underneath 
the material while sewing on the 
machine to prevent it from puck­
ering or pulling. Simply rip off 
the paper when you are finished.

Unlined draperies need four 
inches of material for the head­
ing and five inches for the hem. 
Be sure to add these measure­
ments to those for the length of 
the window.

You may save time basting win­
dow draperies and curtains by 
marking off the stitches with a 
single straight line drawn with 
chalk. Be sure to use a flat sur­
face for this, however.

Make certain machine is ad­
justed properly for different thick­
nesses of sewing material by 
testing first on a scrap of the 
material you are using. Saves 
time and stitching.

To make tailored curtains, 
pleat sheer material and use a 
fringed cornice treatment for in­
teresting effect.

Reinforce the heading of your 
draperies with a 3 ':  inch width 
of crinoline. This will help drap­
eries hang better and prevent 
heading from slipping forward 
and exposing the rods.

the plain across the cornice and 
hang floor length panels of solid col- 

i ored drapery material. Three pan­
els make a nice looking treatment, 
a panel at each side and one down 

! the middle.
If you have a room in the attic 

with small windows, you can have 
an inexpensive treatment for them 
by using feed, sugar or flour sacks 
dyed to match the color scheme of 
the room. Use short tailored cur­
tains and run them across the win­
dows. Place a cornice or ruffle at 
the top of the windows in a contrast­
ing, darker shade than you have 
used for the curtains themselves.

Making stubby windows appear 
longer is a trick that some of us 
need at one time or another. A cor­
nice is the easiest way to do this 
as it creates the illusion of height. 
If you use sheer curtains and drap­
eries both at the window have 
enough of the drapery material so 
that you can cut the two complete 
patterns from the drapery and paste 
these on either side of the cornice.

Another simple way of making the 
window look longer is to use a cor­
nice and have the top and sides 
piped or painted with material 
picked up from the room, a dark, 
solid color is best. Then pipe the 
curtains with this same material 
where they come together and at the 
bottom.

Unique Library Started
With ’Bible and Prayer'

For many of the men, 
and children, the library, 

which serves as a community gath­
ering center, is the only educational 
facility available.

Founder of this novel library is 
James Ted Richmond. The inspira­
tion for his project came in France, 
where he remained after service in 
World War I to study at University 
of Toulosse. While there he organ­
ized a small library designed to 
acquaint the French with the Amer­
ican way of life.

Lives Atop Mountain.
After returning to America, Rich­

mond reentered newspaper work, 
and while writing radio plays in Lit­
tle Rock became interested in hill­
billies. Deciding to live as one of the 
mountain folk. Richmond staked a 
claim for a homestead atop Mt. 
Sherman. Friendly mountain folk 
helped the newcomer build his cabin 
in a log raising bee.

One of Richmond's first im­
pressions of his neighboring 
hillbillies was that they were de­
prived of educational advan­
tages but hungry for reading 
matter. To fill the void, he at 
first began circulating his Bible.
A plea to Little Roek newspaper 
friends netted some books, with 
which he started a free library 
in a hollow tree outside bis 
cabin.
From this meager beginning, the 

Wilderness Library has grown until 
it now contains more than 10,000 
volumes. Newspaper friends boost­
ed Richmond's cause and books be­
gan coming in from all parts of the 
country. The hollow tree over­
flowed, forcing Richmond to move 
the library into his small cabin. Now 
the cabin is lined with shelves, with 
books stacked high to the rafters.

Ambitious Plans.
Improvement and enlargement of

Last fall Richmond decided he 
could achieve these objectives by 
political action He announced his 
candidacy on the G.f. ticket for 
representative from Newton coun­
ty in the Arkansas legislature. In 
his platform, he pledged himself to 
work for better schools, building of 
farm to market roads, improvement 
of the dairy industry, equalization 
of taxes and abolition of the poll 
tax. He was defeated, however, by 
the long-entrenched political ma­
chine in Newton county.

Pledges Future Fight.
“ This fight for good government 

is only starting." Richmond insist­
ed, adding that "there’s another 
election coming."

On his wild homestead lands, 
Richmond earns his livelihood 
by milking about a hundred 
goats, rasing pigs, chickens and 
turkeys, and growing potatoes 
and vegetables. If he receives 
$10 for goat milk sold to the 
creamery several miles away, 
he gives a dollar “ as a tithe 
to Cod," $1.50 to his library and 
the remaining $4.50 for his own 
upkeep. Often he deprives him­
self of necessities so he ran 
finance his rapidly expanding 
Wilderness Work.
In addition to the free library, 

the Wilderness Work includes a 
number of other activities launched 
by Richmond to improve the lot 
of the mountain folk.

One of the major projects is the 
annual Wilderness White Christ­
mas. launched in 1933 in memory 
of his mother, Mrs. Etta E. Rich­
mond. Without any compensation 
for his work and paying all per­
sonal expenses. Richmond directs 
the collection of clothing, toys, med­
icines and other household articles 
for distribution to the poor Ozark 
families at Christmas time.

Seeks Medical Aid.
Another objective for the hill­

billies' librarian is to secure proper 
medical services for the mountain

the library to convert it into a com- j people. Injured and ill persons,
isolated from the larger communi­
ties, have died for lack of prompt 
attention, Richmond reports.

"First aid is a necessity here," 
he says. He lists a hospital cot 
complete for first aid, antiseptics, 
surgical powders and sickroom sup­
plies as articles most sorely needed.

"I am sure that churches, schools, 
clubs and individuals everywhere 
would help if they only knew the 
predicament of these people,”  Rich­
mond maintains.

He is considering the possibility of 
establishing a non-profit education­
al foundation to raise money for 
financing the expanded Wilderness 
Work. Main difficulty is that he's 
not versed in the procedure, so he 
is seeking advice on the subject. 
His address: Ted Richmond. Wil­
derness Library, Mount Sherman, 
Ark., via Twilight Trail.

Richmond also envisages that 

some day he will be able to use the 
Wilderness Library as the nucleus 
for a new' College of the Ozarks to 
provide higher education for moun­
tain boys and girls. He would like 
to have a jeep and library trailer to 
permit taking his books to homes 
beyond walking distance over the 
rough trails. He also wants the 
roads improved and other advan-

Skin Revealed 
As Indication 
Of Occupation

BOSTON. — If your amateur de­
tective tendencies lead you to won­
der about a casual acquaintance's 
occupation, all you have to do is 
to glance at his skin. That is the 
theory propounded by Dr. Fran­
cesco Ronchese, instructor in der­
matology at Boston university 
school of medicine.

After a study of "calluses, cica­
trices and other stigmas" peculiar 
to various trades. Dr. Ronchese in­
sists that they offer an infallible 
guide to a person’s occupation. He 
even suggests that they be used as 
an aid to identification in case of 
amnesia victims and unidentified 
dead.

Just as sure as a cauliflower ear 
will lead to a fighter, a foundry 
worker will have a red discolora­
tion of the forearms from constant 
exposure to the intense, dry heat of 
ovens, he says.

The Jeweler’ s trademark is a 
large callus in the center of 
the right palm, the result of 
working with pliers, while brick­
layers probably will be missing 
tye fingerprints of their left 
hands because of constant han­
dling of rough bricks.
In the realm of musicians. Dr. 

Ronchese referred to the "trum­
pet player's lip”  and “ violinist's 
acne,”  a lump on the neck near 
the angle of the lower jaw.

Practically every occupation, 
even sedentary jobs, has a distin­
guishing mark, he points out.

Colors and odors also are listed 
as special features of an occupa­
tion. Silversmiths often carry traces 
of slate gray while photographers, 
shoemakers and others invariably 
have stained fingers.

In regard to odors, Dr. Ronchese 
declares that it would be hard to 
go wrong on the characteristic 
smells of ash collectors, stable 
hands or fish dealers.

Admitting that there is one odor 
that might be misleading, he says: 
“ The peculiar smell of the barroom 
does not necessarily denote a bar­
tender.”

Dog Stands Guard  
After Rescue Fa ils

CHATTANOOGA, TENN. — Al­
though he failed in a valiant effort 
to save his mistress, Mrs. Eliza­
beth Ray, 77, from drowning, Corky, 
a Boston bull dog, still stood guard 
over her lifeless body until help ar­
rived.

Police, who paid tribute to the 
heroic dog, told this story:

Mrs. Ray fell into the raging wa­
ters of Chickamauga creek. Corky 
plunged in after her, swimming for 
almost a quarter of a mile before he 
could reach his mistress' side. Then 
he tugged her to shore.

When police found them, the little 
dog had its left forepaw around a 
small sapling on the bank and was 
fighting to keep the current from 
dragging him and his mistress 
downstream. Police estimated the 
25-pound dog had been fighting the 
waters for four hours.

'A V IA T IO N  NOTES

COLORADO SURVEYS NEEDS
Approximately six million dollars 

will be required to build an ade­
quate system of airports in Colo­
rado outside the metropolitan areas 
of Denver, Pupblo, Colorado Springs 
and Grand Junction, a Colorado 
Aeronautics commission survey 
shows This system will be required 
by 1955 to handle the more than
4.000 planes expected to be owned 
by Coloradans by that time. Henry 
B. Moore, director of the Colorado 
university bureau of research, de­
clares.

Engineers and economists from 
the university have visited nearly 
every airport in the state and every 
town with a population of more than 
750 ir their survey of Colorado's air­
port conditions.

The survey disclosed that there 
are 157 towns in Colorado under
1.000 population with 44 landing 
areas, 44 towns from 1,000 to 2,500 
with 31 landing areas, 13 towns from 
2,500 to 5,000 with 12 landing areas. 
9 towns from 5,000 to 10,000 with 12 
landing areas, 8 towns over 10,000 
with 21 landing areas.

Children’s Aid society — a total of 
20,000 children — reported that they 
never had heard of Alger. Less 
than 1 per cent admitted having 
read any of his books.

In fact, the survey showed only 60 
per cent of the children read books, 
and most of them preferred comic

Or if you have friends over and 
the evening begins to run out, there's 
no better way to wind it up than 
with a nice, homey oven dish to 
warm up the spirit and satisfy the 
appetite.

Make refreshments simple by 
tossing together the salad right 
after dinner—or at least getting 
things ready for the toss up. Also, 
prepare the casserole, store in the 
refrigerator and then about three- 
quarters of an hour before serv­
ing, slip it into the oven.

While we’re watching our budgets, j 
we're all looking for inexpensive 
dishes for entertaining. Utilize 
leftovers for casseroles, and make 
them stretch with such good foods as 
macaroni, spaghetti and noodles.

Here’s an inexpensive but popu­
lar suggestion for late evening 
snacks:

(Serves 6 to 8)

Plan ahead and do everything in 
advance that is possible. Puddings 
and most desserts can be prepared 
in advance; salad fruit and vege­
tables cleaned and chilled though 
not mixed together; salad dressings 
prepared; hot bread batters made 
and chilled, pans buttered; casse­
role* may be made ahead and 
chilled and the table set.

casserole. Combine crumbs and 
melted butter and sprinkle over top. 
Bake in a moderate (350 degree) 
oven for 35 to 40 minutes until top 
is browned nnd mixture thoroughly 
heated.

The goodness of apples and ham 
combine with macaroni in the fol­
lowing recipe to give you a dish lor 
cool, tart evenings:

Ham and Apple Casserole.
(Serves 6)

6 to 8 ounces elbow macaroni 
3 tablespoons butter 
2 tablespoons mustard 
1V* cups milk
1 cup ground ham 
Vs teaspoon salt
>* teaspoon pepper 
Vs cup chopped celery
2 apples
3 tablespoons brown sugar

Cook macaroni in boiling, salted 
water for 10 minutes. Drain and 
rinse. Melt butter, blend in flour, 
mustard and milk. Cook slowly un­
til thickened, stirring constantly. 
Combine all ingredients' except ap­
ples and sugar and pour into a 
greased baking dish. Dice apples 
and spread over top of casserole. 
Sprinkle with sugar and bake in a 
moderate (350 degree) oven for 30 
minutes.

Simple little tricks add a lot of 
eye appeal to certain simple dishes, 
such as this one. In this case, the 
cooked noodles are mixed with 
minced pimiento and green pepper 
and placed in a casserole. Then, 
press a “ nest" into the center ol 
the noodles and fill this with a mix­
ture of creamed tuna fish. Serve 
with a colorful salad of sliced to­
matoes and chunks of crisp lettuce, 
or a tomato aspic ring filled with 
cole slaw.

Leftovers take on glamor while 
clearing the refrigerator when used 
with spicy seasonings in this crumb 
topped casserole. White sauce helps 
adults and children get milk neces­
sary in tlie diet.

Creamed Tuna, Noodle Nest.
(Serves 6)

8 ounces noodles 
3 tablespoons each, pimiento 

and green pepper •
2 tablespoons butter 
2 tablespoons Sour 
Salt and pepper 
IVY cups milk 
1 6-ounce can tuna fish 
1 cup cooked green peas 

Cook noodles in boiling, salted wa­
ter until tender. Mix with pimiento 
and green pepper and make nest 
in casserole. Melt butter, add flour, 
salt and pepper to taste and milk. 
Cook until thick and smooth. Add 
tuna and peas and pour into noodle 
nest. Heat in moderate oven for 15 
to 20 minutes.

Here is an easily prepared salad 
that is rich enough to satisfy winter 
appetites:

Calavo Beet Salad.
Calavo hall shells 
Lemon juice 
Salt
Finely shredded uncooked beets 
Thinly sliced green sweet pepper 
French dressing 
Salad greens (or garnish 
Hard-cooked eggj 
Mayonnaise (optional)
To prepare calavo half shells, cut 

fruit into halves lengthwise and re­
move seed. Sprinkle cut portions of 
fruit with lemon juice and salt. 
Dress combined beets and pepper 
with french dressing. Place calavo 
half shells on garnished salad plates 
and fill seed cavities with vegetable 
mixture. Top each salad with a 
quarter of a hard-cooked egg. Gar­
nish with mayonnaise, if desired.

See that you have enough salad 
dressings ready in the refrigerator 
at the beginning of the week so 
you do not have to take time before 
meals to put them together.

Some things should never be done 
ahead. Never squeeze citrus fruit 
juice, for example, or prepare 
meat, fish or egg dishes without 
placing them in refrigerator until 
cooking time.
