THE OLD TIMER WRITES

Up to a recent date, figuratively
speaking, Texas had more ticks per
square mite than did a dollar clock,
but the systematic dipping of live
stock has just about ruined the
tick's station in life.

The most dangerous species of
the tick family is, what is called in
South Texas, the ear tick, sometim-
es called a grub

We don‘t know of any animal, in-
cluding man, which is immune to
their attack. On one occassion we
recall, one of our calves drooped
and died, his ears hanging limp.
We boys sawed it's head Ioto and
found oumerous tiny ticks on the
calf's brain. From that day we had
a great horror for the pests which
weoc cassfonally found in the ears
of our squirrel dogs A number of
people, more especlally children
have had specimens removed from
their ears down in South Texas.
The bluebug or chicken tick of
West Texas is somewhat similiar in
appearance to the South Texas
cousin,

The most prominent species of
tick is what is commonly termed the
dog tick, which is often found suck
ing the life blood from a borse or
cow. Beginning as a tiny tick, it is
goon the size of an ordinary pencil
eraser: finally falling from the
host animal. But the tick's end Is
no;.ye‘! boy 1 was often experiment
ing, so 1 onece wrapped a large
blood filled lady tick ( as Juck
had it) in a cloth, tieing it lecun;-
ly about her.

These requests come
not only from school children, but
also:from mature men and women
Many more thousands of people go
directly to the national parks, mon-
uments and historic sites (o seek
first hand for the answers to their
questions. The national park sys-
tem serves as a vast laboratory for
the study of North American biolo-
gy, geology, paleontology, history
and pre-history.

The great national parks, such
as Yellowstone, Glacier, Yosem-
ite and Grand Canyon, were es-
tablished primarily for the pro-
tection of magnificent scenery,
but each of these parks also con-
tains a boundless variety of nat-
ural phenomena. The national
monuments, on the other hand,
have been created usually to
protect a single scientific or his-
toric feature—an extinct vol-
cano, an ancient Indian ruin or

. an early American fortification.

It often has been sald that a na- |

tional park covers a large
while a national monument is small.
This is not true. Many national
monuments contain only a few
acres each, but there are a num-
ber of geological exhibits in the na-
tional park system of such vast
proportions that areas of consider-
able extent are required for their

protection. . "

THE TWO LARGEST areas in the
national park system are national
monuments. These are Katmai and
Glacier Bay in Alaska. Katmai
national monument containing 4,215
square miles, is a volcanic region,
the scene of a violent eruption.in
1912 which resulted in creation of
the Valley of the Ten Thousand
Smokes. Glacier Bay national mon-
ument, covering 3,589 square miles
of territory, embraces several huge
glaciers and a bay choked with ice-
bergs. Largest .national monument
in the United States proper is Death
Valley, covering 2,891 square miles
of desert and mountains. Here is
located the lowest point in the
country, 280 feet below the level of
the sea.

Katmai and Glacier Bay national
monuments are undeveloped and re-
quire much preparation and plan-

THE FIRST national monument
was Devil's Tower in northeastern
Wyoming, established by proclama-
tion of Pres. Theodore Roosevelt in
1906. This is an 865-foot column of
volcanic rock, which stands high
above the surrounding country and
may be seen for many miles

Muir Woods national monument
in Marin county, California, just
north of the Golden Gate, is an-
other early national monument,

Forest on U. S. Highway 66 in east-
ern Arizona, the White Sands in
south central New Mexico, Jack-
son Hole in Wyoming, adjoining
Grand Teton National park, and the
Badlands in Seuth Dakota east of
the Black Hills. Less well knowm
but accessible by highway are the
Joshua Tree national monument in
southern California, the Organ Pipe
Cactus and Saguaro national monu-
ments in Arizona. These three areas
all contain unusual exhibits of des-
ert type flora.

Capulin mountain in New
Mexico, Craters of the Moon in
Idaho, the Devil's Postpile and
Pinnacles in California, Sunset
Crater in Arizona and Wheeler
in Colorado are all national
monuments illustrating various
forms of volcanic action.

Capulin mountain is a particular-
| ly fine example of an extinct vol-
cano, and the highway spirals
around the mountain from the base
to the rim of the crater From
the summit on a clear day one has
a view extending into four states.

| PERSONS INTERESTED in cav-
i'erns will find the following group of
national monuments of interest
Jewel*Cave in South Dakota, Leh-
man Caves in Nevada, Oregon
Caves near Crater Lake National
park in Oregon and Timpanogos
Cave in Utah.  Shoshone Caverns
national mqnument in Wyoming is
not yet developed and is not open to
the public.

Students of extinct forms of ani-
mal and plant life will profit from
a visit to Dinosaur national monu-
ment in Colorado and Fossil Cycad

national monument in South Da-
kota.

| PERHAPS THE MOST interest-

ing and unusual of all national mon-
uments is a group in southern Utah
near the Arizona border, which in-

cludes the Arches, the Natural
Bridges and the Rainbow bridge
national monuments, All three

areas are relatively inaccessible.
A road does extend fairly close to
the first of the natural bridges, but
from there on the traveler must pro-
ceed on foot or horseback. To reach
the Rainbow bridge the visitor must
make a two-day trip by horse.

With an automobile with over-
sized tires it is possible to pene-
trate the Windows section of Arches
national monument, but to the Dev-
il's Garden one must go on foot
or horse. The story told in these
three national monuments is one of
erosion by wind and water,

Other national monuments which
also tell the story of erosion are:
Cedar Breaks, Zion and Capital
Reef in Utah, Grand Canyon and
Chiricahua in Arizona, the Black
Canyon of the Gunnison and Colo-
rado in the state of Colorado.

Statue of Liberty Is a New Yorker

WASHINGTON. — Although Bed-
| loe's island, on which the Statue of
| Liberty stands, is part of New York

state, the water surrounding it is
part of New Jersey.

Upkeep of the statye, which is
| now a national monument, is budg-
eted at about $60,000 a year. The
| seven families of National Park
service employes, who live on the
island, vote in New York City.

Weight of the statue Is placed at

225 tons, including 100 tons of cop-
per and 125 tons of wrought-iron
framework. The sheet opper,
which has a green patina from oxi-
dation, is three-thirty-seconds of an
inch thick, about the thickness of a
silver dollar. . y

The head of the statue first was
exhibited in Paris and the right
arm and torch in Philadelphia at
the centennial of American inde-
pendence.

Tvpical
queries are these, and here are the
answers:

What causes cloudiness in canned
This may be caused by in-
sufficient cooking or some mineral
in the water used for canning. Prop-
er pre-cooking or soft, distilled wa-
ter eliminates the cloudiness.

How high shall I pack vegetables?
Pack them to within 2 inch of the
top of the jar, except peas, lima
beans and corn, which are packed
to within one of the top to
allow for extra expansion
