there on his last voyage. In ac­
cordance with his wishes, he was 
buried there Ashes of the great ad 
imral now rest in the Cathedral of 
Santo Domingo, awaiting transfer 
to the Columbus Memorial light­
house. soon to be built on a high 
promontory Just outside the city 
as a beacon for ships and planes. 

Nobles seeking gold, scien­
tists and explorers, rick, enter­
prising merchants, floe bed to the 
new world's capital, making K 
a springboard from which new 
conquest* were lannehed.
