Punt, Pass & Kick Competition
To Be Held in Baird October 9

Sponsored nationally by the
Ford Dealers of America and the
Naitonal Football League, the
Punt, Pass & Kick competition
-- or PP&K -- will be staged
in Baird by Rockey Motor Co.

Boys will be tested for their
abllity to punt, pass and place-
kick on the same day as legions
of other boys all over the coun-
try.

VA Office Swamped
By Misleading Report

World War II Texas veterans
are swamping VA offices be-
cause of a misleading report
that many of them did not col-
lect the first dividend of Na-
tional Service Iife Insuarnce,
VA said today.

Actually, 99.8% of the 76,000
Texas veterans who had NSLI
at the end of WW II received
the dividend, Jack Coker, man-
ager of the Waco Veterans Ad-
ministration Regional  office
sald.

The rumor about the “GI In-
surance Bonanza” apparently
started because seeral industrial
publications printed the old law
authorizing the payment under
a 1965 date line, Coker said.

The VA manager estimated
there may be about 1000 ex-GI's
in Texas who never got paid.
Most of these dropped their in-
surance upon leaving the ser-
vice and did not give VA a mai-
ing address. They can still col-
lect, the VA manager said, but
he pleaded with the vast major-
ity of veterans to jog their me-
mory before they send VA back {
to the old records to check.

It isn’'t quite
strong enough for antelope
hocting, yet at times it Is a
too powerful for hunting
tetails, particularly when
hooting at short range, in fairly
heavy brush, or when shooting
at a fast moving deer.

So what's the answer?

ments have made the varlable
scope adequate for almost all
hunting needs. And the price
tag is coming down to compare
favorably with fixed power
scopes.

You'll pay more for the var-
jable, but the old saying that
“you get just what you pay for”
certainly is apt here.

Early varlables weren't too
favorable. For one thing, they
tended to be unnecessarily bul-
ky. For another, the size of the
crosshairs changed size as you
switched power. And in damp
weather they often fogged up
| and were practically worthless.

Any resemblance between this
first model and the modern-day
| ariables is purely coincidental.
At first glance it is difficult to

tell a ariable from a fixed-power
| sccpe anymore. And when you
\‘h:mgv power the crosshairs re-
| main constant in size.

Modern scopes are fogproof
jand greatly improved. Sturdy
mounts make them almost as
durable as iron sights. Sure, the

e e e S

scope is sticking up there just
begging to be knocked out of
alignment, but it takes quite a
blow to throw one off anymore,

One model even hase range-
finder bullt int to the scope. In
long-distance shooting, like with
antelope, you actually can tell
how far the game is away. So,
if you know the range your rifle
1s sighted. in, you can compen-
sate for any added distance by
holding it slightly high, to off-
set any drop of the bullet. Or
aim lower at closer targets.

Most variables range from
about 2l,xto 7x or 8x or even
9x This means at lower power
you hae two-and-one half times
the magnification of your nor-
hal eyesight, and with 8x you
hae eight times.

But magnification is just part
of the scope story. A quality
glass has the abllity to gather
and intensify light. This makes
it much easler to use early in
the morning and late in the day
or during heavy overcast. These

such as when hunting deer. But

"fence than anything eles ... as
' we quickly learned,

Idea is to leave both eyes open
when you raise your weapon,
The power should be at the low-
est setting possible, to give you
a wider field of view (as the
power increases,
view decreases). with both eyes
trained on the target, you can
readily pick it up in the scope.
Then it Is just a matter of lead-
ing it the correct amount and
squeezing the trigger.

In long-range shooting, when
after mule deer or antelope, you
can dial the power up to its
strongest magnification. Also, if
you want to study a deer for
antlers, you can twist the dial
to full power and look it over,

A scope never will take the
place of binoculars, in spotting
wildlife, since the twin-eye pic-
ture is much more in perspec-
tive and you can see more. But
a scope will serve double duty

in an emergency.
When buying a variable for
all-purpose work, you should

consider the reticule. Medium
choss-halrs are the best for all-
around use. Fine crosshairs are
wcerthless for quick shooting af-
ter whitetails, And coarse cross-
hairs, dots and posts tend to
| cover up the game in long-range
; shooting.

All modern-day rifles are tap-
[ped and drilled to take top
| mounts. So putting a scope on
| your rifles require mere minu-
| tes. The time it takes can add

| much to your hunting pleasure, |
