A theft at the high school, a case of 
mistaken identity and a municipal 
court docket heavy with running stop 
sign convictions kept Iowa Park 
police busy.

Last Friday police received a 
report from David Horsky that an 
estimated $497.95 worth of photo­
graphy equipment had been stolen 
from the photography lab at the high 
school.

Among the equipment stolen was a 
35mm camera and an extra lens, 
according to the police report.

Sunday officers discovered an 
apparent attempted burglary of a 
building at 119 W. Cash. Owned by 
Short Cook, police said nothing 
appeared to be missing.

Saturday police received a report 
from Michael Dozier, 1306 Edgehill, 
that he had lost a rifle valued at $85. 
He said it was lost from his vehicle 
somewhere between his home and 
Micheal D's Restaurant.

Several weeks ago police chief Jim 
Voyles said his department would 
begin a crackdown on persons 
running stop signs.

Since then the number of 
convictions in municipal court here

for disobeying stop signs has climbed, 
reaching a peak during last 
Thursday’s session when half the 
convictions were for the one offense.

From the total of 18 convictions, 
nine were for running stop signs and 
each carried a fine of $28.50, 
according to court records.

Police here are still scratching their 
heads over an incident that occurred 
New Year's Day.

During the early morning hours 
Jan. 1 an Iowa Park police officer 
found an abandoned car parked near 
the Top 0 Texas football field in the 
900 block of West Magnolia. It was a 
light blue 1973 Plymouth and 
appeared to be broken down, 
according to the police report.

Police here had the Department of 
Public Safety run a license number 
check on the vehicle. DPS replied 
that the car with that license number 
was involved in a case being worked 
by the Fort Worth Police 
Department. DPS said that license 
tag number belonged on a car that 
was stolen from a Weatherford owner 
three days earlier.

Police here had the information 
double checked by the DPS and

Wichita Falls Police Department. 
Both said the tags belonged on the 
stolen car, so the vehicle found by 
police here was impounded for 
further investigation.

Later in the afternoon Harry V. 
Hutchins of 1320 Edgehill Trail 
appeared at the police station 
inquiringinto the impoundment of his 
car, the light blue Plymouth that had 
been left on Magnolia. He had the 
papers to prove he was the rightful 
owner.

Police here checked again with the 
Fort Worth Police Department, and it 
was discovered the car reported 
stolen was a 1954 red Plymouth.

Iowa Park police released the car to 
Hutchins, but they still don’t know 
what caused the mix up.

Two sets of tags just alike could 
have been issued. The DPS computer 
could be wrong. Someone in the Fort 
Worth police organization could have 
mixed up the letters or numbers to 
the tag on the red car reported stolen.

Police here said Fort Worth police 
would notify them when they found 
the error, but officers hadn’t heard 
anything new by Wednesday 
afternoon.

Alderman Bud Adams, commission 
er of the water and sewer depart­
ments, pointed out a study should be 
made to determine if existing lines 
could handle the additional load.

NEW RILLING SCHEDULE
The council approved a proposal 

made by City Administrator Steve 
Morath to change the present policy 
for sending out water bills.

All water customers receive their 
bills al the same time. Morath 
proposed that water bills be rent out 
three times a month.

Meter readers have the city 
divided into thirds, he explained. As 
it now stands, when the first third 
meters are read, that section's bilLs 
are not mailed until three weeks 
Liter, at the first of the month.

By changing the policy and rending 
tatt bills at the time they are read, 
hills would be more current, and the 
workload of receiving payments 
would be equally spread over the 
month, Morath said.

Citizens would still have a grace 
period in which to make their 
payments.

Change in billing date policy will 
require an amendment to tin* city's 
water ordinance, so it will be at least 
three weeks before the new policy is 
put into action.

The council approved purchase of a 

used automobile for the police 
department, representing a savings 
(4 several thousand dollars.

To replace a patrol car which was 
heavily damaged in an accident some 
months ago. aldermen approved an 
offer from Shaw Motor Co. for a 1976 
Ford Grand Torino for $2,700.

The vehicle, equipped with "police 
package" equipment, has only 22.000 
miles and was recommended by both 
Morath and Chief Jim Voyles.

Morath's recommendation not to

accept a $500 bid on the wrecked 
patrol car was approved by the 
council, and it will be advertised for 
new bids. Only one bid was received.

Members did accept a $25 bid on a 
1958 pickup, however, from John 
Stevenson.

During a general discussion period. 
Mayor Johnny Crawford suggested 
the council consider not filling the 
vacant seat held by the late Eldon 
Thompson, until the regular April 
election, at which time, if allowed by 
state statu tes, the unbalanced 
number of positions up for election 
might be corrected.

He was referring to the situation 
where every two years, three council 
positions and the mayor's position 
come up for vote, while on the off 
years only two council positions are 
elected.

City Attorney O.N. Newman was 
asked to research the laws to see if 
such a change was permissible, which 
would allow Thompson's position to 
be voted on this year for a two year 
period. He was elected last year.

1963 on reporting child 
abuse, all 50 states have 
laws to protect children.

In the political market, 
all decisions have to be yes or no. The 
result is that there is often very little 
relation between what you vote for 
and what you get.

Suppose the question at issue is 
whether neckties should be red or 
green? If that is decided by a political 
mechanism, and 51 percent vote for 
red neckties, then 100 percent of the 
people get red ties. In the economic 
market, the same vote of the people 
would result in 51 percent of the 
people wearing red ties and 49 
percent having green ties. Everybody 
gets what he votes for.

Paradoxically, the economic mar­
ket is a more effective means for 
achieving political democracy than is 
a political market, says Friedman. If 
you are paying out of someone else’s 
pocket, you don’t have much 
incentive to examine the issue. If a 
special interest group lobbies for a 
measure that would add 50 cents to 
our tax bill in a year, we don’t bother 
about opposing it.

Friedman said this is the 
fundamental defect of the political 
system ... special interests have a 
great incentive to promote their own 
interests at the expense of the 
general public. Each of us separately 
tries to use the government 
mechanism to get special benefits.

The costs are diffused, more 
programs are passed, leading to 
greater expansion of government 
and, ultimately, to even greater 
control over the individual.

on the wheat field cattle of 
RaV Arthur in the Friberg 
Cooper Community. The 
purpose of the trial is to 
measure the added gain of 
tfi,. steers implanted behind 
t/ieear with Ralgro. We are 
expecting an eight to ten 
percent increase.

Dr. Whitney Rounds,

Extension beef specialist, is 
assisting with this demon­
stration. One hundred steers 
are being implanted with 
Ralgro. We are being careful 
to place the pellets under 
the skin about one inch from 
the base of the ear. Care is 
exercised not to crush the 
pellets nor to inject them 
into the cartilage or a blood 
vessel.

Another 20 steers will be 
used as a control with no 
implants. Arthur has all of

his steers ear tagged. As the 
steers are implanted, we 
record their number, de­
scription, and weight.

When the cattle come off 
the wheat, we’ll weigh them 
again individually. The 
implanted cattle will be 
compared to the control 
steers giving the number of 
added pounds and the 
percent of weight increase.

Actually, we could do the 
same thing with group 
weights; however, larger

scale facilities are not 
available. We think the 
individual weights may offer 
some advantage analyzing 
the results of this demon­
stration.

The Ralgro provides 
growth response from about 
100 days. At the end of that 
time, the animals can be 
reimplanted by a feedyard 
and still get the same 
growth response.

The 
last agricultural census was 
conducted in 1974. Since 
that time, many significant

changes have occurred in 
agricultural prices and 
production patterns. These 
changes affect individual, as 
well as overall agricultural 
decisions.

Information provided in 
the agricultural census is 
confidential. The informa­
tion can be used only for 
statistical purposes. Indivi­
dual reports cannot be used 
for purposes of taxation, 
investigation, or regulation. 
Even the copies in an

individual’s file are immune
from legal process.

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The open road: 1932
In the summer of 1932 Mr. 

and Mrs. W.L. Eason of 
Waco took a vacation trip to 
Yellowstone National Park. 
Their Ford two-door sedan, 
less than a year old, had 
17,486 miles on the odo 
meter when they left home. 
En route they kept a careful 
journal not only of expenses 
and mileage, but also of road 
conditions, unusual occur­
rences and highlights of the 
trip.

“And now a word about 
tourist camp cottages; we 
found plenty of them all 
along the way; if we stopped 
at one and did not like the 
looks of it we went on to 
another; we were usually 
able to find nice, clean ones, 
with the conveniences.
