Four contractors submitted
bids for the job.

Smith of Abllene, each of which
are experlenced contractors in
sullding floodwater retarding
structures, according to Ralph
White, Project Construction En-
gineer with the Soll Conserva-
tion Service at Brownwood, who
attended the bid opening.

The bid calls for placing and
compacting about 200,000 cublc
yards of earth filled material,
