He said residents would be able to 
tell which neighborhoods have alley 
problems: there will be deep ruts 
where the trucks have tried to travel 
recently, and the metal containers 
will be full.

Work has already begun to correct 
the poor alley situation, Barrington 
said, but it will take time and be 
expensive. So far, all the city can do is 
identify the areas where improve­
ment is most needed, set plans and 
then try to find the money to do it.

Cook o e Week
“The smell of mint stirs up the 

mind and appetite to a greedy desire 
for food,” wrote Pliny, the Roman 
naturalist. The kind of mint that he 
had reference to is not identified in 
his quote, but peppermint that is an 
ingredient in one of Mrs. A1 Maag's 
recipes today could very easily 
qualify.

The story of the origin of mint is a 
dramatic one. It has been mentioned 
in various ancient writings. The Bible 
states that the Pharisees paid tithe of 
mint, anise and cumin. It certainly is 
very popular in many parts of the 
world today. In Morocco, mint is 
added to green tea and sipped every 
hour. People in England like mint on 
apples; Italian cooks sometimes use 
mint in their famous minestrone soup, 
and it is widely used with meats, 
especially lamb, in lands east of the 
Mediterranean.

There are many kinds and varieties 
of mint, but the two kinds that are of 
much commercial importance today 
are spearmint and peppermint. 
Neither is native to the United 
States, but they were planted in New 
England very early and have become 
so thoroughly naturalized that both 
are now found growing wild 
throughout the country. Spearmint is 
believed to be the oldest of all mints, 
but peppermint has a stronger taste 
of menthol, and it is a popular flavor 
in the U.S. for candies, icings, frozen 
desserts, etc.

IRS Tax Tips
UNEMPLOYMENT INCOME MAY 
BE TAXABLE

Taxpayers receiving unemploy­
ment compensation in 1982 may be 
required to include some or all of the 
money they received as income when 
filing their federal tax return, the 
Internal Revenue Service says.

Generally, unemployment compen­
sation payments are taxable, in whole 
or in part, if the total adjusted gross 
income, including unemployment 
compensation, exceeds $12,000 for 
single taxpayers or $18,000 for 
married taxpayers filing a joint 
return. Married taxpayers filing 
separate returns must report all 
unemployment compensation regard­
less of their adjusted gross income 
levels.

Unemployment benefits totaling 
$10 or more during the calendar year 
are reported to the IRS by the agency 
making the payments. The agency 
should furnish a record of payments 
made to the taxpayer on Form 
1099-UC by the end of January 1983.

Detailed information regarding the 
computation of the tax on 
unem ploym ent compensation is
Information on \5nemployinent Com­
pensation, which is available free by 
using the order blank in the tax 
package.

ITEMIZING DEDUCTIONS MAY 
SAVE TAX DOLLARS

Double check, the IRS says. You 
may pay less tax by filing Form 1040 
because you can claim itemized 
deductions that cannot be claimed on 
Form 1040A or 1040EZ. Charitable 
contributions, interest, certain non­
business taxes, medical and dental 
expenses, certain losses, and other 
expenses may be itemized as 
deductions on Schedule A (Form 
1040).

This will help the IRS to 
forward any due tax refund to the 
new address as soon as possible. 
When advising the IRS of your 
address change, your Social Security 
number must be included in the 
correspondence.

The United States isn't doing a 
thing to dispel' the “Ugly American” 
image we’ve been creating over the 
years.

Probably the origin of the image 
was the way some of our citizens 
acted when they were touring in 
foreign countries. You know, making 
a big deal of their importance, 
throwing around money and talking 
to people like they were beneath their 
station.

Many Americans have been known 
to become frustrated when their 
language was not understood by 
natives in foreign countries and 
showed their ignorance by thinking 
all they had to do was raise their 
voices in volumn to get their point 
across.

While that probably isn't so much 
the case any more, our latest image 
tainting is the raping of foreign 
countries, especially in the Middle 
East, of their trained medical people, 
doctors.

I exchange newspapers with about 
30 different communities across 
Texas, and it seems hardly a month 
passes that at least one of them is 
announcing a new doctor moving into 
the community. And they aren’t 
American-born.

It seems most of them are from 
India, the Philippines and smaller 
countries in that part of the world. 
Some of them are even husband-wife 
physician teams.

Educationally, in that part of the 
country, the percentage of college

graduates is considerably less than 
here in the United States. And while 
we think we have a disproportion­
ately small number of physicians 
completing school in the United 
States, imagine what it is like in those 
countries.

Yet, here they come. No one can 
blame them. The demand for doctors, 
especially in smaller communities in 
the United States, is tremendous. 
They can get guarantees of income 
the first few years in their new 
communities which would take 10 
years or more to earn in their native 
countries.

And as a side feature, there are 
problems once they open their offices. 
It’s difficult to understand them when 
they speak. And I’m sure pharmacists 
pull their hair out when they get a 
prescription to fill.

But, for some reason, we continue 
to hold down the number of students 
who want to enter schools of medicine 
in our country. I’ve known of students

who applied three and four years to 
more than a dozen schools of medicine 
without success, though they had the 
academic background and interest to
enroll.

Maybe someone can explain it to 
me. But I'm not sure I will 
understand.

Damage is said greater than money taken

Local and county law enforce­
ment officials are still investigating a 
break-in over the weekend at the 
superintendent's office on the campus 
of Holliday’s schools, where thieves 
did more damage to the building than 
what cash was finally taken.

Superintendent Dan Owen said the 
break in was discovered shortly after 
7 a.m. Monday. “We are still waiting 
to get an estimate of the damage to 
the building," he said. Taken was 
approximately $700 in cash from 
cafeteria receipts, basketball funds, 
the sophomore class, and petty cash. 
“The amount of cash in the vault was 
unusual,” Owen remarked, “We 
usually don't keep more than $100 in 
it."

The burglary was the first since 
1965, when thieves tried twice to 
break into the school. On the first 
occasion, entry was gained through 
the gymnasium and both offices in the 
building now housing the elementary 
grades. The second time, thieves did 
extensive damage to the vault, and it 
was replaced by the one broken into 
over the weekend.

Owen said a green bank bag with

"Parker Square Bank" imprinted on it 
contained cash and checks for the 
sophomore class supper, which is 
tomorrow night. Another bank bag, 
colored gray and with “InterFirst” 
imprinted on it, contained Friday’s 
cafeteria receipts. Checks totalling 
over $300 were included with the 
$700, but enforcement officials feel 
those were destroyed or stashed with 
the bank bags.

Entrance to the building was 
gained by breaking the window to the 
door on the east side of the 
elementary building. The thieves 
apparently knew exactly where the 
vault was, when they next attempted 
entry through the east door to the 
superintendent’s office. After at­
tempts to go through the ceiling to 
the office failed, the thieves then 
tried to jimmy the door lock, which 
also failed. They then broke the 
window on the door, and unlocked it 
through the other side.

Once inside the office adjacent to 
the superintendent's, which is now 
occupied by the secretary, the thieves 
ignored a typewriter and calculator

on the desk, and apparently went 
straight to the door to Owen's office, 
breaking out a vent on the lower half 
of the door, craw ling through it, and 
unlocking the door.

Once inside Owen’s office, the 
thieves taped a piece of cardboard 
over the window to the other door, 
apparently to ensure their work could 
be done unnoticed but with the lights 
on. Either before or after breaking 
into the vault, the thieves went 
through Owen’s desk and file 
cabinets, finding nothing, but once 
again neglecting the typewriter and 
calculator on his desk.

The ceiling tile directly above the 
vault’s door was removed, but the 
thieves apparently decided against 
going into the vault from above, 
possibly knowing the ceiling and 
walls of the vault are more than a foot 
thick.

The knob to the vault door was 
broken off, and the thieves had 
worked extensively on the frame of 
the vault, with no success. They then 
went to work on the door, peeling 
back the metal next to the knob to 
force three of the door’s six bolts 
back, enough to pry the door open.

Once inside the vault, the thieves 
searched and found the bank bags.

which were in separate places, and 
went through several records, 
apparently thinking money was 
stashed among them.

Wednesday afternoon, Owen said 
local and county enforcement officials 
are still working on the case, and 
evidence which he chose not to 
elaborate on has also been found 
which has provided sound leads for 
the officials. Damage to the building 
has been estimated from between 
$1,500 and $2,000. Owen said school 
officials are looking into their 
insurance coverage, but feels the 
contents and stolen money are 
covered, but not without a deductible 
sum. "It is our hope that the 

, sophomores will get most of their 
cash back," he said.

The vault was at one time equipped 
with an alarm system, but Owen said 
it was disconnected when the building 
was remodeled. The school board 
looked into the possibility of installing 
a new system two years ago, but no 
action was taken. Owen said it will be 
brought up again in the near future.

Enforcement officials present 
Monday morning were Holliday police 
chief Lomax Campbell and Archer 
County Sheriffs deputy Richard 
Wynn.

In non-conference action Tues­
day night, Holliday's Lady Eagles 
outmuscled Notre Dame’s Lady 
Knights 41-30, avenging an earlier 
loss to the same team, and lifting the 
spirits of Steve Mcllhaney’s squad 
after a loss to Archer City last week.

In the Notre Dame win, senior 
center Debby Long poured in 21 
points while controlling the boards. 
Laura Lowder helped Long on the 
boards while adding 12 points. Kim 
Blankenship had four.

The Lady Eagles took an 8-6 lead 
after the first period, and never gave 
up the lead. Holliday went up two 
more, 2016, before halftime, and 
28-23 after the thrid period.

The Lady Knights would have had 
a better night if they could have

converted their free throws. Notre 
Dame was called for fouls only six 
times, while Holliday was whistled 16 
times.

Against Archer City last Friday, 
the Lady Eagles fell 40 22 to the 
zone-leading Wildcats, while the boys 
took a 71-43 win over the Wildcats to 
go 4-1 in district.

Laura Lowder led Holliday in 
scoring with eight points. The girls 
are now 11-14 on the year, and 3-3 in 
district.

Meanwhile, the Eagles maintained 
their hold on first place in the west 
zone with big man Kevin Lilley 
pumping in 24 points from center. 
Mike A. Parker and Brad Harmon 
added 12 each.

Survey, about three miles northwest 
of Electra. The No. 145 thru No. 149 
Frances Sumner have proposed total 
depths of 3,000 feet; the No. 148 
Frances Sumner is expected to go to a 
total drilling depth of 2,000 feet. The 
No. 149 Frances Sumner is expected 
to reach 3,500 feet depth.

A new oil producer in the 
Wilbarger County Regular Field has 
been finaled by Ayers & Burch of 
Wichita Falls. Designated as the No. 
85 Humble-Stephens, the well 
indicated capacity to produce 9 
barrels of oil per day on an open 
choke.

The location is eight miles south of 
Vernon, in a 164 acre lease in the 
H&TC Survey, Wilbarger County.

Bottomed at 2,247 feet, the well 
will produce from an interval of 
perforations 2,075 to 2,080 feet into 
the hole. The pay formation was first 
encountered at 2,075 feet.

SICK PAY BENEFITS 
ARE TAXABLE INCOME

Taxpayers who become sick or 
injured on the job and receive sick 
pay benefits from their employer 
must include the payments as income 
on their federal tax return, the 
Internal Revenue Service says.

The payments are taxable whether 
they were made directly by the 
employer or from a welfare fund, a 
state sickness or disability fund or an 

insurance company, provided the plan 
was paid for by the employer.

Benefits received under an accident 
or health insurance policy for which 
the employee paid the premiums are 
not considered taxable by the IRS.

More information on sick pay 
benefits is contained in the free IRS 
Publication 525, “Taxable and 
Nontaxable Income,” which can be 
ordered on the handy order form in 
the tax package.
