Distinguished Marylander Dreathes
His Last Monday,

LONG TIME SENATOR.

Manager of Cleveland’s First Came
paizgn For President, Minority
Leader and Ever Cham-
pion of the Nouth.

Washington, June 4. — Senator Ar-
thur Pue Gorman of Maryland died at
9:05 o'clock Monday morning.

Deceased had long been a notable
figure in the senate. He first took his
seat in 15881 and served continuously
for eighteen years, and most of that
time wag a leading Democrat, win-
ning early a reputation for sagacity
and keenness of judgment in congres-
slonal affairs. He was prominent
throughout the Union by many
Wwas considered the most #¥ailable man
in his party for the presidential nomi-
nation in 1904. Mr. Gorman, In 1884,
was chairman of the Democratic ex-
ecutive committee and managed the
campaign that resulted in the election
of Grover Cleveland to the presidency.

The most notable contest in Mr.
Gorman’s congressional career, and
one which attracted to him wider at-
tention than anything else, was when
he led the senate wminority in 189091
and defeated the Federal elections bill
To his sagacious leadership and adroit
management of the party his friends
attributed the defeat of the measure,
Which was so obnoxious to the south.

BENATOR ARTHU.. . GORMAN.
When the Democrats secured u~n:'n!l
of the senate, Scnator Gorman was
recognized as their leader in that body.

It was at that time that the tariff
bill of 1894 was passed, and although
the Maryland senator was not a mem-
ber of the finance committee, he had

Providential-
ly, King Alfonso and Queen Victoria
escaped by an electric light wire de-
flecting the bomb, but at least sixteen
persons, mogt of them of the personal
and n‘lma;§ and spectators,
were killed.

Knowing the strong pres-
sure being exerted on Democrats who
were standing with him he urged an
early vote, while friends of the treaty
held back until the necessary two
thirds of the senate were secured.

In public expenditures Senator Gor-
man's pleas for economy volced the
views of his party, that less money be
spent for big ships and more for river
and harbor improvements.

Up to tke time of his death Senator
Gorman was consclous. His condition
‘during the past week had improved sc
much that Sunday the family hoped
shortly of taking him to the country.
He partook of some nourishment at 8
