Like thousands of young men in
those days, Hicks was unable to find a
regular job after he got out of school,
and in 1941 he was fortunate enough
to get on with the CCC (Civilian
Conservation Corps, a federally
funded work program for the
unemployed).

His contract time with the CCC
played out in July of 1942, and in
November he volunteered for the
Army Air Corps. He attended glider
training school at Sheppard Air Base
and 23 months later went into an
advanced program in North Carolina.

The training led to the 1944
invasion of Burma, after which the
glider program was discontinued.

It was in that Far East country that
he was seriously injured. He doesn’t
remember anything about the
incident other than being in a truck
with other soldiers. There was either
an accident or the was hit by a
shell or ran over a mine.

Whatever happened injured him
seriously enough in the arm and leg
that four surgeries were required,
and months more recuperation in
hospitals in the United States before
he was discharged in 1946,

He re-enlisted in 1947 until 1949 as
a flight engineer. It was during that
period he flew on a cargo plane and
took part in “Operation Haylift,"
during which the Air Force dropped
hay to cattle stranded in pastures of
Nebraska and Kansas by a severe and
long-lasting blizzard.

Taking his discharge in El Paso, he
opened an automobile repair garage
in that city.

But that didn't last long, and he
went to work for Pacific Route
Express, maintaining ice and sall
houses all up and down Southern
Pacific and Union Pacific railroads.
“Two weeks anyplace was a long stay
in those days,” he commented.

His next job took him to San
Antonio, near his childhood stomping
grounds. Working for Russell
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Dusting Co., a crop dusting and
spraying business, it was his
responsibility to line up work for the
pilots, and did a lot of the flying
himself,

Following the seasonal work, his
Job took him north, to Grandfield,
Okla. It was there, that he met and
married his wife, Shirley, in 1951,

He miscalculated
the height of an overpass and wedged
an oversize load under the structure.

From Bowie, he moved back to San
Antonio, where he drove a city bus
about a year, then returned to lowa
Park and another job with Barbour's.

Leaving Barbour's, he drove a
truck for Perkins-Protho.

His last job in the oil field was with
Spruiell Drilling Co.

Hicks began work as a heavy
equipment operator for Wichita
County and left that job to work two
years in the Jowa Park street
department.

His next job was with Serv-Air, an
aircraft maintenance firm. He was a
crew chief, working on craft used for
German pilot training at Sheppard
AFB.

In January of 1968, he went to
Vietnam as a civilian. Dian-Electron
hired him as a helicopter flight
control instructor and test crew.

He returned after six and a half
months, and went to work for
Crawford Painting and Dry Wall. His

wife, Shirley, is still employed by the
Park school system in 1970, in the
maintenance department.

General Construction was initiated
in the 1972.73 school year, and he was
called on to take that position. He
used the skills learned from his father
when the elder Hicks worked in
construction between oil patch jobs.
Other training had come in the CCC,
his work with the railroad, with
Crawfords, and a sideline profession
of building cabinets.

He continues his sideline cabinet
work.
