The mouth temperature of a healthy
person Is hatween 98 degrees and 99,
This may vary according to the time
of the day. It is not unusunl for the

morning, or as high as 9 in the late
The presence of fever Is
an indication of sickness, and should
be watched,

The pulse rate of a normal man st
rest Is ubout 72 beats a minute; that
of a normal woman about 80 beats a
minute. To take the pulse rate, place
three fingers (not the thumb) on the
thumb side of the patient's wrist and
note the exact time by the second
hand of the wateh,

Any unusunl changes in the face
should be especlally noted ; whether It
Is drawn, unxious, exeited, dull and
tired, swollen or pufty under eyes, The
volee Is a frequent Indieation of wenk-
ness.  Absence of appetite, loss of
welght, extreme nervousness should
also be watched, and, If taken In time,
may prevent more serions trouble,

living rooms. Keep the living room
well ventilated and not too warm,
