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Hawks seek third win 
Friday at Breckenridge

The Hawks are expected to face 
their toughest test thus far this sea­
son Friday, when they travel to Breck­
enridge to take on the Buckaroos.

Kickoff time is 8 p.m. in Buck- 
aroo Stadium.

Both teams are undefeated, and 
have wins over Abilene Wylie. The 
Buckaroos dumped Wylie 27-7 in the 
season opener, while the Hawks shot 
down the Bulldogs 48-7 last week.

And, since they began playing 
each other in 1970, each team has 
won five games. Breckenridge edged 
the Hawks 14-13 last year.

But the similaries continue. As 
Breckenridge American sports editor 
Don Treul pointed out in his article 
this week, "There are a lot of similar­
ities between these two squads. Both 
schools use green and white for their 
colors, both use the same tune for 
their school song, both are unbeaten, 
both have played and defeated Wylie 
rather easily, both teams are coming 
off losing seasons, both teams have
state championship traditions »nHboth teams nave nigh nopes for the
1989 season and are expecting a vic­
tory Friday night."

In their game last week, the 
Bucks knocked off Hamlin 27-6.

Kasey Kunkle is Breckenridge's 
quarterback, and he likes to throw, 
especially to Tommy Beauchamp and 
Chris Wilson.

In the two games thus far, 
Kunkle has complete 46 passes and 
completed 18 for 232 yards and three 
touchdowns. Beauchamp has 10 re­
ceptions for 114 yards and a pair of 
touchdowns, while Wilson has five 
catches for 60 yards and the other 
TD.

Three backs who take most of 
the handoffs are Romney Carey, 22 
for 86 yards; Fidel Puebla, 17 for 86, 
and Bubba Humphreys, 20 for 79.

The Bucks' leading defenders are 
Barrett Clark, four tackles, seven 
assists and one interception; Chris 
Hill, four tackles, five assists and 
one interception; Stephen Holland, 
three tackles and 10 assists, and 
Harry Thurman, two tackles, 10 as­
sists and one interception.

Breckenridge makes very few 
mistakes offensively, having lost the 
ball only twice this season on fum­
bles and no interceptions.

Iowa Park has won only twice in 
the five years Bill Grissom has been 
head coach at Breckenridge. Those 
were 24-13 in 1984 and 20-7 year 
before last.

Grissom has a record of 31-21-1

Birdett has long been affiliated 
with the Cooties, having served as 
the state leader and the national Com­
mander 1984-85.

After being elected to his present 
position, he maintained his home 
south of Iowa Park, and continued to 
make the 1,142-mile one-way trip 
regularly, until the move.

He was assisted in obtaining the 
building space by Tommy Key, local 
relator, who negotiated the lease with 
owner Ralph Harvey Jr.

Three women will work with 
Birdett in the "Supreme Headquarters" 
in maintaining the records and corres- 
pondance with members in all 50 
states and several foreign countries.

Moving of the headquarters was 
nbt accomplished without challenge. 
A 10th District council member chal­
lenged the constitutionality of the 
vote which approved the relocation, 
but was unsuccessful.

Puerto Ricofro m

A local family has more than 
just a passing interest in the progress 
of Hurricane Hugo, as well as 
Hurrican Iris, as relatives in Puerto 
Rico have weathered Hugo, and are 
preparing for Iris.

Ravaged by the hurricane, Puerto 
Rico reported several deaths and 
extensive housing damage on the 
island.

Aquilla and Ralph Carrillo- 
Miranda have patiently awaited and 
received word on his mother, father, 
and sister and her family.

After trying since Friday to reach 
the family, and unable to succeed 
because of jammed lines, Aquilla 
heard from her sister-in-law. Carmen 
Carrillo, Tuesday. Word is that the 
family is physically well.

Mrs. Carrillo, who was able to 
get to work at a pharmeceutical 
company, called after waiting in line 
behind others who were anxious to 
notify their family members that 
they were okay.

Although the call was short, 
Ralph's sister was able to relay some 
of the damage done to the island and 
some of the possible long-term 
effects.

Residents of the island had 24 
hours notice of the storm, which 
gave the family time to prepare their 
homes and buy batteries, candles and 
canned goods. Electricity was out 
some 12 hours before the storm hit 
the island.

A beach-front home in 
Humacao, where Ralph's parents 
resided sustained heavy damage from 
the hurricane. The Caguas home 
where Carmen, her husband and 
children live is built into the side of 
a mountain, and with time to board 
up the front windows, only received 
two broken windows.

Mrs. Carrillo said that not one 
home on the island was undamaged, 
and worst hit were the poor residents 
of the "barrios," whose houses made

The rain forests of Puerto Rico 
were greatly damaged, according to 
Mrs. Carrillo, who reported that so 
many trees were destroyed, she could 
see homes she didn't know were 
there. She also said some of them 
landed in her swimming pool.

The rain forest in Puerto Rico is 
the only rain forest on American 
soil, and in the National Park Sys­
tem.

It is obvious that residents of 
Puerto Rico will be affected form 
some time to come. Drinking water 
is contaminated on most of the 
island, and although Mrs. Carrillo 
and her family have a water tank, 
most islanders do not Electricity 
may not be restored to the island for 
two months, and phone service is 
expected to be all but absent as long 
as six months.

Air travel to and from Puerto 
Rico is possibly hindered, as Mrs. 
Carrillo-Miranda said she understands 
the control tower was destroyed in 
the storm.
■ Possibly the worst isn't over 
yet. With residents still trying to

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recover from this week’s devastation, 
Hurricane Iris, followed by two 
tropical storms, are expected to hit 
Puerto Rico in the next few days.

Mrs. Carrillo-Miranda has been 
trying to tape news accounts on the 
storm to send to her sister-in-law, 
who has neither seen nor heard any 
news.

The last major storm to hit 
Puerto Rico, according to Mrs. 
Carrillo-Miranda, was when Ralph's 
mother was a young girl.

Q: WHAT IS A HEAD LOUSE?
A I The head louse is one variety of a number of different line t w  
Head lice complete their life cycle in approximately one month and
new generations multiply rapidly, over and over again.
Q: WHAT DOES A HEAD LOUSE LOOK 
LIKE?
A : Head lice and insects, flattened in shape from top to bottom; they 
have no wings and do not jump or fly. Their mouths include a set of 
six pairs of hooks by which they can attach themselves to the hair 
shaft. They possess short, stout legs equipped with large claws for 
grasping and holding onto human hair. While they look terrifying 
when magnified, they actually measure only approximately one-tenth 
to one-eighth of an inch in length.
Q: HOW DO YOU GET THEM?
A l Head lice are usually transmitted from one infested person to 
another by direct contact with the hair. Personal items like combs, 
brushes, towels and bedding are other frequent sources of 
contamination. Another common source is clothing, such as hats, 
ribbons, scarves, topcoats and sweaters, all of which provide excellent 
transportation from one individual to another.

Head lice do not observe any class distinction; they can infest 
anyone and are a problem which is rapidly gaining ground in all strata 
of our society. The schoolgirl who borrows a comb - the student 
trying on a hat in an East Village Shop - children who share a bed in 
a crowded home - the traveler resting his head against the back of an 
airline seat - can fall victim to a head louse infestation.
Q: HOW DO YOU KNOW IF YOU HAVE 
HEAD LICE?
A: Although the lice are difficult to see, they are easy to recognize, 
provided you are actually looking for them. One tell-tale sign is a 
persistent itch of the scalp, often accompanied by infected scratch 
marks or what appears to be a rash. Closer inspection, possibly aided 
by a hand lens, will reveal small, silvery eggs attached to individual 
hairs. In checking the scalp, pay particular attention to the back of the 
head and the area behind the ears; lice live mainly in the area at the 
back of the head, although they will occasionally migrate to the beard 
or eyebrows. In severe cases of infestation, occasionally swollen 
lymph glands are noted in the neck or under the arms.
Q: HOW DO THEY LIVE?
A : During all stages of their life cycle, lice need to feed frequently 
on human blood. The optimum temperature for. head lice is about 
87°F. When the temperature of their environment rises or falls, such 
as a person with a high fever, or a dead person, the lice will leave to 
seek a new host.

The adult female head louse lays eggs (nits) which she glues to 
the hair shaft with a tenacious material applied near the root of the 
hair. The young lice hatch approximately 10 days later and emerge as 
minature replicas of the adults. In order to survive, the newborn louse 
must feed within 24 hours. Under favorable conditions, the head louse 
will reach maturity in about two weeks. During its 20 to 30 days of 
life, the female louse can deposit as many as six eggs per day, so 
there may be hundreds of nits in a single infestation.

Lice and their nits can survive (for a time) off the human host.
Thus even though you may have been successful in eliminating your 
infestation, immediate reinfestation is possible or a fresh infestation 
of other family members may occur.

If one person in a family, camp, school or other institution has 
head lice, there is a strong possibility that others will too. Therefore, 
everyone should be checked and the recommended treatment applied to 
all persons who may have been infested.

Remember, head lice can appear to anyone, clean or dirty, rich or 
poor. The most important fact to remember is that the problem 
should be treated quickly because delays will only help to spread the 
infestation throughout the community.

Ac­
cording to two egghead professors in 
New Jersey this country is only fit 
for buffalo.

These two birds, Deborah Ep­
stein Popper and Frank Popper, both 
Eastern educated PhDs, have come to 
the conclusion that the federal 
government should purchase all the 
private land in the Great Plains, seed 
it with grass and run buffalo on the 
country.

The Perot Group has been play­
ing political hardball with the city of 
Fort Worth to get everything it 
wants at the new Alliance Airport 
near Haslet.

Now it has brought its combat 
team to the Northwest School Dis­
trict in an effort to get 100% tax 
abatement for 15 years for the new 
American Airlines maintenance facil­
ity at the airport

Hopefully the Northwest board 
will be the one public body to stand 
up to The Perot Group. Tax abate­
ment is a bad idea, and it is especial­
ly a bad idea when a development 
like American at Alliance is going to 
bring 800 new students to the district 
and not pay one single penny for 
their education.

Local governments must give 
serious thought to the increasing cry 
for tax abatements to lure new indus­
try to their communities. I tend to 
agree with Decatur City Secretary 
Sam Renshaw, who says if a com­
pany is worth having in your com­
munity, it will want to pay its fair 
share of governmental costs.

But time after time we are seeing 
the big boys of industrial develop­
ment asking for tax breaks to bring 
new industry to an area.

There is no school district in 
Wise County that needs a solid base 
of industrial development more than 
Northwest. But the joy that many 
expressed over the Alliance project is 
going out the window as The Perot 
Group and American Airlines try to 
get a free ride on school taxes.

If Ross Perot is as interested in 
quality public education as he says he

is, then he must know that it takes 
money to provide it. Giving tax 
abatements to local industries while 
state funds are evaporating is not the 
way to improve the quality of our 
education.

The Dallas Morning News, in an 
editorial June 28, asked the question 
"should tax dollars be used to buy 
corporate relocations in a bidding war 
with other locations?"

The operative theory of econom­
ic development is that a government 
foregoes an immediate boost to the 
property tax base in exchange for 
jobs, payrolls and the enhanced value 
of other real estate that will presum­
ably more than offset the loss of tax 
revenue that would have been paid by 
the company.

In truth, the vast majority of eco­
nomic benefits from the Alliance Air- 
port-American Airlines venture, will 
fall outside the Northwest School 
District, and certainly the Wise Coun­
ty portion of that 3-county district.

As the Dallas Morning News so 
correctly said in its editorial, it may 
be that Texas must enter the bidding 
war with all the money it can mus­
ter. Or maybe investing in better 
schools is a better economic develop­
ment effort

The business community must 
get interested in public education. 
Their survival as businesses depends 
on it. We’re producing a large num­
ber of illiterate and semiliterate grad­
uates in public schools of Wise 
County, and even with all the reform 
efforts underway, this is going to con­
tinue for a long time.

We've invested lots of money in 
improving the curriculum and getting 
good teachers and giving those kids 
who are disadvantaged to start with a 
better chance of making it in the out­
side world.

I hope that the Northwest 
School Board will "just say no" to 
The Perot Group to this request for 
tax abatement on the Alliance-Amer­
ican project.

It doesn't make any economic 
sense for the taxpayers or educational 
sense for the students of that school 
district.

From the time AIco Discount 
Store opened in Lamesa in 1981 
until the time it announced Chapter 
11 bankruptcy on May 10 they main­
tained an advertising program of 
direct mail circulars to the area.

The advertising department in 
Abilene, Kan., felt very keenly and 
sincerely, that they needed a circular 
to go into every home for proper cov­
erage even in rural West Texas.

Their program was built on num­
bers -  a fallacy that has plagued bus­
inesses and industry in recent years. 
Direct mail companies throw out big 
numbers, but never tell the advertiser 
how many go into the post office 
trash cans, or go to vacant homes, or 
get dumped elsewhere. Numbers, 
numbers, numbers, numbers.

Alco mailed 7,500 into this mar­
ket on a consistent basis. They sent 
circulars where people don't exist. 
But, they loved those numbers. They 
were comfortable and happy with 
them.

And they were going broke slow­
ly but surely. It was a losing pro­
gram coupled with poor in-store man­
agement and an out-of-touch advertis­
ing department in company headquar­
ters who had no idea of what Lamesa 
and the trade territory was all about. 
It was a tragedy to start with and a 
tragedy until the end.

Several West Texas publishers 
made a flying trip to Kansas to meet 
with Alco advertising officials in 
1988 verifying what they felt news­
papers could do for the firm. While 
Alco listened very courteously and 
were gracious hosts, they never 
changed. "We like the numbers we 
get with direct mail," was the mes­
sage the publishers got.

It was a frustrating effort -- po­
litely received and then ignored. The 
handwriting was on the wall even 
then for the company. They had the 
best location in the market They had 
tremendous parking facilities and 
they had some good merchandise. But 
they had atrocious management for 
the most part of their eight-year exis­
tence and they had the worst advertis­
ing, marketing and merchandising 
program we have ever encountered.

We pleaded with them to price 
merchandise, advertise it in the news­
paper where hundreds of other adver­
tisers were found and they could be 
assured of traffic and become 
accepted.

Rather than change they slept 
with the junk mailers and took Chap­
ter 11.

But the story doesn’t end there.
Upon filing Chapter 11 bank­

ruptcy to close the store, they pulled 
out of direct mail and started running 
four-column-by-14 inch ads in each 
issue of the Press-Reporter, The traf­
fic overwhelmed them. They put a 
discount price on merchandise and be­
came legitimate with ads in the local 
newspaper. They enjoyed a tremen­
dous closing-out sale to empty the 
building two weeks in advance of the 
anticipated July 15 closing date.

We don't know what might have 
happened had they approached man­
agement, merchandising and advertis­
ing differently. When we visited 
Abilene, Kan., one of the comments 
to us was: "When we ran grocery 
specials in your newspaper, Mr. 
Buckel, people came in and purchased 
ONLY the specials -  nothing else."

When I explained that was an 
overwhelming endorsement of what 
we believed could happen, they were 
disappointed that folks didn't shop for 
something beyond the advertised 
specials.

We pointed out — "Your prob­
lem is in-house management and mer­
chandising." They did not understand.

So now a 33,000-square foot 
store, owned by a very nice couple in 
Great Bend, Kan., stands vacant on 
the Lubbock Highway. Let’s hope 
there is a buyer or a tenant found be­
fore too long.

The moral of the store could 
well be -  "Don't open a business if 
you don't know how to manage, mer­
chandise and advertise your goods and 
products."

efense humbles Wylie, 48-7
Defense -- spelled with a capital "D" -- 

was the difference in Iowa Park's 48-7 win Friday 
over a good Abilene Wylie ball club.

The Mean Green defenders set up all five 
of Matthew Blackman's five touchdowns. And the 
sixth TD was scored by the defense itself.

The Defense held Wylie's running game 
to a minus 14 net yards, while giving up 13 
receptions out of 31 attempts for 171 yards and the 
Bulldogs' lone score, which came on their first 
drive. x

Iowa Park's hard-hitting defenders set up 
the initial touchdown that came with less than one 
full minute of play. And Wylie took the opening 
kickoff.

Brian Luney crushed the returning 
receiver, causing a fumble which was covered by 
Joey Boyd on the Bulldog 24 yard line. Three 
plays later, Blackman scooted 14 yards over left 
guard to light up the scoreboard, with 11:07 yet 
remaining in the first quarter. Kelly McClure's 
kick for extra point was wide, however.

That lead lasted a little over three 
minutes, however. Wylie capped a 65-yard drive 
with a 20-yard touchdown pass and kicked the 
point after, to lead 7-6 at the 7:43 mark.

On the final play of the opening period, 
Jay Loggins threw the host quarterback for a six- 
yard loss, forcing the Dogs to punt from their 
own 16 on the first play of the second period.

B r x i c o  P a l m e r  r e t u r n e d  t h e  p u n t  f r o m  H i s

49 to the Wylie 26. Six plays later, Blackman 
scored from the four, but was cut short by a yard 
on his run for the two-point conversion. 7116 drive 
was highlighted by an eight-yard run by David 
Slack and Jimmy Duggins' 12-yard run.

The next 10 minutes provided some of 
the most interesting play for the spectators any 
Hawk fan could want to see. Such as: two con­
secutive tackles, by Loggins and McClure, that set 
the Dogs back 12 yards on their first drive; a high 
snap and hard rush on punter Luney, who dodged a 
tackier, stepped aside and kicked the ball 28 yards; 
Palmer's tackle of a pass receiver for no gain, and a 
tackle by Chuck Brown that shook the ball loose 
from the receiver which turned the ball over to 
Iowa Park at the Hawk 33, with 1:24 left in the 
half.

But there was more. Three straight passes 
in the final 19 seconds, with the last coming well 
after regulation time had ended, and the third good 
for Iowa Park's third TD.

Palmer made a spectacular finger-tip catch 
in the end zone of a 29-yard pass for an apparent 
score, but the play was nullified on a clipping 
penalty.

Then, with three seconds remaining, 
Duggins again connected with Palmer, taking the 
ball to the Bulldog four yard line as time on the 
clock expired. But that play was called back again, 
this time for offsetting penalties. Wylie had been 
called for offensive pass interference and Iowa Park 
for an illegal receiver downfield.

So the ball was taken back to the 35 yard 
line for one more play. Duggins then hit tight end 
Stephen Brown about the 20. Brown eluded three 
would-be tacklers about the 14, and all three 
collided, freeing the senior's route to the end zone. 
Then, Duggins threw to a wide-open McClure for 
the two-point conversion and a 20-7 lead.

Mike Brewer returned the second half 
kickoff 54 yards, to the Dog 36. Slack was caught 
a yard behind the line of scrimmage on the first 
play, but McClure on the next play found his way 
to the 21, and Blackman racked up his third TD of 
the game with only 1:14 ticked off the clock.
M cClure kicked die extra point.

Two plays after the ensuing kickoff, 
Palmer went up with an intended receiver and 
tipped the ball away, into the awating arms of 
Marc Cruz on the Wylie 42 yard line. That 
possession ended when McClure narrowly missed a 
40-yard field goal attempt.

From their own 23, the Bulldogs failed 
on two pass attempts, and then a deep snap to the 
quarterback in a "shotgun" formation sailed high 
over his head for a 15-yard loss. The punter 
shanked his kick out of bounds on the Wylie 23, 
and four plays later, Blackman scored from the 14. 
Again, McClure's kick was true, giving the 
visiting Hawks a 34-7 lead.

Wylie picked up a first down after the 
following kickoff, thanks to a five-yard penalty 
against the Hawks and a six-yard pass. Another 
aerial was good for nine yards, but then Palmer 
made the first of his two interceptions of the 
game, returning the ball 42 yards to the Dog's 16. 
Three plays later, Blackman capped his scoring of 
the evening on a five-yarder. And McClure tacked 
on another kick.

Coach Len Williams, not wanting to run 
up the score, used an entire junior varsity backfield 
the balance of the evening on offense, but hadn't 
counted on his first unit defense scoring.

Two completed passes by Wylie moved 
the ball to the Hawk 45. But then Palmer snagged 
his second interception on his own 35 yard line, 
and set sail down the visitors' sideline to score.

JV kicker Todd Pulley split the uprights 
for Iowa Park's 48th point

In all, Wylie suffered four interceptions. 
Bunkie Imboden thwarted a Bulldog by snagging a 
pass on his own five yard line, with 32 seconds 
remaining on the clock. That came on a play 
immediately following an eight-yard sack by 
Lewis Skinner and Corey Bridwell.

Blackman carried the ball 14 times and 
gained 69 yards, while Slack picked up 68 yards on 
only 11 totes. McClure was called upon twice and 
added 24 yards to the 95 he picked up on two 
carries in the season opener. _ r

Other yard-gainers were Johnny DuggtriS, 
three for 19, Pulley, three for 11, and Cruz, one for 
seven.

Blackman also had two catches for 21 
yards; Brown two for 40, and Cruz one for 17, 
besides McClure's three-yard extra point catch.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 102 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would increase the salary of 
members of the legislature to one- 
fourth of the Governor’s salary and 
increase the salary of the Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of the 
House of Representatives to one-half 
of the Governor’s salary. The annual 
salary of members of the legislature, 
the Lieutenant Governor, and the 
Speaker of the House of Representa­
tives is currently $7,200. Under this 
provision, the annual salary of the 
Lieutenant Governor and the Speak­
er would be $46,716, and the annual 
salary of members of the legislature 
would be $23,258, based on the Gov­
ernor’s current annual salary of 
$93,432. The increase for the Speak­
er and the members of the legislature 
would take effect when the legisla-

*«»«• Hu v«Ku.\»t. unmuion
in January 1991. The increase for 
the Lieutenant Governor would take 
effect when the term of that office 
begins in 1991. The salary increase 
for the Lieutenant Governor would 
not make members of the legislature 
ineligible to run for the office of 
Lieutenant Governor.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
limit the salary of the lieutenant 
governor and the speaker of the 
house of representatives to not 
more than one-half of the gover­
nor’s salary and to limit the salary 
of a member of the legislature to 
not more than one-fourth of the 
governor’s salary.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 6 proposes 
a constitutional amendment that 
would authorize the Texas Water 
Development Board to issue an addi­
tional $500 million of Texas water 
development bonds. The additional 
bonds are to be used as follows: 
$250 million of the bonds are to be 
used for water supply loans and 
facilities acquisition; $200 million of 
the bonds are to be used for water 
quality enhancement projects; and 
$50 million of the bonds are to be 
used for flood control. The legisla­
ture may' provide that $100 million 
be used for subsidized loans and 
grants to economically distressed 
areas of the state for water and 
wastewater facilities.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot hs follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
authorize the issuance of an addi­
tional $500 million of Texas water 
development bonds for water sup­
ply, water quality, and flood con­
trol purposes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 51 pro­
poses n constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the legislature 
to provide for the issuance of gen­
eral obligation bonds to provide 
money to establish n Texas agri­
cultural fund, a rural microenter­
prise development fund, a Texas 
product development fund, and a 
Texas small business incubator fund 
In the state treasury. The Texas 
agricultural fund would be used to 
provide financial assistance to de­
velop, increase, improve, or expand 
the production, processing, market­
ing. or export of crops or products 
grown or produced In Texns by 
Texas agricultural businesses. The 
rurnl microenterprise development 
fund would la' used to stimulate the 
creation and expansion of small busi­
nesses in rural areas. The Texas 
product development fund would be 
used to aid in the development and 
production of new or improved prod­
ucts in this state. The Texns small 
business incubator fund would be 
used to stimulate the development of 
small businesses in the State.

The principal amount of bonds 
outstanding at one time could not 
exceed $25 million for the Texas 
agricultural fund and $5 million for

ment fund. The financial assistance 
offered by both funds could include 
loan guarantees, insurance, coinsur­
ance, loans, and indirect loans or 
purchases or acceptances of assign­
ments of loans or other obligations. 
To carry out the Texas product de­
velopment fund, the legislature 
could authorize loans, loan guaran­
tees, and equity investments, and the 
issuance of up to $25 million of gen­
eral obligation bonds for initial 
funding. To carry out the Texas 
small business incubator fund, the 
legislature could authorize loans and 
grants of money, and the issuance of 
up to $20 million of general obliga­
tion bonds for initial funding.

Bonds authorized under this 
amendment would be paid out of the 
first money coming into the treasury 
in each fiscal year that is not other­
wise appropriated by the constitu­
tion, less any amount in any interest
un4 Minkina accoun t a t the end o f  the 
p f iw d lr ig 1 rtncul y «»**«• th a t In p ledged
to payment of the bonds or interest.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to pro­
vide for the recovery and further 
development of the state’s econ­
omy, with goals of increasing job 
opportunities and other benefits 
for Texas residents, through state 
financing of the development and 
production of Texas products and 
businesses.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 13 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the legislature, 
by general law, to exempt from ad 
valorem taxes property owned by 
nonprofit veterans organizations 
that are chartered or incorporated 
by the United States Congress.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment to 
authorize the legislature to ex­
empt property of nonprofit vet­
erans organizations from «d 
valorem taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 11 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would provide an exemption 
from ad valorem taxation for goods, 
wares, merchandise, other tangible 
personal property (including air­
craft), and ores (other than oil, gas, 
and petroleum products) if the prop­
erty is acquired in or imported into 
the state and is destined to be for­
warded out of the state, regardless 
of whether the intention to forward 
the property existed when the prop­
erty was acquired or imported into 
the state, if it remains in Texas for 
175 days or less for assembly, stor­
age, manufacture, processing, or 
fabrication. The proposed amend­
ment would authorize the governing 
body of a county, municipality, 
school district, or junior college dis­
trict to prevent the exemption of this 
tangible personal property from tax­
ation by taking official action before 
April 1, 1990. A county, municipali­
ty, school district, or junior college 
district could rescind a decision to 
tax the property, in which case the 
exemption would become effective 
in the year of the rescission and the 
property could not thereafter be 
taxed.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
promoting economic growth, job 
creation, and fair tax treatment 
for Texans who export goods to 
other states and nations by restor­
ing and allowing, on a local option 
basis, an ad valorem tax exemp­
tion for certain personal property 
that is in Texns only temporarily 
for the purpose of assembling, 
storing, manufacturing, process­
ing or fabricating.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 4 proposes 
constitutional amendment that

would enable the legislature to pro­
vide, by general or special law, that 
members of a hospital district board 
may serve terms not to exceed four 
years. Currently, hospital district 
board members’ terms are two years.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows: 

“Authorizing the members of a 
hospital district governing board 
to serve four-year terms.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 40 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would change the format of the 
oath of office for officeholders in 
this state. All elected and appointed 
officers would be required to take 
an oath or affirmation swearing to 
faithfully execute the duties of 
office and to preserve, protect, and 
defend the constitution and laws of 
the State and the United States. In 
addition, each elected and appointed 
officer would be required to sign a 
sworn statement that he or she had 
not paid, offered, or promised any­
thing of value for a vote or to secure 
appointment to an office, as appli­
cable. The written, sworn statement 
would be filed with the secretary of 
state. The information in the state­
ment is currently contained in the
oaths o f o f f ic e  taken by  e lected  and 
appoin ted o ff ic ia ls .

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
require that a member of the legis­
lature, the secretary of state, and 
an elected or appointed officer, 
before assuming office, sign a 
written oath stating that the mem­
ber, the secretary of state, or the 
officer did not engage in bribery 
to obtain the office.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 24 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would allow he legislature to 
authorize the issuance of up to $400 
million in general obligation bonds. 
The proceeds of the bonds could be 
used to acquire, construct, or equip 
new corrections institutions, mental 
health and mental retardation in­
stitutions, youth corrections institu­
tions, and statewide law enforcement 
facilities and to repair and renovate 
existing facilities of those institu­
tions. The bonds would constitute a 
general obligation of the state. The 
bonds and interest on the bonds 
would be paid from the first money 
coming into the treasury that is not 
otherwise appropriated by the con- 
sitution, less any amount in a sink­
ing fund at the end of the preceding 
fiscal year that is pledged to pay­
ment of the bonds or interest.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the issuance of gen­
eral obligation bonds for projects 
relating to facilities of corrections 
institutions, youth corrections in­
stitutions, and mental health and 
mental retardation institutions 
and for the expansion of statewide 
law enforcement facilities.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 101 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the legislature 
to pass laws to organize and combine 
state agencies that perform criminal 
justice functions. The legislature 
could combine into one or more agen­
cies all agencies that have authority 
over the confinement and supervi­
sion of convicted criminals, that set 
standards for or distribute state 
funds to political subdivisions with 
authority over the confinement and 
supervision of convicted criminals, 
and that gather information about 
criminal justice administration. 
Agencies that could be combined 
would include the Texas Department 
of Corrections, the Board of Pardons 
and Paroles, and the Texas Adult 
Probation Commission. The amend­
ment would also authorize the legis­
lature to pass law* authorizing the 
appointment of members of more 
than one department of government 
to serve on the governing body.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorising the legislature to or­
ganise and combine various state 
agencies that perform criminal 
justice functions.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 4 proposes 
a constitutional amendment that 
would authorize the legislature to 
enact laws requiring or permitting 
judges to advise juries that a de­
fendant convicted of a criminal 
offense can receive credit for good 
conduct that results in a shorter 
prison term and that eligibility for 
parole or mandatory supervision can 
also affect the length of time a con­
victed criminal serves in prison.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to re­
quire or permit courts to inform 
juries about the effect of good 
conduct time and eligibility for 
parole or mandatory supervision 
on the period of incarceration 
served by a defendant convicted 
of a criminal offense.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 102 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would increase the per diem of 
members of the Legislature. The 
amount cf per diem allowed during 
a calendar year would be equal to 
the maximum amount allowed for 
federal income tax purposes as of
J a n u a r y  1 o f tha»t. sumo y e a r  a s  a
deduction for living expenses in­
curred by a state legislator. The per 
diem of $30 would increase to $81, 
which is the current maximum living 
expense deduction.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
set the amount of per diem re­
ceived by a member of the legis­
lature at the amount allowed for 
federal income tax purposes as a 
deduction for living expenses in­
curred by a state legislator in 
crnnection with official business."

PROPOSITION NO. 12 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 53 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the legislature 
to provide for the use of the perma­
nent school fund and the income 
from the permanent school fund to 
guarantee bonds issued by the state 
for the purpose of providing loans 
or purchasing the bonds of school 
districts to acquire, construct, reno­
vate, or improve instructional facili­
ties. If the permanent school fund 
were required to make payment as 
a result of its guarantee of bonds 
issued by the state, the fund would 
have to be reimbursed immediately 
from the state treasury. The amount 
of bonds guaranteed by the perma­
nent school fund could not exceed 
$750 million unless a higher amount 
was authorized by a two-thirds vote 
of both houses of the legislature. If 
a school district were to become de­
linquent on a loan, the amount of 
the delinquency would be offset 
against other aid to which the dis­
trict was entitled.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
provide for using the permanent 
school fund and its income to guar­
antee bonds issued by the state for 
the purpose of aiding school dis­
tricts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 19 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would provide a bill of rights 
for crime victims. This constitutional 
amendment would give crime victims 
the right to be treated with fairness 
and respect and to be reasonably 
protected from the defendant. On his 
request, the crime victim would have 
the right to notification of court 
proceedings, the right to be present 
at all public court proceedings unless 
a court determines that the victim’s 
testimony would be affected by hear­
ing other testimony, the right to 
confer with a representative of the 
prosecutor’s office, the right to resti­
tution, and the right to information 
about the conviction, sentence, im­
prisonment, and release of the de­
fendant. The legislature would be 
authorized to enact laws to define 
the term “victim," to enforce the 
rights of crime victims, and to pro­
vide that certain public officers and 
agencies are not liable for a failure 
to protect a victim’s rights.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

providing a bill of rights for crime 
victims.”

PROPOSITION NO. 14 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 71 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would require the district at­
torney in Fort Bend County to be 
elected and serve terms at the same 
times as criminal district attorneys 
in the state. Currently, criminal dis­
trict attorneys are elected in guber­
natorial election years and district 
attorneys are elected in presidential 
election years.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment re­
quiring a district attorney serving 
in Fort Bend County to be elected 
and serve a term in the manner 
provided by general law for crim­
inal district attorneys.”

PROPOSITION NO. 15 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 32 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the legislature, 
by general law, to permit charitable 
raffles conducted by qualified non­
profit organizations. The amend­
ment would require that the raffles 
be conducted, promoted, and admin­
istered only by members of the quali­
fied nonprofit organizations and 
that the proceeds from the ‘sale of 
raffle tickets must be spent for the 
charitable purposes of the organiza­
tions.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to per­
mit and regulate raffles conducted 
by certain nonprofit organizations 
for charitable purposes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 16 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 34 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
allowing the legislature to pass gen­
eral laws authorizing the creation of 
hospital districts upon approval of a 
majority of the qualified voters of 
the district. The amendment would 
also permit the legislature to autho­
rize the creation of hospital districts 
by general or special law in counties 
with populations of 75,000 or less 
and to authorize the commissioners 
courts of such counties to levy ad 
valorem taxes and issue general obli­
gation bonds for the support and 
maintenance of such districts.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
granting to the people the right to 
decide whether to create and main­
tain hospital districts to protect 
the public well-being in a manner 
independent of the legislature.”

PROPOSITION NO. 17 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 33 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would allow the legislature, by 
general law, to authorize the use of 
public money to provide local fire 
departments and other public fire­
fighting organizations loans or other 
financial assistance to purchase fire­
fighting equipment and to aid in 
complying with federal and state 
law. The legislature would also be 
allowed to authorize the use of public 
money for scholarships and grants 
to educate and train members of 
these organizations. Part of the 
money could be used for administra­
tive costs of this program. The legis­
lature would provide for the terms 
and conditions of all such scholar­
ships, grants, loans, and other finan­
cial assistance.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the state to provide 
scholarships, grants, loans,1 and 
other financial assistance to local 
fire departments and other public 
fire-fighting organizations to pur­
chase fire-fighting equipment, to 
aid in providing necessary equip­
ment and facilities to comply with 
federal and state law, and to edu­
cate and train their members.”

tion bonds in an amount not to ex­
ceed $200 million, if two-thirds of 
the members of each house of the 
legislature approve. Under subsec­
tion (e), this authority will expire 
in November, 1989. Repeal of sub­
section (e) by passage of this 
amendment would continue in effect 
the authority to issue and sell the 
bonds.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
eliminate certain time limitations 
relating to the issuance of Texas 
agricultural water conservation 
bonds.”

PROPOSITION NO. 19 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 59 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would allow local governments 
to invest their funds as authorized 
by the legislature. Currently, the 
constitutional prohibition against a 
grant of public money to an individ­
ual, association, or corporation or 
against becoming a stockholder in a 
corporation, association, or company 
prevents local governments from 
making some kinds of investments. 
This proposed amendment would al­
low local governments to make any 
investments authorized by the legis­
lature.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the b a l l o t  as f o l l o w s :

“The constitutional amendment to 
authorize local governments to in­
vest their funds as provided by 
law.”

PROPOSITION NO. 20 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 16 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which, if passed, would abolish the 
office of county surveyor in Cass, 
Ector. Garza, Smith, Bexar, Harris, 
and Webb Counties. A majority of 
the voters in an affected county 
must vote in favor of this proposed 
amendment before the office is 
abolished in that county. If the office 
of county surveyor is abolished in 
any of these counties, the powers, 
duties, and functions of the office 
are transferred to a county officer 
or employee designated by the com­
missioners court of the county in 
which the office is abolished.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
abolish the office of county sur­
veyor in Cass. Ector, Garza, 
Smith, Bexar, Harris, and Webb 
Counties.”

PROPOSITION NO. 21 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 74 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the legislature 
to enact laws authorizing the Texas 
Higher Education Coordinating 
Board or its successor to provide for, 
issue, and sell an additional $75 
million in general obligation bonds 
as college savings bonds. The form, 
terms, and denominations of the 
bonds would be prescribed by law. 
The interest rate and installments 
would be prescribed by the Texas 
Higher Education Coordinating 
Board or its successor. The maxi­
mum net effective interest rate 
would be set by law. Proceeds from 
the sale of the bonds would be cred­
ited to the Texas opportunity plan 
fund, which is used to make loans to 
students to attend institutions of 
higher education in Texas. The 
bonds and interest on the bonds 
would be payable from the first 
money coming into the treasury in 
each fiscal year that is not already 
appropriated by the constitution, 
less the amount remaining in the 
sinking fund at the close of the prior 
fiscal year.

The proposed amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment 
providing for the issuance of gen­
eral obligation bonds as college 
savings bonds to provide educa­
tional loans to students and to 
encourage the public to save for 
a college education.”

PROPOSITION NO. 18 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 44 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would repeal subsection (e) of 
Article III, Section 50-d of the con­
stitution. Article III, Section 50-d 
currently allows the Texas Water 
Development Board to issue and sell 
Texas agricultural water conserva­

southwest of Iowa Park, Finnell Oil 
Co. of Wichita Falls has finaled a 
new oil producer in the Wichita 
County Regular Field.

Regular Field.

A re-entry operation is planned 
by Williams Petroleum Co. Inc. of 
Burkbumett at the No. 18 Murphree 
Estate in the Wise County Regular 
Field. The venture will be aimed at 
shallower production. With a 
completion depth of 400 feet, the 
well is located two miles southeast 
of Fowlkes in the SA&MG RR Co. 
#1 Survey.

The No. 55 IJ. Cole has been 
finaled by L&J Oil of Wichita Falls.

It is a developmental well in the 
Wichita County Regular Field. 
Drillsite is three miles southwest of 
Iowa Park in the Palo Pinto CSL 
Survey.

Daily potential of seven barrels 
of oil, 1,000 CF casinghead gas and 
40 barrels of water was posted with 
the Railroad Commission. The well 
will produce from perforations 530 to 
534 feet into the hole.

At a location 5.5 miles north- 
northeast of Electra, Tri-Mc Oil Co. 
of Electra has finaled a new oil 
producer in the Wichita County 
Regular Field.

The well is designated as the No. 
4 Williamson "85", pumping eight 
barrels of oil per day, plus 1,000 CF 
casinghead gas and one barrel of 
water.
Location is in a lease in the 
Waggoner Colony Lands Survey. 
The well will produce from 
perforations ranging from 1,914 to 
1,936 feet into the wellbore.

Flowing 111 barrels of oil per 
day, along with 32,000 CF 
casinghead gas, the No. 1 Cato 
Wilson "A" was completed in 
Hardeman County’s Lowler Field by 
Paul DeCleva of Wichita Falls.

Drillsite is nine miles southwest 
of Chillicothe.

It will produce from a perforated 
interval in the Chappel Formation, 
8,065 to 8,075 feet into the hole.

The location is in a lease in the 
H&TC RR Co. Survey.

Hardeman County's Quanah 
Field gained a new producer when 
Texaco Producing of Midland 
completed the No. 1 J.B. Sharp 2.5 
miles north of Quanah.

The well indicated ability to 
pump oil at the rate of 26 barrels per 
day. It also produced 22,700 CF 
casinghead gas and 44 barrels of 
water daily. Production will be from 
perforations from 5,890 to 5,904 feet 
into the wellbore.
