He also found a damaged place on
a vehicle parked next to it which ap

peared to have been caused by a bullet,
but because of a rusting arca, did not

feel it was caused when the others were
inflicted.

All three damaged arcas were
within 25 feet of each other, and about
the same height from the ground.

The bullet which passed through
the Poe Street side penetrated at least
two more walls and a door. A fragment
of the bullet was found in the carpet

Robert James Cason, 17, was taken
into custody at 8:48 p.m.

Kamay area residents
ready for petitioning

Residents of the Valley View/
Kamay arca have now advanced past
the talking stage, and now signatures
are being collected on a petition, to
obtain toll-free calling to lowa Park,
Wichita Falls and Holliday

A crowd estimated at some 400
persons crammed into and stood out
side the doors of the Kamay Volunteer
Fire Dept. Tuesday evening of last
week, to hear the final discussion of
details leading up to the petitioning
phase

Details of the recently-enacted act
passed by the state legislature pertain-
ing to toll-free calling were explained
by Commissioner Woody Gossom,
who has been working with others
several months on the project

From 8a.m.until 5 p.m. Thursday,
Feb. 10, petitions will be located at
Kamay Electric Service, Coffman

Grocery at Kadane Comer, Valley View
Mini-Mart, and at the home of Ronnie
and Shirley Cravens, 5827 Pace Road.

One signature per household will
be accepted, and those signing the pe-
tition must have a telephone prefix of
438, which 1s the area secking the ex-
tended calling privilege.

Five percent of the telephone
subscribers in the 438 exchange, or
100 signators, whichever is less, is all
that is required, according to the act.

Once completed, the peuton will
be forwarded to the Public Uulities
Commission for verificatuon. Then, if
approved, a formal clection for resi-
dents of the area will be held toconfirm
the area's desire for the service.

Those signing the petition should
also print their name, and telephone
number

The election which i1s expected to
be approved by the PUC will consist of
ballots being mailed 1o all subscribers
of the phone system in the 438 arca.

Those ballots must be marked and
returned within 15 days.

Shirley Cravens, who has been the
primary worker on the project, em-
phasized the need for the voters to act
on and immediately mail in the ballots,
and not forget them until after the
deadline.

Passage will require a minimum
f 70 percent in favor of the proposal.

Mrs. Cravens expressed her ap-
preciation for the large turnout at the
meeting -- said to possibly be the larg-
estin thatcommunity in many decades
-- and also to Gossom and the mem-
bers of her steering committee.

If the election's results are in the
affirmative, the act provides that the
subscribers of the 438 aréa would be
charged only $3.50 monthly for resi-
dences and $7 for businesses, in ad-
dition to their basic local exchange
service rates.

Some residents and businesses in
the arca have reported having monthly
telephone bills of $300 o S500, be-
cause of long distance calls to the
immediate communities.

The reason the cities of lowa Park,
Holliday and Wichita Falls were se-
lected to be on their petitions is that
both lowa Park and Holliday schools
receive students from that area, and
Wichita Falls is where most of their
medical needs are cared for.

She has a genealogy publication,

research.

It is a small publication, but rep-
resents many hours of work and re-
search on how to go about tracing
one's Indian ancestry. The publication
has a heavy stock cover with spiral
binding and may be purchased Friday
evening.

Mrs. Capes-Altom has presented
genealogy programs locally and for
the North Texas Genealogical Asso-
ciation in Wichita Falls.

Her next speaking engagement
will be at the Oklahoma University of
Arts and Sciences at Chickasha, Okla.

A Chickasaw and Choctaw Na-
tions descendent, she was raised to
live in both the "traditional and non-
traditional" worlds.

She attended Concho Indian
School, Fort Sill Indian School,
Bethania School of Nursing, and
Midwestern State University.

Although the author had been
thinking about this project for a long
time, after meeting so many people
who want and need to locate informa-
tion toprove their Indian ancestry,she
decided it was time to put what she
had learned into written form so oth-
ers could profit from the many hours
she has already spent.

She says everyone needs to know
that there is no guarantee one can find,
or prove their Indian ancestry.

"Journey Into the Past” is the first
of Mrs. Capes-Altom's written work
to be published, but another, larger
book is more than three-fourths fin-
ished and is expected to be released
sometime this summer .

Her first publication has only 20
pages of text, but it is filled with in-
formation to help one get started on
rescarching. It includes where o be-
gin, listening to people and making
tape recordings, information about
the Dawes Roll Books, documenta-
tion and presentation.

signs that a child has regressed.

Loud, angry voices late at night,
the sharp smell of whiskey or the sour
smell of emptied beer cans, a parent
sprawled on a couch or passed out on
the floor, the screech of tires as the
family car turns in the driveway, or
the silence, the waiting, the tension
when the drinking parent has not
come home are just some of the things
thatchildren of alcoholics endure with
few opportunities for ventilation of
their own feelings.

EWS FROM THE
HALLS OF THE HAWKS

Repression is the defense mecha-
nism that children in alcoholic homes
often use. They repress their feelings
to prevent “rocking the boat".

They may also repress actions
like not inviting friends to their
homes for fear of what the unpredict-
able alcoholic parent will say or do.

Projection is another defense
mechanism used by some children of
alcoholics. Projection is the denial of
unacceptable behaviors and situations
by attributing them to others.

A child in an alcoholic home
might ignore his or her own inappro-
priate behavior while (unrealistically)
blaming another for the same behav-
ior. This mechanism functions to al-
low the child to disassociate from re-
alities he or she cannot bear to face
