Speed Costs Lives, Gas
Oil, Tires, Maintenance
Says Safety Expert

“When you speed, you're burning
up more than the road You're also
burning a good-sized hole in your
pocketbook!”

This reminder from Col. E. B.
Tilley of Houston, president of the
Texas Safety association, spotlights
an aspect of Speed that 1S not
generally given much attention. It
was pointed out by Tilley this week
in a discussion of the speed control
program of the Texas Safety asso-
ciation, the Texas department of
public safety and the National
afety council,

“Excessive speed is rough on a
car, The speed demon finds this
out when he trades his car in on a
new model. He can't get as good
an allowance as the fellow who has
driven at a more senSible Speed.
Accelerated speed accelerates de-
preciation.

“The car that's driven too fast
will also cost more in upkeep. If
speed is increased from 40 miles

an hour to 65, gasoline consumption
increases 30 per cent, Oil consump-
tion increases even more and tire
wear is 2% times as great as it is
at the lower Speed.

‘But the greatest cost of unsafe
speed is in human lives. Speed con-
tributes to more than 10,000 traffic
accidents annuaily.

“The only safe Speed is a speed
that's determined by conditions,
and the only intelligent speed is a
safe speed.”

Fly Control Stressed
By Wichita Co. Agent

SANITATION AND INSECTI-
CIDES — A TOP OOMBINA-
TION IN FLY CONTROL

Only continuous sanitation and
proper use of chamicals can hold
fly populations to small numbers
this season.

B. T. Haws, county agent, says
this is a critical time in fly con-
trol. The pes's now are becoming
established for the scason, And thia
Is the usual time for manure-haul-
ing and general clean-up around
the farm.

Removal of materials in which
flies breed ind develop holds the
key to control of these disease
transmitting and annoying insects.

Haws's advice to farmers who are
willing to work at fly control in-
cludes these points: haul manure,
trash and rotting plant refuse to
the fields and spread it out to dry.
Clean up around livestock feed
bunks. Scrape feed lots to the con-
crete in paved lots and to the fresh
earth if unpaved.

Keep a clean-up campaign going
the year around, Haws advises,

The Wichita General
school of nursing was established
in 1915.

young women have been graduated

Educational facilities are of high
quality, consisting of well equipped
classrooms, a nursing arts labora-
tory, reference library, and a vari-
ety of clinical services.

The daily average of patients af-
ford excellent opportunity for a
variety of clinical experiences. In
addition, the clinical experience is
broadened to include an affiliation
in psychiatry in the John Sealy hos-
pital in Galveston and public health
at the Wichita county health unit.

Classes in basic science and lib-
eral given at Midwestern
university, from which students can
receive an associate of arts degree
in nursing.

Tha faculty is composed of the
director of the School of nursing,
the nursing arts instructor, the clin-
jcal co-ordinator, public health co-
ordinator, member of the medical
staff, members of the university,
and supervisors and head nurses of
the hospital.

After completion of the third
year program of instruction and
experience, Students are awarded
diplomas in nursing and are elig-
ible to take the examination re-
quired by the Texas state board of
nurses examiners.

Our trip was short. but long
enough to spend our allotted
amount of money, and more. I
think we managed to cover the usu-
al tours taken by any tourist with
a limited amount of time. It would
be nice to go back and go over
Special places again,

It certainly isn't a place I should
want to live, but so interesting to
visit, I realized how much of my
Bible I had forgoten, but recalled |
much of it with each hour of the
trip.

Jerusalem has become S0 com-
mercialized that often you ques-|
tion in your mind the authenticity
of the location, as pointed out to'
you by the guide. However the town
i 80 small that you know that it
all happened there, and whether |
vou are standing on the exact Spotf
at the moment is negligible. As you
g0 over the grounds and follow the
trails that Christ passed over in
kis lifetime, you are filled with
awe and consecration,

We took the regularly conducted
tours, and that is a must, otherwise
you would get nowhere—nothing
has any mark of distinction but
that needs further explanation for
the understanding of the stranger.

The first morning we went to'
the Garden of Gethsemane. It is
now a beautifully kept place, with!
the huge cid twisted bent olive
trees—eight of them-—under which
Christ prayed the last night of his
life. There is a cave or grotto under
the Chuirch of Gethsemane which
is one of the few places we saw
that has been preserved in its prim-
itive form, and you have the feel-
ing that it is really as it was dur-
ing his lifetime.

Here he spent many hours with
nis friends, Now it has an altar
and crude wooden benches, but the
walls and floors are the natural
Stone as it must have been so many
years ago. From the garden we
were given olive leaves and sprigs
of rosemary and lavender. I think
that this one visit was worth the
trip to me.

From here we wen to Bethlehem
—ordinarily from Gethseméne we
would have followed the Way of
the Cross, but Nan had been ill all
night and we were doing as much
by car that day as we could.

It really is a short distance to
Bethlehem, but because of the
Arab-Jewish war the main road had
been closed, and we had to drive
around the mountain, more than
twice the distance. On the way we
pass Rachel’'s tomb,

Bethlehem stands on the top of
a rocky height. The hills slope
down into vine, olive, almond, and
fig clad terraces, We were told
that in the winter and spring the
hillside is beautifully green, but
when we were there the summer
heat gave us nothing but the des-
ert background. The olive trees
were the only green at that time.

Here we Stood on a roof top and
looked down over the hillside where
Ruth worked in the fields of Boaz.
Of course we Saw the location of
the manger and the crib. Now it is
all of marble and stone—the wood-
en cradle has been coated with sil-
ver, This is necessary for preserva-
tion, but it takes away the realism.

There are a maze of chapels dedi-
cated to one thing or the other—
Joseph, Mary, the Holy Innocents
(those who shed blood because of
Herod's fury), the Milk Grotto in
which is a statue showing Mother
Mary nursing the Christ Child.

There is a Superstition believing
that mothers who aren't able to
nurse their children, take a piece of
soft stone from this grotto, grind
it to a powder, mix it with their
drink—after this all is weil!! Who
am I to question such faith

We followed the Way of the
Cross, which iS the road trod by
the Savior after his unjust trial,
to Calvary. The scenes enacted
along the way are fixed in four-
teen stations, indicated by a num-
ber or an inscription. At Easter-
time those that might be in Jeru-
salem and wish to do so follow the
way of the Cross, pausing at the
stations,

We saw the sacred rock upon
which Abraham would have of-
fered the sacrifice of his own son.
Upon this site Solomon's temple
was built. The temple was destroy-
ed, and over the rock is a building
now used by the Moslems.

On this tour we also saw the
Wailing Wall of the Jews, It is
here that the Jews gather and
pray and lament, especially on the
Eve of the Sabbath and on Feast
Days. Since the Arab-Jewish war
they cannot come here as it is on

tized. I got a small bottle of water
from the river, On the return we
passed thmough the territory whrfm
Joshua directed his campaign
against the Canaanites. We went
into New Jericho, The old Jericho
does not exist, just a site on the
hillside.

Near this site is a spring called
the well of Elisha, where he puri-
fied the water by putting a handful
of salt. This spring is said to fur-
nish the water for the surrounding
territory.

From here we went down to the
Dead Sea. On the way we passed
the Inn of the Good Samaritan. The
Dead Sea is just another body of
water as for appearance, It is
1200 feet below sea level, and so
briny it tasted like liquid salt. The
Arabs call it the Sea of Lot. Its
analysis shows that the water con-
tains 2756 grams salt per litre of
water, against 35 grams, the ordi-
nary concentration of other seas.

The last morning we went to
the Mount of Olives, the site of
Jesus' ascension to heaven. From
here you can view the tiny Holy
Land which contains within it all
the world's history.
