1 cup boiling water
2 - 2 1/2 cups whole wheat flour

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WHAT YOUR NEIGHBORS ALREADY KNOW ABOUT HOME TOWN
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Q. I have two Red Maples
planted in my landscape in Holliday,
Last ycar they looked pretty stressed
during the mid-summer months, This
spring one tree is only leafing oyt
partially. The other tree looks fine.
What is going on?

A. Red Maples are just not
adapted to our climate here in
Texoma. Theextreme heat, dry winds,
and soils are not very accommodat-
ing to Red Maples. You are very
lucky that the two Red Maples are
even alive this spring.

Chances are they will not sur-
vive for any length of time even dur-
ing our normal summer seasons, I
would suggest that you spend your
time, money, and energy on trees that
are well adapted 1o this particular
region,

All county Extension offices
have recommended variety lists for
landscape plant materials. The plants
on these lists are proven performers
in this area when given proper care.

Wichita County. I love Bluebonnets.
We would like to collect some seed
from plants on our property to reseed
in other areas for more wildflower
color next year. My neighbor had
told me that you should not touch the
seed or it will never germinate. Is this
true? How can we get Bluebonnets to
seed in other areas of our land?

A. Bluebonnet seed is about the
toughest seed I have ever dealt with
in terms of germination., The seed
coat is as hard as a rock. Research
froma few yearsback by Texas A&M
University clearly revealed that
Bluebonnet seed required treatment
to break the seed coat down to get
decent germination percentages.
| The best method was to sub-
| merge seed in pure, undiluted sulfu-
ric acid for about 30 to 45 minutes.
This would destroy virtually any other
seed, butit only breaks down the seed
coat on Bluebonnet seed so that ger-
mination percentages increase to 85
percent.

You can purchase acid treated
; seed from local nurseries and seed
/ producers. This would be advisable
as sulfuric acid is dangerous to deal
with. Untreated seed will normally
only give very marginal germination
percentages the spring after sowing.

1do not believe thattouching the
seed is detrimental in any way 0
germination. For your information,
the time to sow most wildflower seed
is in the fall. Your best bet is to
purchase acid scarified seed in fall
for sewing.

Q. I'have aten year old Red Oak
in Burkburnett that is producing
yellow new growth with kind of a
brown to black, curled edge on the
leaves. What has happened to my
Red Oak?

Garbening Hines

A. The symptoms you are de-
scribing are text book examples of
iron deficiency. Iron deficiency
typically shows up on newer growth
first. Iron is a micro-nutrient that is
almost always limited in availability
inalkaline soils like those in thisarea.

The vast amount of Red Oaks in
this region tend to develop iron de-
ficiency problems at five years of age
and on. The real cause of the problem
goes back to the fact that oaks wind
pollinate.

Often times, we end up with a
tree that is genetically composed of
Shumard Red Oak and Pin Oak or
other oak species that are not well
adapted to alkaline soils. If the trees
were 100 percent true Shumard Red
Oaks this would not be a constant
problem.

The problem originates where
the trees are grown (usually Eastern
Oklahoma and Southeastern Texas).
The trees cross pollinate and then the
resulting seed is used to grow another
oak. This is an ongoing problem in
the horticultural trade.

A good analogy is to purchase a
Labrador Tretrievertoduck hunt with,
however, later you find that the dog is
partly Beagle. This dog will obvi-
ously not be the best water dog you
have hunted with.

Unlike the dog scenario, you can
temporarily treat iron deficiency with
an iron fertilizer. Iron implants such
as Medicaps are an option. They are
available at many garden centers and
do-it-yourself pest control outlets.

Another option is the use of a
chelated iron like Sprint 138 or
Feromec Plus available from some
chemical control product distributors
and nurseries.

Q. Please identify these gorgeous
purple and white flowers in the photo
enclosed. They smell like grapes.

A. The flowers in your photo-
grapharecalled Slim Pod Milk Vetch.
This attractive wild flower has given
us a great show of flowers this spring.

The flowers are a magenta color
with a white eye. These wild flowers
will normally form large groups or
colonies in open areas, prairics, pas-
tures and along roadsides. This year
has been a spectacular show for this
wild flower.

Numerous pcople have called
asking for identification. Slim Pot

Milk Vetchalsohasafragrance which
reminds me of Mountain Laurel
blooms. They smell just like grape
koolaid.

Q. My St. Augustine lawn in
Wichita Fallslooks yellowed in areas
this spring. I have put down a quality
lawn fertilizer a week ago. What is
the cause of this problem?

A.St. Augustine hashada tough
time all over North T2xas this spring.
The main cause of the problemsiis the
prolonged hot and dry summer °f_
1998. St. Augustine was severely
stressed by last summer's heat,
drought and chinch bugs.

Now, we are seeing St. Augus-
tine turf that is dead in some arcas,
yellowed and iron deficient in other
arcas, and in other cases the lawn has
a fungal discase called Brown Pau;h.
St. Augustine will require some in-
tensive care this spring and summer
Lo recover.

You mentioned you had already
applied a good lawn fertilizer. { our
next step would be to apply an iron
supplement like Ironite to the I.a'wn.
Ironite is a granular iron fertilizer
that will compensate for any iron
deficiencies. You can casily apply
this material with a fertilizer spreader
just like you use for your regular
fertilizer applications.

You would also be wise to apply
a Brown Patch control as well. Apply
the fungicide Daconil or Bayleton to
your lawn. The bottom line is that St.
Augustine is atrisk in this region due
to our weather conditions.

Hot and dry summers and freez-
ing cold winters have taken their toll
on area lawns. All of these stress
factors predispose St. Augustine to
additional problematic situations. It
is a beautiful turf, but it also is high
maintenance.

Q. Can you identify this tree
(sample of leaf enclosed) from an
apartment complex in Wichita
County?

A. The leaf sample you deliv-
ered is off a White Poplar tree. The
leafisdeep, dark, glossy green on top
with a very white lower leaf color.
The foliage is attractive.

Being a Poplar, this tree is fast
growing which means equates with
weak wood. It is subject to borer
attack like all Poplars.

The main complaint that I re-
ceive from homeowners is the prob-
lem with root system suckers coming
up all over the area beneath the tree.
This trends to be a maintenance
problem for the person mowing the
lawn.

For the record, the botanical
name is Populus alba.

Rabies

Ihave received anumberof calls
in the last couple of wecks about
homeowner's pets carrying dead
animals in their yards, and other re-
ports of bats that have set up camp in
old buildings, etc. The major concern
with these happenings is the chance
that these bats and dead animals are
carrying rabies.

First, bats. Bats in the vast ma-
Jority are not rabid and they are very
beneficial animals. However, any bat
that is found "grounded", should be
suspect.

The small flying mammals have
very sharp teeth and claws. Injuries
adequate to transfer the rabies virus
can be completely unnoticed. As a
result, anyone who has handled a bat
confirmed to have had the disease
should be considered an exposed
person, needing to initiate treatment
within 10 days.

Simply picking up dead or dying
bats can constitute exposure.

Other animals can carry rabies
like dogs, cats, etc. It is very impor-
tant that you do not handle the car-
cass of a dead animal yourself. If the
animal was carryingrabies, youcould
contract the disease yourself. If you
do find a dead animal, you should
contact the animal damage control,
or the sheriff's office.

We have a couple of situations
that you may run into with your pet,
and what you should do:

Case one, your pet comes in
contact with a possible rabid animal
and is current on their rabies vacci-
nation. A current vaccinated pet that
is bitten by a rabid animal will be re-
vaccinated within 72 hours and
quarantined under observation for 90

At the end of the quarantine pe-
riod, the pet will be examined by a
veterinarian who will report the re-
sults of the examination to the Rabies
Control Authority or Public Health
Official. If the examination deter-
mines that the pet is free of signs of
rabies, it may be released from
quarantine with the approval of the
Public Health official, if not, the pet
will be put to sleep immediately.

Case two, your pet comes in
contact with a possible rabid animal
and is not current on their rabies
vaccination. An unvaccinated pet that
is bitten by a rabid animal should be
put to sleep immediately.

If the owner is unwilling to
consent to euthanasia, the animal shall
be seized by the Rabies Control Au-
thority and impounded, atthe owner's
expense, for six months, in strict
isolation.

If it shows no signs of rabies at
the end of five months, it will be
vaccinated againstrabies at that time.
At the end of the six months im-
poundment, the pet will be examined
by a veterinarian who will report the
results of the examination to the Ra-
bies Control Authority or Public
Health official.

the pet to be free of signs of rabies, it
may be released from impoundment
with the approval of the Public Health
official, if not, the pet will be put to
sleep immediately.

Theabove policy isadirectquote
from the AVMA Policy Statements
and Guidelines which I obtained from
Dr. Fellhauer.

So, your best course of action is
to get your pets vaccinated against
rabies.

It wasalsointeresting to find out
the protocol for livestock that has
been exposed.

Like pets, the best option is 10
put the animal to sleep immediately.
However, if the animal is slaughtered
within seven days of being bitten, its
tissues can be eaten without risk of
infection, provided liberal portions
of the exposed area are discarded.

Federal meat inspectors must
reject for slaughter any animal known
to have been exposed to rabies within
eightmonths. Neither tissues nor milk
from a rabid animal should be used
for human or animal consumption.

However, since pasteurization
temperatures will inactivate rabies
virus, drinking pasteurized milk or
eating cooked meat does not consti-
tute a rabies exposure.

As for me, I would not take the
chance.

AUSTIN — Texas businesses
that provide day-care services for
their employzes would get a tax
cut under legislation passed 30-0
last week by the state Senate.

The legislation, which would
cost the state $5.6 million through
the 2000-2001 biennium — offers
a franchise tax credit of up to
$50,000 — or half the cost of of-
fering day care.

Businesses would get the break
by establishing and operating a
day-care center or by purchasing

child-care services for their em-
ployees.

The bill’s sponsor, Sen. Tom
Haywood, R-Wichita Falls, said
his proposal would:

m help Texas attract new busi-
nesses; and

m meet the booming demand
for child care because of welfare
reform, thus making it easier for
some Texans to get back to work.

Sen. Florence Shapiro, R-
Plano, sees Haywood’s bill as a
solution to a difficult puzzle. I
think what we’ve done here is to

combine two very important ele-
ments

“We’ve combined the business
community and their commitment
and we’ve combined families and
their commitment

“And as you mesh those two
you have a pro-business bill that
is also a pro-family bill,” Shapiro
said.

Sen. Rodney Ellis, D-Houston,
one of 17 co-authors of the mea-
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state Department of Health, to
search for root causes of violent
behavior and find ways to “reduce
the number of youth inclined to in-
flict violence on others.”
