Americans Get 'The 
Cholesterol Low Down' 

According to the Ameri-
can Heart Association 
(AHA), if population and 
health trends remain the 

same, in ten years, 51 percent 
of American adults over age 
20 will have total blood-cho-
lesterol levels of 200 mg/dI 
or higher. This will put them 
at greater risk for heart dis-
ease. 

To address this healthcare 
problem, a "Cholesterol 
Summit" made up of AHA 
experts on heart disease re-
cently issued a call to action 
urging American adults and 
healthcare professionals to 
focus their efforts on lower-
ing Americans' cholesterol 
levels and taking steps to 
bringlevels to a healthy goal. 
The Cholesterol Summit was 
chaired by Martha Hill, R.N., 
Ph.D., immediate past presi-
dent of the AHA. 

"We have launched an in-
tense national education cam-
paign to increase awareness 
Of high cholesterol and bring 
the numbers down," said Dr. 
Hill. 

The campaign, The Cho-
lesterol Low Down, was 
formed when the AHA 
teamed up with Parke-Davis 
and Pfizer, leaders in choles-
terol lowering. It is based on 
the Summit experts' two-
pronged call to action. Adults 
are urged to know their cho-
lesterol numbers, know their 
cholesterol goal and take im-
mediate action to get to the 
goal determined by their 
healthcare professional. 
'Healthcare professionals are 
urged to use patient visits to 
assess patients' knowledge of 
high cholesterol levels and 

screen all patients age 20 and 
older at least every five years. 
They are also urged to set 
cholesterol goals with pa-

tients and develop a plan that 
incorporates diet, exercise 
and drug therapy, as appropri-
ate. 

Working with The Choles-
terol Low Down and helping 
to issue the Summit's call to 
action is television talk show 
host Regis Philbin, who him-
self had high cholesterol and 
is a coronary heart disease 
survivor. "I didn't know 
enough about cholesterol to 
ask the right questions," said 
Philbin, who now checks bis 
cholesterol regularly on his 
program "Live! With Regis 
and Kathie Lee," as an ex-
ample to others. 

Producer/choreographer/ 
actress Debbie Allen is also 
working with The Cholesterol 
Low Down and will attend 
local events during the seven 
city tour. 

Upcoming tour stops in-
clude the following major cit-
ies: Boston, New Orleans, 
San Francisco, Seattle, St. 
Louis and New York. Partici-
pants will receive free choles-
terol screenings, cholesterol 
literature and counseling, as 
well as contest prizes and 
give-aways.

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TNRCC Gets $36 Million More 
To Enforce New Regulations 

AN EARLIER state representative 
here often referred to it as "that 
mpnster in Austin," and many labeled 
TFCC with the same derision as is 
applied to the "infernal revenue. Rut 
today the Texas Natural Resource Con-
servation Commission (still a mouthful 
of name) is apparently being looked 
upon with perhaps less fear and loath-
ing than in the past.

system stormwater permitting." This 
is one of the three new projects. 
It's labeled "implementing the Phase 
II Stormwater Program based on the 
Environmental Protection Agency's 
new rules, which impose new stormwater 
requirements for cities of from 10,000 
to 100,000 residents. The other two 
new projects are: making sure that 
Texas' streams, lakes and estauries 
are clean enough to meet their water 
quality standards, and creating a 
central registry for identification 
of all facilities and sites regulated 
by the TNRCC. 

Another $36 million was authoriz-
ed "to settle litigation with Tejas 
Testing, the company selected in 1993 
to run the state's vehicle emissions 
testing program in nonattainment ar-
eas." That program was canceled by 
the Legislature. 

The other "new money" projects 
for TNRCC include Total Maximum Daily 
Loads Program, $8 million; Air quality 
standards, $8.8 million; water quality 
improvement: water availability model-
ing project, $3.1; central registry 
and database consolidation, $7; nat-
ional estuary program, $5 million; 
and near-nonattainment area grants, 
$1.5 million.

Redistricting Changes Eyed 
In 2001, the Texas Senate will 

have to redraw the boundaries of 
state and federal legislative dis-
tricts. 

Based on projections by the 
Texas Legislative Council, the 
number of people in each Senate 
district will he 659,800; in each 
House district, 136,360; and in 
each congressional district, 
639,200. 

Over the last 10 years, Repub-
lican majority districts have grown 
faster than Democratic districts, 
the legislative council said, and 7 
of the 10 fastest-growing Senate 
districts are Republican. 

Texas' population is expected to 
swell to more than 20 million by 
the trine the next U.S. Census is 
taken in April 2000. Redistricting 
will he based on the new census.
