The morning was consumed by 
a conducted tour of the entire farm, 
where interested visitors could see 
for themselves the useful purposes 
to which this plot of ground near 
Icwa Park Is used.

Lunch for all was served by the 
Home Demonstration clubs of the 
county.

Talks of a very instructive n a ^  
ture were made by <j. ‘ -v&ifTel,
county agent, Mr. Brooks, Dr. loan 
Jones, assistant vice director of ex­
periment stations of Texas A. and 
M„ College Station; and C. W. Wil- 
iioit, Archer county agent.

Mr. Wilhoit listed the three great 
needs of this area, which are eradi­
cation of mesquite, range manage­
ment of grasses and the need for 
more variety of grasses, and soil 
arid water conservation.

In discussing the eradication of 
mesquite he told of grubbing meth­
ods, use of bulldozers and treedozers 
and suggested a type of blade which 
could be had for more effective use 
in destroy this pest. He also said 
that a compound known as 2-4-D 
was being used with good results.

Mr. Wilhoit brought out for his 
listeners the advantages and dis­
advantages of the types of grasses 
and suggested that a thorough study 
be made of each piece of property 
to decide which types are profitable.

For soil and water conservation 
he said that a better distribution 
of water tanks in pastures was 
needed.

Under the terms of the bill, Texas 
will receive $25,000 a year outright, 
and up to $75,000 a year more, to 
be matched by state funds, for a 
four year library demonstration pro­
gram. The Texas Statue Library will 
make the plans for using money 
made available under the bill, and 
will be in complete charge of the 
demonstration program. The bill 
specilically provides that there shall 
be no interference or dictation by 
the Federal government. Texas 
would use the money to establish 
county and intercounty library serv- 

J ice throughout the State.
That this library legislation is 

needed is evidenced by the large 
number of requests received by the 
Texas State Library at Austin for 
aid to counties desiring to establish 
county libraries. These requests must 
be denied because Texas does not 
grant state aid to libraries. Every 
citizen interested in library develop­
ment should write his congressman 
now urging favorable action on 
H. R. 2465.

Soil Conservation
By Fred Parkey

Applications for soil conservation 
assistance of the Wilbarger-Wichita 
Soil Conservation District have been 
received this week from H. B. Klin- 
kerman on 303 acres east of Iowa 
Park, Guy Morgan on 51 acres of 
the Valley Farms, C. B. Banks on 
45 acres of the Valley Farms, and 
Gordon West of Wichita Falls.

770 feet of diversion terraces were 
constructed on Pete Rogers’ farm 
last week. Walter Scott, east of Iowa 
Park, has constructed 2203 feet of 
diversion terraces on his farm. Di­
version terraces are larger than or­
dinary field terraces and are usually 
located below pasture land to divert 
pasture water from the cultivated 
fields.

Irrigation laterals have been re­
worked on Rufus King’s farm of 
Kamay. In many cases, the laterals 
have been cleaned out so much that 
water in the lateral ditch is below 
ground level on each side. By filling 
in the bottom of the ditches and re­
shaping the old ditch, the water is 
above natural ground level and a 
much better head of water will re­
sult.

Biennial clovers have been planted 
on the irrigated farms of Ray Un­
derwood and Dewey Steed the past 
week. Steed grazed over one cow per 
acre on his clover last year and at 
this time it seems to be better than 
last year’s. This year co-operators 
of this soil conservation district 
have planted over 900 acres of bi­
ennial clover for soil improvement 
and pasture on irrigated land. I t  
shows a lot of promise, especially 
lor dairy farms.

The first cutting of alfalfa hay 
is now in progress on several irri­
gated valley larms. Some of the co- 
operators who have good fields of 
alfalfa at this time are Lee Trigg, 
Doyle Parmer, Lawrence Macias, 
Carl Williamson, Rufus King, Shem 
Cunningham, Ruben Parish. Alfalfa 
is an excellent soil improving 6rop.

Over 6,030 feet of terraces have 
been completed on the farm operat­
ed by Oran Hofacket and 4,000 feet 
of terraces have been completed on 
George Lewis’ farm. The terrace 
lines were run by the Soil Conser­
vation Service.

LONG RANGE FARM 
PRICE PROGRAM IS 
BEFORE CONGRESS

By Mrs. M. L  Hines
Farm Bureau members were grati­

fied this week to learn that the 
U.S. Congress has begun considera­
tion of a long-range farm program.

Senator Aiken of Vermont has in­
troduced a bill in the Senate which 
complies closely with the desires of 
Farm Bureau members. This meas- 
ur eis more flexible than the old 
Triple A program. Support prices 
will range from 60 to 90 per cent of 
parity with farmers having the op­
tion to vote for quotas in wheat, 
corn and rice when the prices of 
these products fall to 75 per cent of 
parity. Cotton farmers will be al­
lowed to vote quotas when the price 
falls to 90 per cent of parity, pro­
vided the supply is normal.

The long range farm program was 
discussed at the Young County 
Farm Bureau meeting at Fort Bel­
knap, April 21 by Loys D. Barbour, 
district 3 director of the Texas FBF. 
The Iowa Park man emphasized that 
the proposed Aiken Bill was an im­
mediate step to be taken so farmers 
would know under what conditions 
they were to produce and market 
their products. All of the present 
program will expire this year, and 
In case Congress does not have time 
to pass a long-range program. Con­
gressman Clifford Hope of Kansas, 
chairman of the House Agriculture 
Committee, has introduced a bill to 
jjxtend the presen tfarm program 
for one year.

Mr. Barbour said that farmers can 
feel confident they will have sup­
ported prices for another year re­
gardless of the fate of the Aiken 
Bill.
