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are budgeted for $13,226.00 for
1990.

Under operating expense, the
county clerk’s office shows
$7,333.19 for 1988; $8,645.00 for
1989 and $8,645.00 for 1990, plus
$2,000.00 for capital expendi-
tures.

*In the district clerk’s office, the
proposed budget for 1990 is
$48,002.00. This compares with
$43,349.53 in 1988 and a total of
$46,251.08 for 1989.

Salaries are a big part of the
budget in this office. In 1988,
salaries were $29,478.48; $30,-
052.44 in 1989 and $30,954.00 for
1990.

Benefits also have risen in the
last three years at $7,474.83 in
1988; $8,258.64 for 1989 and
$9,108.00 for 1990.

Comparatively, operating ex-
penses are not that much for the
district clerk’s office. Office
supplies were $1,463.10 in 1988;
$1,750.00 is shown on the budget
for both 1989 and 1990; postage
was $1,193.75 in 1988; and shows
to be $1,400.00 for both 1989 and
1990; telephone was $639.68 in
1988; and shows $750.00 for 1989
and 1990; out-of-county travel
was $1,158.20 in 1988; and shows
$1,200.00 for 1989 and 1990;
repair to office machines was
$264.00 in 1988 and is at $300.00
for 1989 and 1990; rent of post
office box was $39.00 in- 1988;
and is $40.00 for both 1989 and

Since becoming the ‘newest’
government entity in the area,
the fledgling Muleshoe Area
Hospital District has held weekly
meetings attempting to work out
solutions to the vast and major
problems facing the formef West
Plains Medical Center and Mule-
shoe Nursing Home,

Now named Muleshoe Area
Medical Center and Muleshoe
Area Health Care Center, the two
health facilities are just working
out many of the problems which
have been plaguing it for so long.

With little time to prepare, the
MAHD Board of Directors had to
work out an operating budget for
the two facilities and get it
approved before the fiscal year
begins on October 1, 1989.

Wednesday night, the MAHD
board adopted a budget, a
budget which will probably be
facing some changes, but at the
same time, a huge operating
budget.

The directors adopted a budget
of $2,738,840, which is expected
to come up ‘short’” by some
$438,080 from anticipated reve-
nues.

Using a projected average
daily census (patients) number-
ing eight; and projected patient
days of 2,848; and staffing
increases of 12 full time employ-

ees and five percent salary
increases, the budget was
figured.

Patient revenue is anticipated
to be some $2,133,000 and
nursing home revenue is expect-
ed to produce an additional
$765,000.00.

Then, unlike most other busi-
nesses, the hospital district has
to deduct certain expenses from
their revenue, which include
contractual adjustments at 15
percent for the hospital, (simply
explained as the difference in
what Medicare agrees to pay and
what is actually charged for a
patient’s stay). This amounts to
$319,950. The other is a 13
percent projected loss by the
hospital on uncollectible accounts
which amounts to $277,290, for a
total of $597,240.00 which will be
a ‘write-off” for the hospital.

This leaves a net patient
revenue of $2,300,760.

As with most businesses, sal-
aries are the major expense, with
expected salaries for the two
facilities of $1,358,003. Payroll
taxes will take an additional
$181,592 and contract labor/-

consulting is expected to be
$51,095.

Licenses will cost $500; dues
and subscriptions will be $13,745
and insurance of all kinds will
total $185,000.

Interest is expected to be
$62,000; legal and accounting,
and additional $20,000; supplies
are expected to cost around
$231,285; continuing education,
$9,76S; repairs and maintenance
is set at $45,400; linens, $8,950;
travel expense, $15,582 and
quality assurance analysis will
cost about $3,600.

Other expenses are expected
to be telephone, $19,932; bacter-
iology, $2,400; utilities, $74,539;
equipment lease for the Ilab,
$49,500; advertising, $7,500;
food costs, $118,100; pharmacy
and central supplies will take
another $109,900; software main-
tenance, $2,400; insurance ex-
pense $8,600; purchased ser-
vices, $2,400 and depreciation
expense, $157,052.

Tim ‘Buck’ Campbell, presi-
dent of the Muleshoe Area
Hospital District Board of Direc-
tors said the projected operating
budget for the hospital and
nursing home was provided by
consultant, Methodist Hospital,
using past experiences to come
up with approximate figures.

After officially accepting the
resignation of John Chisholm as
administrator of the hospital, an
interim administrator was intro-
duced. Rita Mason, from Metho-
dist Hospital Regional Services
has had prior experience being
administrator of small hospitals
and will be serving the two to
three months it is expected to
take to find a new administrator
for Muleshoe.

In discussing the proposed tax
rate for the hospital, it was
announced the tax rate will be set
during a meeting of the MAHD
on Wednesday, September 13 at
8 p.m. at Muleshoe Area Medical
Center.

President Campbell, in speak-
ing of the proposed budget,
commented, ‘‘I don’t think
people will be disappointed with
the actual results of the budget.
We believe it will be better than
the budget predicted.”’

However, with a number of
items required by Medicare and
Medicaid, in order to keep

certification, the budget, through

Disabled Drivers
Will Get Break
At Gas Pumps

Beginning Friday, September
1, service stations that offer
full-service refueling must pump
gasoline and diesel for disabled
drivers, upon request, at the self-
service price. Stations that have
only self-service pumps were not
affected by the new law, passed
during this year’s regular legisla-
tive session. : ik

To receive refueling service at
the self-service price, a driver
must display a disabled persons
insignia, validation sticker, iden-
tification card, or license plates
issued by the highway depart-
ment.

The new law allows Class C
misdemeanor charges to be filed
against a station manager who
does not establish a policy
providing refueling service for
the disabled driver.

Similar charges can be filed
against an individual employee
who is acting against station
policy and refuses to provide this
service when requested.

The law will be enforced by the
attorney general or a local
prosecuting attorney.

"87 Agriculture Census Down From 82

Cattle and calves accounted for
$6 billion or 57 percent of Texas’
agricultural sales in 1987, figures
from the Commerce Department
Census Bureau show. The cattle
and calf inventory on the 142,244
farms reporting such stock
totaled 13,020,910, up from 1982.
Some 12,120,310 cattle and
calves were sold in 1987. The
heifer and calf inventory totaled
3,230,691. The inventory of
steers, steer calves, bulls and
bull calves totaled 4,295,123.

The 1987 Census of Agricul-
ture shows that Texas’ agricul-
tural sales totaled $10.5 billion.
Livestock, poultry, and their
products accounted for $7.6
billion or 72 percent of total
agricultural sales. Crops, includ-
ing nursery and greenhouse
products, accounted for $2.9
billion or 28 percent of total
agricultural sales.

The 188,788 farms counted in
1987 were two percent more than

«n 1982, when the last agriculture
;"census was taken. Some 36
percent had 1987 sales of $10,000
or more, and nine percent had
sales of $100,000 or more.

Production expenditures for
the state’s agricultural opera-
tions came to $8.9 billion.
Agricultural operators paid eight
percent less for commercial
fertilizers, 18 percent more for
dgricultural chemicals, and 31
percent more for hired farm labor
than they did in 1982. They spent
about the same for livestock and
poultry feed.

North Texas, South Plains and
Panhandle residents say local
teachers are doing a very good
job.in the schools in spite of the
fact that they believe them to be
“under-paid’’ and ‘‘over-stress-
ed.” These same residents give
overall good marks to the local
public school systems and
believe that the quality of
education is directly linked to
their level of funding.

Seventy-four percent of the
area residents give schools a
““passing grade’’ while a plural-
ity believe the schools are
underfunded.

TSTA President Ollie Besteiro
said it is extremely heartening to
the teachers that 82 percent
believe local teachers care about
students; 77 percent say teachers
are hard working; and 79 percent
believe teachers are well-inform-
ed on their subject matter.

Eighty-three percent of the
respondents said that teachers
deserve a pay increase this year.

““That makes it all the more
ironic that many school districts
in this area failed to even pass on
to the teachers the mere $1,800
raise that the Texas Legislature
granted this past session,’’
Besteiro said.

“Top ,performance should be
rewarded with top salaries,’’ the
TSTA President added. ‘‘In-
stead, our top Texas teachers are

-{ among the lowest paid in the

nation--the average Texas teach-

er salary ranks 31st among the 50
states. It is obviovs that
legislators and school boards do
not have their fingers on the
public pulse in setting teacher
salaries.”’

Besteiro noted the irony in that
85 percent of the residents in the
northern regions and 83 percent
of all Texans believe that
teachers should have a say in the
educational decisions that are
made in local school districts.
Only nine percent said those
decisions should be left ex-
clusively to the school boards and
administrators.

“‘During this past legislative
session, TSTA introduced a bill
that would have provided a
process for teachers to have a
voice in local policy decisions,”
Besteiro noted. ‘‘It was the
school board and administrator
associations that lobbied hard to
defeat the bill.

“We're glad to know that the
public agrees with TSTA in
believing that teacher input can
make a real difference in
educational quality.”’

Seventy-five percent said that
the amount of money spent per
student in a school district affects
the quality of education offered
in that district. In the area of
school reforms, 37 percent
believe they have had no impact.
A majority said the reforms have
not affected teacher pay or
teacher quality. A~

Residents are split in their
opinions on the fairness of
funding public education in
Texas. Thirty-two percent be-
lieve it’s fair; another 37 percent
said it's not fair; and the
remainder are unsure. A
overwhelming 79 percent believ
that it is the state’s responsibility
to come up with an equitable
funding system.

*‘On behalf of the thousands of
