Soil Pamigation for Nematodes

Many people in the Cross
Plains and Clyde areas this year |
were troubled a lot by the root-
knots on their vegetable plants
that were caused by a very small
worm J2aiied a nematode, which
is scarcely visible to the un-
alded- eye. Plants that are affec-
ted with the root-knot name-
todes are usually lacking in vi-
gor, stunted, and pale in color
Root-knot galls are ordinarilly
much smaller and more numer-
out that the large, more spheri-
cal swellings of crown gall. One
might confuse root knots with
nodules on legume plants which
are produced by the beneficial
nitrogen fixing bacteria. These
nodules are easily broken
from the side of the root, where-
as nematode galls swelling

Roll pork chops in mixture of flour,
1%4 teasp. salt and the pepper. Brown
on both sides in shortening. Sprinkle
mﬂr remaining flour over chops. Drain
offt fat. Pour corn liquid around
chops. Cover closely; cook very slowly
30 min. Remove cores from apples.
Cut in thick slices; arrange on top of
pork chops. Cover closely; cook slowly
15 min. longer or until apples are
tender. Remove chops and ojples
from skillet: keep hot. Scir milk, corn
and % teasp. salt into liquid in skillet.
Boil slowly and stir 1 min., or until
sauce thickens. Serve hot with chops
and apples. Makes 4 servings.
