Farmers and ranchers in this 
area are showing interest in coast­
al bermudagrass, according to 
Elvy Sargent. Great Plains Con­
servation Program has several 
producers making preparation to 
establish coastal bermudagrass.

Steve Gose will establish 20 or 
more acres; James R. McKinney 
80; John R. Jones 1; Clyde E. 
Robertson 46. Seventy-seven 
Ranch will be one of the larger 
sodding operations through Soil 
Conservation District plans.

Soil Conservation Service rec­
ommends that grazing be delayed 
until grass is well established. 
Then rotation of grazing or hay­
ing should be done about each 24 
to 28 days. Harvest height should 
be about four inches. Fertilizing 
should be according to a recom­
mendation based on soil test. If 
a soil test has not been made, 3 
or 4 applications o f 66-pounds- 
pcr-acre of nitrogen for each ap­
plication.
Grazing should be delayed in the 
spring until grass grows to about 
8 inches. Harvest down to about 
four inches and repeat this until 
fall. Grass should be be allowed 
to grow to about six inches in 
the fall. By resting in spring and 
fall, more production can be ex­
pected due to developmet of root 
system, Sargent added.

In addition, an industry-wide 
“ read-the-label” drive to back 
up federal regulations requiring 
detailed labeling of products has 
been launched by the Chemical 
Specialties Manufacturers Asso­
ciation. Classifications include 
cleaning and polishing com­
pounds, insecticides, liquid fuels, 
detergents, solvents, waxes, 
bleaches, etc.

According to the association’s 
president, Charles E. Allderdice, 
Jr., the following safety tips, if 
heeded, would reduce significant­
ly the number of accidents which 
result from misuse of chemical 
products.

1. Read the entire label before 
opening containers.

2. Look for the words “ danger,” 
“ caution” or “ warning” on 
all container labels. Follow 
to the letter directions for 
use.

3. Keep pesticides out of reach 
of children and pets.

4. Never store pesticides in 
cabinets with food packages.

5. Store garden insecticides in 
their original, labeled con­
tainers.  Appl y  only in 
amounts specified on the 
label.

6. Read carefully all instruc­
tions for disposal of empty 
containers.
