5,256 accidents were costly and
crippling and disfiguring, and
191,644 did not result in any pro-
longed incapacity.

Child and parents suffered some
shock and fright, but nothing seri-
ous. But if the child’s hands or
body or the floor around the out-
let had been wet, that child could
have suffered serious injury.

In another instance a rock pro-
pelled by a power mower hit a
man on his leg. Result—pain and
a sore leg. But suppose the rock
had hit an eye?

An elderly woman fell when
she stepped on a throw rug. She
suffered pain for several days and
could have broken a hip, leg or
arm.

A child pulled a pot of soup off
the front of a kitchen range and
burned a hand. The boiling liquid
could have spilled on her face,
blinding her permanently.

There are no non-serious home
accidents. All reveal hazards or
hzardous practices which may if
left uncorrected result in serious
injury. No home accident should
be ignored. Rather, it should be
a warning that a home hazard
exists and must be eliminated.
