As the star is taken
into each house, the crowd moves
to the corner of the sitting room
where holy pictures are mounted,
and begin singing songs in Rus-
sian and Aleut while a boy spins
the star on its stand. This finished
the people make the sign of the
cross and wish house members a
Merry Christmas.
