This article wings its way from 

Heiledberg, Germany, where I 
have been attending ithe celebra­
tion of the 400th anniversary of 
the Heidelberg catechism.

This Reformation-period sum­
mary of ithe Christian faith, along 
with the Westminster shorter cate­
chism, is the most widely used 
moans of instruction in the 
branches of the Church which 
grow out from the Reformation. 
The Westminster’s first question 
is; “ Whait is the chief end of 
man?”  Answer: “'Man’s chief end 
is to glorify God and to enjoy him 
forever.”

The Heidelberg catechism be­
gins with a rather different ap­
proach : “ What is your only com­
fort in life and death?”  Answer: 
“ That I with body and soul both 
in life and in death am not my 
own, but belong to my faithful 
Saviour Jesus Christ.”

If you’re looking for some help 
in fulfilling the responsibility of 
rearing your children on Christ­
ian truths, a catechism such as 
one of these is a refreshing aid. 
Certainly your minister could give 
you information on how to obtain 
a copy of one of the leading cate­
chisms.

More and more, judging from 
current events, Christian instruc­
tion of children is being thrown 
right back into the laps of par­
ents. It certainly c'annot be left 
with our public schools any long­
er, even if that ever was a valid 
approach.

Traveling throughout Holland 
and Germany can really shuffle-up 
your pre-conceptions. Rotterdam, 
in the Netherlands, is the most 
modern city I’ve ever seen. It had 
the gruesome distinction of being 
one of the most bombed cities in 
World War 2. Its material resur­
rection has been incredible— and 
breath-taking. There are wide 
plazas with shops and stores, and 
not a honlav car in sight, or ear­
shot. A brand new Hilton hotel 
reminds you that you can’t escape 
the homeland for long.

But in little over an hour via 
excellent train service, you are 
hurled madly back into another 
world. Amsterdam, though so 
close, was not an industrial area. 
Therefore it remains nearly un­
touched by scars of war, so mag- 
nificamtly covered over by Rotter­
dam’s face-lifting jo*b. There in 
Amsterdam is an old-world charm 
which charms.

Remlbr audit himself seems to 
haunt the streets and to throw dis­
creet colors over a vast canvas. 
Canals and ancient buildings and 
stately squares and great museum 
and arty galleries blend together 
in an overwhelming Dutch treat.

A no-nonsense, no-cliclgityclack 
train glides you down welded rails 
through the Rhine valley toward 
Heidelberg. Ancient crumbly cas­
tles whiz past your eyes, mountain 
after stately mountain; and you 
really expect to see the Student 
Prince, Snow White, King Arthur 
and the Midgard Serpent all come 
dancing down the hill.

You coast along (he Rhine gap­
ing at the incredible agricultural 
gymnastics of farmers who culti­
vate, plant and grow wine grapes 
in neat, straight, healthy rows that 
go climbing up the side of the 
hill at, perhaps, a ^0-degree in­
cline! And Beethoven’s Ninth 
Symphony seems to float from no­
where, and again you are trans­
formed, transmitted, transplanted.

But while that is reality, it is 
not the reality of human life. 
What would people think —  about 
the war? This was the question 
that lurked in die shadowy back­
ground of those lovely pastoral

scenes. Can you talk about war?
Already I ’d met three young 

men and women, British ana 
French, whose fathers had been 
killed during the war. Then- re­
actions varied to some degree, but 
they all had buried the past.

And so had the Germans I met. 
There was a woman, social work­
er in a larg German city, whose 
father had been killed when a 
stra'r bomb hit (heir home in the 
closing months of the war —  a 
horrible incident which would al­
ways be renewed in her mind, 
time and again, from the sears 
which covered her arms and legs. 
She had been luckier than her 
father.

There was the young German, 
a student in England, who with 
his family had faced the terrors 
of war. His father had been forced 
to fight and die for a cause in 
which he did not believe, and 
following the war the family bare­
ly escaped from Poland, smuggled 
out during the night, as a great 
metal curtain became more and 
more tempered and hard: from 
iron to steel.

“ Yes, my friend,”  I said as we 
faced each other on the speeding 
train. “ If we had been horn a few 
years sooner, we might easily have 
been facing each other across a 
trench. What then?”

“ Now,”  he said, “ I want to 
fi "V  to keep the West free.”  And 
I prayed that the West would he 
free without his having to fight.

The Church in western Ger­
many. at least the part I saw (his 
trip, is vital and living and wit­
nessing. It claims the deep devo­
tion of many people. How many 
is not so important. How deep the 
devotion is everythin*!:. I thought 
of our “ American Christianity,”  
and I was sad.

With all the raev news coming 
from England these days, we must 
he careful not to let the recent 
Cassius Clay “ fight”  pass without 
weighing its real significance. Its 
real significance is not racy but 
race. Being an American overseas 
these davs is anything hut pleas­
ant at times, what with the Ku- 
Klux-Klan, Citizens Council men­
tality threatening to turn the US 
into a battleground where Negro 
and white blood really will get 

. mixed!
| Rut when a Negro American 
j who hears all the —talifications 

o f the ugliest o f Uglv Americans, 
runs loose as an “ ambassador”  of 
the United States, and at such a 
crucial time as this, we must trem- 
ble.

If nothing else, Cassius Clay is 
one lovely final argument to knock 
out the prize fighting business 
completely, let -it take the 10-count 
and then give it as unceremonial 
a burial as possible. I would hope 
that Christians and all intelligent 
citizens would w'ork toward that 
end.

From the dawn of Western 

thought, men like Socrates have 
wondered what claims the laws 
have on us —• aside front pure 
force.

Some thought men had con­
tracted to set up and obey the 
laws to keep the peace: “ You 
don’ t hurt me and I wonlt hurt 
you.”  But until 1620 at leasit, no­
body hod ever seen men enter 
into such a social contract.

True, Socrates in return for the 
good Athens had done for him, 
said that he had entered an im­
plied unwritten contract to obey 
her laws, even the unjust judg 
inent against him to take the hem­
lock and die.

Still, not until the Mayflower 
band, 20 centuries later, sailed 
over to settle in the New World 
did we get a social contract actu­
ally signed and sealed.

lit comes down to us in 198 
vital words, the granddaddy of all 
written constitutions, as well as a 
document in the history of liberty 
under the law. Its gist:

“ We . . .  do by these presents 
solemnly and mutually in the pres­
ence of God, and one another, 
covenant and combine ourselves 
together into a civil body politic, 
for our better ordering and pres­
ervation . . . and by virtue hereof 
to enact, constitute, and frame 
such just and equal laws, ordi­
nances. acts, constitutions, and of­
fices from time to time as shall be 
thought most meet and convenient 
for the general good o f the colony, 
unto which we promise all due 
submission and obedience. In wit­
ness whereof we have subscribed 
our names at Cape Cod on the 11 
of November . . .”
