NUMBER FIVE ON THE BALLOT
PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL 
AMENDMENT TO BE VOTED 
ON AT AN ELECTION TO BK 
HELD ON NOVEMBER 6. 1962.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 
NO. (1 proposing an Amendment to 
Article IX of the Constitution of the 
State o f Texas by adding thereto a 
new Section to he known as Section 
9 to provide that the Legislature may 
authorize the creation o f hospital 
districts composed of all or part of 
one or more counties; the assumption 
by the district o f any included city, 
town or county hospital indebtedness 
and the transfer of all hospital 
facilities thereof to the district; the 
Issuance of l*>mls for hospital pur­
poses and the levy of taxes to pay 
the dlstrlct'a bonds, assumed indebt­
edness, and for operating and main­
taining the district; p r o v in g  other 
terms and conditions for accomplish­
ing the purposes o f this Amendment. 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OK THE STATE OF
TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article IX o f the 

Constitution o f the State of Texas 
be, and the same Is hereby, amended 
by adding thereto another Section to 
be designated as Section 9, which 
ah all read as follows:

“ Section 9. The Legislature may by 
law provide for the creation, estab­
lishment, maintenance and operation 
o f hospital districts composed o f one 
or more counties or all or any part 
o f one or more counties with power 
to Issue bonds for the purchase, con- 
atruction, acquisition, repair er re­
novation of buildings and improve­
ments and equipping same, for hos­
pital purposes g for the
transfer to the hospital district of 
the title to any land, buildings. Im­
provements and equipment located 
■wholly within the district which may 
be Jointly or separately owned by any 
city, town or county, providing that 
any district so created shall assume 
full responsibility for providing 
medical and hospital care for its 
needy inhabitants and assume the 
outstanding Indebtedness incurred by 
cities, towns and counties for hos­
pital purposes prior to the creation 
o f the district, if same are located 
wholly within its boundaries, and a 
pro rata portion o f such indebtedness 
bated upon the then last approved 
tax assessment rolls of the Included 
cities, towns and counties if less

than all the territory thereof is In-
eluded within the district boundaries; 
providing that after ite creation no 
other municipality or political sub­

division shall have the power to levy 
taxes or issue bonds or other obliga­
tions for hospital purposes or for 
providing medical care within the 
boundaries of the district; providing 
for the levy of annual taxes at a 
rate not to exceed seventy-five cents 
(75c) on the one hundred dollar 
valuation o f all taxable property 
within such district for ths purpose 
of meeting the requirements of tKa 
district's bonds, the indebtedness as­
sumed by it and its maintenance and 
operating expenses, providing that 
such district shall not be created or 
such tax authorized unless approved 
by a majority o f the qualified prop­
erty taxpaying electors thereof voting 
at an election called for the purpose: 
and providing further that the 
support and maintenance o f the dis­
trict's hospital system shell never 
become a charge against or obliga­
tion of the State of Texas nor shall 
any direct appropriation be made by 
the Legislature for the construction, 
maintenance or Improvement of any 
of the facilities of such district.

“ Provided, however, that no district 
shaH he created except by act of the 
Legislature and then only after thirty 
(30) days’ public notice to the district 
affected, and in no event may the 
Legislature provide for a district to 
be created without the affirmative 
vote of a majority of the taxpaying 
voters in ths district concerned."

Sec. 1. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to the 
qualified electors o f the State at the 
General Election to be held the first 
Tuesday after the first Monday lfi 
November, 1962, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed thereon: 

“ FOR the Constitutional Amend­
ment authorising the Legislature 
to crests hospital districts ana 
prescribing limitations upon the 
powers of such districts." 
**AGAINST the Constitutional 
Amendment authorising the Leg- { 
lsiature to create hospital district# 
and prescribing limitations upon 
the powers of such districts."

"If any such district is created, it 
may l>e authorized to levy a tax not 
to exceed Seventy-five Cents (75c) 
on the One Hundred Dollar (6100) 
valuation of taxable property within 
the district; provided, however, no 
tax may be levied until approved 
by a majority vote of the participat­
ing resident qualified property-tax­
paying voters \\4io have duly ren­
dered their property for taxation.

To the Citizens of Wichita Co. 
Water Control and Improvement 
District No. 3:

The City Council o f the 
City of Iowa Park fully 
and completely endorses 
thei North Fork Buffalo 
Creek reservoir and pipe 
line project proposed by 
the District.

The existing raw water 
supply facilities of the Dis­
trict are excellent but are 
now inadequate to meet 
the needs of the City. The 
average 600,000 gallon 
per day has been surpass­
ed. The 900,000 gallon 
summer peak day capacity 
of the pipe line has been 
exceeded on numerous 
days. Therefore, the City 
Council has urged that the 
proposed new facilities, 
both reservoir and pipe 
line, be secured immedi­
ately to avoid any emer­
gencies.

City distribution mains 
and treatment plant have 
been enlarged and are now 
in excellent condition 
since the completion of the 
recent City bond improve­

ment program. Operation 
and maintenance costs are 
now much lower and 
therefore the City is in po­
sition to pay the District 
more for raw water with­
out any increase in the wa­
ter rates. The City has 
tentatively agreed to pay 
the District a minimum of 
$2,500.00 per month in­
stead of the $1,200.00 per 
month now being paid.

An extended hot and dry 
period now would place 
the water supply of the 
City in a critical condition.

The program proposed 
by the District is needed 
urgently, and the City 
Council requests the sup­
port o f all citizens for the 
program.
