President Kennedy has presented to the American people one 
o f the most serious and sober State o f the Union messages in 
recent history.
________________It was remarkable in the clarity with which

it outlined the problems the nation faces, both 
at home and abroad.

It was cautious, yet it did not lack hope. 
Mainly, the President said two things:
► Our economy is sluggish, and the nation 

needs tax cuts and tax adjustments to stimu­
late economic growth.

► World conditions are such that we must 
increase our defense spending to provide for 
the nation e defense suited to the Sixties.

The tax cuta will be designed to give tax 
relief where it will help the most— to the 

American consumer. The great 
bulk o f  the cut— tome $11 bil­
lion— will benefit individuals, 
with the larger portion going to 
persons in the lower income 
brackets.

The remaining $2.1 billion 
o f  the proposed $13.1 billion 
cut would be epplied to cor­
porate taxes.

Wben put into operation, the 
cuts will stimulate economic 
growth by putting more pur­
chasing power in the hands of 
the consumer.

Lower income workers, who 
spend 93 per cent o f  their in­
come, will have more ready 
cash. This means business will 
be able to provide and sell more 
goods.

Since business taxes also will 
be reduced, more money will be 
available for expansion, which, 
in turn, will mean more jobs.

Thus, the ultimate goal of 
the tax cut is to halt unem­
ployment, which, the President 
pointed out, has been around J 
per cent for 61 o f the last 62 
months, despite the fact that it 
has dropped one million since 
he took office.

In regards to the world situ­
ation, the President said he fore­

g o  spectacular reversal intaw
Communist methods or goals,”

against trying 
on defense.

"There is no substitute for 
adequate defense, and no 'bar­
gain basement’ way o f achiev­
ing it ,"  he said.

Nor did the Russian-Chinese 
split in the Soviet camp provide 
cause for jubilance, he contin­
ued, saying:

"Here hope must be tempered 
with caution. A  dispute over 
how to best bury the Free World 
is no grounds for Western re­
joicing.”

Our foreign policy, he em­
phasized, will continue to rest 
on Allied unity in N A T O  and 
on development o f  good rela­
tions with the European Com­
mon Market under the Trade 
Expansion A ct passed by the 
87th Congress.

And he urged support for 
foreign aid to combat "the 
forces o f poverty and despair”  
that breed Communism in un­
derdeveloped areas o f the world.

There were many other areas 
the President touched upon. 
And though he said that''the 
state o f  the nation was "good," 
he left no doubt that it could 
he better; and that the job of 
making it better was the job of 
all Americans.

Senator Calls 

Education Crisis 

“ National Emergency’ 1

By U.5. Sen. Ralph W. Yarborough (D-Texas)

The need for advancing this nation in the field o f education 
is the magnificent challenge facing the 88 th Congress.

It is a challenge too many Congresses have declined to stand 
and meet.

Education is the golden light that pierces the darkness o f 
poverty and prejudice, inequality and injustice, disease and 
despair.

It shines as mankind’s greatest hope for achieving the perma­
nent peace and universal prosperity that is the goal o f enlight­
ened men around the world.

Despite this, many o f  our 
young people with eager minds 
thirsting for knowledge will 
spill out o f  their high school 
graduation ceremonies this year, 
as in every year in the past, not 
to continue their education, but 
to go to destinations unknown.

All over the United States, 
they’ll be saying: " I ’d like to 
go to college. But my family 
can’t afford it, and I can’t get 
enough money to go.”

And even though half o f  the 
best minds in high school will 
be denied educational advance­
ment because o f  cost, the col­
leges and universities still are 
unable to meet the great de­
mands to be made upon them 
for more laboratories, more 
classrooms, more libraries, and 
more educators.

These are the twin tragedies 
— the unmet challenges o f our 
nation and o f  our time. These 
challenges will be met only 
when we learn to look upon 
the need for educational ad­
vancement in the United States 
as a national emergency o f the 
most urgent order. For it is 
only in time o f emergency that 
we stand together with the un­
ity and determination needed to 
make war on "non-education,”  
the common enemy o f mankind.

As a member o f  the Senate 
Education Subcommittee, I am 
confident that Congress will be 
given an opportunity to act in 
this session on an education pro­
gram that will include: aid to

higher education, aid to the Cold 
War GI veterans, aid to public 
schools, aid to the federally im­
pacted areas, and expansion o f 
the National Defense Education 
Act.

Congress should have an op­
portunity to vote early this year 
on a bill which I introduced, 
and which is co-sponsored by 39 
other senators, to provide edu­
cational aid to military veter­
ans o f  the Cold War. With an 
anticipated 5 million veterans 
o f  the Cold War period (Jan­
uary 31, 1955, to July 1, 1963) 
the Cold War GI Bill would put 
more people in college and in­
crease the educational prepared­
ness o f  America more than any 
other education bill pending 
before Congress, or likely to be 
introduced.

Our institutions o f higher 
learning should be educating 
twice as many people. W e are 
still falling far too short o f the 
great American dream o f  an 
education for every boy and 
girl to the limit o f  their capa­
bilities. We need a great de­
termined state and national 
drive for education for the sur­
vival, advancement and glory 
o f  Democracy.

The 88 th Congress has a 
major responsibility in helping 
to meet this need for higher 
education for millions more 
young Americans than are now 
receiving it. The golden op­
portunity is before us.
