It is for these unfortunate men
that the American Legion, with a
record of wiready haviog helped
thousands when that organization
did noV know, from time to time
where the finances could be obtained,
now is raishhg a national endowment
fund to carry on such work perma.
nently, The fund aleo will provide
homes and education for the help.
less babies of former service men.

disabled man who, by very reason of
his trying daye of service, when be
carried on bravely, giving his all for
his country, today is & loyal citizen
with a serious mind.

GOOD NEWS FOR BRIGHT
RURAL SCHOOL KIDDIES

County Superintendent of Public
Education B, C. Chrisman informs
The Star that the Civil Court of Ap-
peals for the Third District of Tex
a8, recently anpounced an opinion
in the case of K. K. Buck et al vs
Austin Public Schools that reverses
rulings of State Superintendents sod
Attorney Generals for forty years.

In this case the Court held that
when a student is transferred from
one district to another, the State
and County Funde which had been
spportic ned to smid district on ac-
connt of his residence, shonld fol-
L'm and that this act of trans
fvr gave him all the rights and priv-
ileges of the school to which the
transfer was made, without farther
payment for tuition, regardless of
the length of the school term,

Under a ruling of the Attorney
General, dwstricts have heretofore
been allowed to make tuition charge
after the State and County Funds
apportioned to districts were ex-
hausted,

Under this decision it would be
possible for small districts adjacsnt
to districts in which there are good
High Schools to abrogate their local
tax and transfer all pupils to the
High School of the adjacent distriet,
and receive the benefit of & nine
months' term without payment of
tax or tuition,

In laws recently passed by the
Legislature, that hody has recog-
nized.that it would be inequitahble to
require transfers to be taught for
their State and County money aloge,
and, therefore, in the rural aid law
and the county school trustee law,
authorized the payment by the State
and also the home districts,

This decision by the Court of Civil
Appeals will be a blessing to both
High School Districts and boys and
girls residing in rural districts de.
siring to attend High Schook as |
have been informed by Mr. Marrs,
State Soperintendent of Pubiic lao-
straction, that the Fortieth
Legislature will be asked to appro.
priate sufficient funds to pay the tu-
ition in the nearest high school.

This would be an effective form of
rural aid, for 1t would pot only give
equal educational opportunity to the
country boys and girls, but relieve
the small rural school of the burden
of teaching the high school subjects
and would enable the teacher to do
more efficient and thorough work in
the elementary grades,

Improved Standards Need-
ed in Both Cities and
Rural Districts.

New York.—Dimly-lighted school
houses hinder child progress and swell
the ranks of the nation's eye defec
tives, Guy A. Henry, general director
of the Eyesight Conservation Council
of America, sald recently. Poor Il
lumination s generul in the school
bulldings of this country, according te
Mr. Henry, disclosing faults common
both in the large centers of populn
Yon and In the rural reglons. Sur
prising defects, he sald, were re
vealed In the clities,

“It Is conceded,” he declured, “that

unfavorable school lighting Is a con
tributory source of defective vign
While the mensure of damage thus
inflicted canpot be determined with ac
curney, still it 1s possible to say that
In Itself It Is sufficlently large to war
rant remedial action.”
For the guidance of school and Lome,
the council has jJust completed a pop-
ular Interpretation of the American
Standard Code of Lighting School
Buildings prepared under the joint
sponsorshlp of the Iluminating Engi-
neering soclety and the American In-
stitute of Architects, and approved by
the American Engineering Standards
committee.

Facilities Need Improving.

of school systewns made In different
parts of the country show alost in-
variably that the natural lighting fo-
cilities need lmproving and that ade
quate artificial fllumination Is almost
entirely lacking,” Mr. Henry continued.

“The principal reason for this condl-
tion Is that many school bulldings were
bullt years ago when the lmportance
anud value of proper lighting were no!

EHecn Follow Long After Cause

The drop in this radiation was first
announced by the Smithsonian Institu-
tion, but it pointed ont that although
the radiation recently returned to
nearly normal again, it could logleally
he expected that surface ocenn waters
would not reflect the change for some
time, due to the slowness with which
the ocean reacts to any such change.

The change noted In the Japan cun
rent was atteibuted to the Oyashiwo,
ordinarily a weak current comparable
to the Labtgdor current In the At-
lantie, which runs down the coast
of Asla from the north. The Oya-
shilwo, it was sald, had developed
inereased force this year, probably
due to a stronger movement of the
waters through Bering strait, and, ap-
parently, had ent athwart the Japan
current.

A similar situation 1s belleved to
have exused the change In the Hum-
Lholdt eurrent off South America.

Nino, ordinarily a weak, warm cur-
rent  which flows south periodically
from Panama, gathered Increased

foerce this vear and overrode the Hum-
holdt ecurrent.  This, quite logieally,
conld set up different air movements
and bhring warm, molst winds to the
tund, and so eanuse an exceptional in-
stunce of precipitation,

Abnormal Conditions Widespread

Evidently, there has been for some
time a falrly widespread abnormal
condition In  ocean surfece waters,
particnlarly  off Australla, the east
const of South Afriea and In the
North Atlantle,

There has been unusual strength te
the movement of waters from the
North Atlantie up around Spitzhergen,
and possibly as a reaction to that, an
Increased movement of the waters
swinging south throngh Bering strait.

Gfficers are watening closely for re-
ports on the Georgia current, which
swings up from the Antarctic about
midway In the South Atlantic ocean,
in the expectation that an interesting
situantion may be noted,

But with the return of solar condi-
tions to norial, It Is expected in one
