conducted Sunday, May 19.

The clinic will be set up in the 
high school cafeteria from noon 
until 6:00 p.m. with Dr. Gordon 
G. Clark as chairman. He will be 
assisted by Doctors Erwin Soell 
and Earl Watson, his associates 
at Park Clinic.

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The 1964 W heat Referendum
by L. J. Lane

During the wheat referendum 
campaign farmers have been sub­
jected to a host of claims that the 
government should get out of ag­
riculture and that passage of the 
program would destroy freedom 
of individual choice.

What the program’s detractors 
neglect in these charges, is that 
government has been in agricul­
ture for over 100 years, because 
agriculture is vital to the nation’s 
welfare.

To talk about leaving agricul­
ture and farm people completely 
out of government is completely 
impossible— and if listened to se­
riously it could result in national 
disaster.

As to the destruction of free­
dom of individual choice, such 
claims against the program are 
not only incorrect, but the appli­
cation of freedom of individual 
choice to almost any activity in 
our society amounts to a license to 
do whateever one wants to. That 
wouldn’ t be tolerated in our dem­
ocratic society.

Virtually all our laws limit free­
dom of choice. They are based on 
our moral code and our moral 
code is based on our religion.

The doctrine of freedom to farm 
will usually be found coming from 
groups whose existence and profits 
come from laws created that al­
low them to expand, merge and 
sometimes manage supply and de­
mand. Obviously they prefer those 
to whom they sell and from whom 
they buy to remain disorganized 
and competing with each other.

Such talk usually comes from 
groups that have attained a profit­
able supply and demand, relation­
ship and are now saying in effect, 
“ Let us live comfortably in civili­
zation while you continue to strug­
gle for survival in the jungle.”

The Election
Polling place for wheat produc­

ers to vote in the 1964 Wheat 
Program Referendum for Iowa 
Park area will be at the ASCS 
office in Iowa Park.

Referendum will be held May 
21, 1963. Polls will open at 7:00 
a.m. and close at 7:00 p.m.

Early opening and late closing 
for balloting will permit many 
farmers to vote before or after 
work hours.

Members of the referendum 
committee selected to be in charge 
of the voting are: Waller Foster 
(chairman), Ernest Goetze, ’Pete 
May.

The referendum will apply to 
the 1964 wheat crop and is Na­
tional in scope.

Any producer of wheat is elig­
ible to vote who: (1 ) Has an in­
terest in the wheat production on

a farm with a 1964 wheat acreage 
allotment of 15 acres or more.

Or (2) Any producers interest­
ed in the production of wheat in 
1964 on a farm with a 1964 wheat 
acreage allotment of less than 15 
acres; provided the operator of 
the farm filed an intention to par­
ticipate, Form MO-24, not later 
than May 13, 1963.

Both husband and wife are eli­
gible to vote if allotment is on 
community property or if both are 
responsible for fulfillment of the 
lease agreement.

ASC county committee will can­
vass referendum results from the 
five polling p la ces  at 8:00 p.m. 
May 21, in the ASCS office in 
Iowa Park. The canvass will be 
open to the public.

Producers farming in two or 
more counties are eligible to vote 
only in the county in which they 
live. Voting by proxy is not per­
mitted. An agent cannot vote for 
another person.

Administrators, executors, trus­
tees and the like may vote for 
the estate or trust they represent.

Wichita County Farm Bureau
On next Tuesday, May 21, the 

wheat growers will decide whether 
or not American agriculture will 
begin a compulsory government 
control supply management pro­
gram in the United States for the 
first time. If a “ Yes”  vote prevails, 
then wheat will be the first com ­
modity of agriculture to come un­
der the complicated Cochrane- 
Freeman government supply man­
agement trap. The wheat provi­
sion of the Food and Agriculture 
Act of 1962; which the wheat 
growers will be voting for or 
against in next Tuesday’s Refer­
endum, is practically identical 
with the wheat provision in the 
1961 proposed compulsory control 
supply management for all com ­
modities of agriculture that was 
defeated by the Congress.

If wheat farmers voting in next 
Tuesday’s referendum approve 
compulsory supply management 
certificate plan for wheat by two- 
thirds majority, it will put into 
effect for the first time a two- 
price certificate plan for wheat 
which has never been approved 
by wheat growers before. This 
plan could mean that the market 
price of wheat would seek a level 
near the minimum support price 
of feed wheat which is announced 
by the Secretary of Agriculture 
to be $1.30 per bu. With this con­
dition prevailing wheat farmers 
■would be dependent on govern­
ment for any price above the 
feed wheat price.

The Supply Management Cer- 
tificat Plan for wheat would auto­
matically wreck t]je feed grain 
market as all wheat that did not

get a certificate for milling or ex­
port would be forced on the mar­
ket at discount prices. Livestock, 
dairy, and poultry farmers would 
get their medicine next as low 
feed prices always result in great­
er production o f meat.

According to a report in the 
Congressional Record of April 29, 
1963, Vol. 109, Pg. 6850, the Mc­
Cone county, Mont., ASCS com ­
mittee and the office manager 
wrote their congressman Jim Bat- 
tin on April 22, 1963, complain­
ing that Harry Pipal, state office 
employee of ASCS, had instructed 
them to carry out certain activi­
ties that would tend to influence 
a “ Yes”  vote in the May 21st 
referendum. The instructions in 
brief are: (1 ) The county com ­
mittee was to select four wheat 
farmers who favored a “ Yes”  vote 
as promotional men, (2) That 
$900 had been made available and 
was earmarked for use in MoCone 
county to promote a “ Yes”  vote, 
(3) A poll watcher was to be set 
up at each polling place to ap­
praise the people who are voting 
and should it come to his atten­
tion that certain farmers who are 
known to favor a “ Yes”  vote have 
neglected to appear, he is to con­
tact that farmer and encourage 
him to vote. United States Depart­
ment o f Agriculture has an­
nounced wheat price support lev­
els in 2858 counties. If each coun­
ty was provided a fund of $900, 
a total of $2,572,200 in taxpayers’ 
money would be involved in pro­
moting a “ Yes”  vote.

Fellow Wheat Grower. You 
should consider this question be­
fore making up your mind on 
how to vote. “ If this referendum 
is only another ‘little’ wheat ref­
erendum as advocated by the pro­
ponents and some employees of 
the USD A, why then is it neces­
sary for all the activity by the 
ASCS as pointed out by the com ­
mittee of MoCone county, Mont?”  
A “ No”  vote would be paving the 
way and making it po>ssihle for 
sound, sensible, and voluntary leg­
islation such as forecast by the 
Farm Journal in the May issue, 
which predicts in event of a “ No”  
vote the Congress would merely 
include wheat in the feed grain 
bill with price support to be set 
by the Secretary of Agriculture 
at 65-90 per cent of parity. This 
would mean if the Secretary chose 
the minimum the price of wheat 
would be $1.62 per bu. Usually 
because of political pressure the 
Secretary uses the high level in­
stead of the low.
