May is the month of great im-
portance to school children and to
the youngsters who are dreaming of
school days. To the preschool chil-
dren it is a beginning of something
longed for and for those already in
school it means vacation time is
at hand.

For parents of pre-school young-
sters, who are getting them ready
for the — we'll say — get acquaint-
ed school, which will be conducted
the first week after the regular
school term is finished, in the Iowa
Park first grade rooms. Here is a
reminder of the greatest import-
ance to the child’s health, That is
health. For a child to learn fast
and keep up with all school activi-
ties, he must be able to see well,
have good teeth, know how to eat
the right kind of foods and why
it is important to eath them, and
have good health habits.
