FI REARMS AND AIRGUNS 
ORDINANCE NUMBER 36

Section 1. Firearms. Discharge 
Prohibited.

It shall be unlawful to dis­
charge any gun, rifle, pistol or 
firearm of aĵ v kind within the 
limits of the City.

Section 2. Airguns. Discharge 
Prohibited.

It shall be unlawful to discharge 
anfy airgun, air rifle or air pistol 
of any description (by whatever 
name known) that bv means o f 
compressed air, compressed gas, 
springs or anv other means is 
capable o f discharging shots, pel­
lets, or any solid object at any 
velocity anywhere within the lim­
its of the City.

FIREWORKS ORDINANCE 
NUMBER 39 ( 239)

An ordinance relative to the 
sale or explosion o f firework* 
within the City Limits: and pro­
viding a penalty for such offense.

Be it ordained by the City 
Council of the City o f Iowa Park, 
Texas:

That it shall be unlawful for 
any person, firm or corporation 
to sell, offer for sale, or explode, 
anv type or kind o f fireworks, in­
cluding firecrackers, torpedoes, 
rockets, roman candles and any 
other types of explosives com­
monly used for such purposes, 
wit'hin the corporate limits o f the 
Citv of Iowa Park, Texas.

Any person, firm, or corpora­
tion guilty of violating any pro­
vision of this ordinance shall be 
subject to a fine o f not less than 
$1.00 and not exceeding $100.00 
for each separate offense.

most elementary level—respect for 
the law.

“ I. I will obey the laws.
“ 2. I will assist public officials 

in preventing crime. Too often 
crime thrives because citizens do 
not care. Community apathy is 
crime’s strongest ally. Do not 
overlook so-called minor crimes.

“ 3. 1 will help courts in giving 
evidence. A citizen must be will­
ing to testify in court if he has 
pertinent information. Many times 
citizens will report incriminating 
information hut are not willing to 
testify in court. When this occurs, 
justice suffers.

“ 4. I will serve on the jury 
when asked.

“ 5. Keep yourself informed on 
local crime problems. You cannot 
fight crime in your community 
unless you are acquainted with 
the local conditions.

“ 6. Regard the law enforcement 
officer as a friend, not a foe. Too 
often citizens view the officer as 
an ‘enemy’ who will cause trouble. 
Actually the police officer is 
friend, standing guard 24 hours 
a day to protect you. If you criti­
cize the police, take time to com ­
mend them, too, when they de­
serve it.

“ 7. Be active yourself in civic 
affairs. Vote in elections concern­
ing community problems. Healthy 
community spirit, alert to the im­
portance of integrity in a democ­
racy , is an effective weapon 
against crime.”
