When a person can no longer 
It aril something from every liv­
ing creature he meets, he is al­
ready dead from the neck up. 
The era is gone when parents 
could order a child to do some- 
tiling “because 1 say so!” With 
it has also gone a certain amount 
of courtesy from youth to age, 
which is regrettable.

However, the honesty of the 
modern child, trained in the sci­
entific method of facing facts and 
drawling his own conclusions, is 
a far better armor against the 
world of wars and concisions. A 
moral or political code which 
cannot stand the light of inspec­
tion and analysis is worthless. 
Young people know this.

Gone are the days when the 
young person was made to be 
seen and not beard. A teenage 
girl pointed out to Mrs. Fletcher: 
“At least, you who are over 60 
and I who am 16 can talk to each 
other today— and each of us val­
ues what the other has to say.” 
To the extent that it is true— it 
is certainly good.

roung people alt over the world 
intend to be listened to. Never 
before have thev known so much 
more than their parents about 
scientific development which ad­
vances so fast that even teachers 
of physics can barely keep up. 
Dad has to take a course to un­
derstand Johnny’s new arithme­
tic!

This generation accepts as nor­
mal the evil shad of the atomic 
bomb, satellites which broadcast 
the picture of a Vietnamese monk 
burning up, and strangely dress­
ed astronauts preparing; to go to 
the moon. They accept these as 
reality and demand the same ap­
proach to morals, and church 
methods that apply to today.

Young people are not perfect; 
they make mintages as we did be­
fore them. They .-re equally ideal­
istic and intend to do something 
about rectifying our errors and 
omissions, even at some cost to 
themselves.

There is a small percentage of 
violent teenagers. As result of 
publicity given this majority, the 
great mas* of our young people 
arc suspected of being potential 
delinquents or even criminals.

They are neither. They arc 
clear-eyed young people who may 
have to fight and die for yvhat 
they believe. They want this be­
lief to be spoiled out clearly, to 
understand the facts. When they 
pledge allegiance they want to 
know what this nation stands for 
and why they should die for these 
beliefs.

This questioning is healthy. We 
should welcome this opportunity 
to develop a nation of concerned 
young citizens. It is not the 
American Way to squelch honest 
queries and honest criticism, lt 
is the job of every parent and 
teacher and adult to give young 
people honest answers to their 
questions.

When Mrs Fletcher returned 
recently from many months in 
the Orient, where die had seen no 
English - language newspapers or 
magazines, she was horrified at 
our headlines. Who were all these 
teenage delinquents who were 
killing old ladies for the fun of 
it: throwing Molotov cocktails at 
police; using “pot” ; stealing cars 
and running down pedestrians in 
the streets? She decided to travel 
across the U.S. to let the youth 
speak. She talked with 400 teen­
agers— junior high through col­
lege—and to Peace Corps voung 
people. She traveled from Maine 
to California interviewing youth

in all walks of life, from slums, 
the cities, and farmlands. She 
met young men and women work­
ing their wavs through school, 
and young Americans with their 
own cars and sometimes with 
tbrir own airplajies. She met 
young people whose sk:ns were 
white, yellow, brown, black; the 
parents had come from East and 
Wert, Europe, South America, 
the Orient. All were Americans. 
And 90 percent of them were 
idealistic, thoughtful —  bursting 
to talk hack to their detractors. I

This is a moral generation but 
their reasons for acting as they 
do may not he ours of the older 
generation. F’or example a college 
football plaver does not drink 
because “What good is a ginned- 
up halfback?”

Young people say: “Money is 
merely a means to an end, to 
promote human values. We must 
demonstrate that American- know 
how to use dollars constructively 
to give every citizen an equal 
right to education and employ­
ment, and to help hungry people 
everywhere. This is our job.”

Few people know that 70.000 
college students are taking volun­
teer jobs along with their studies, 
teaching in Operation Headstart, 
tutoring retarded children, help­
ing in hospital and in prisons.

lligh school students in Cali- 
forna arc going without a meal 
a day to save cash to buy mate­
rial to build a children's hospital 
in a Mexican slum. Ohio college 
students spent their Christmas va­
cation rebuilding a borribed Mis­
sissippi church.

These constructive efforts can
Oe duplicated in almost every 
city and town across our country. 
As most of you know, they have 
regular “bleed-ins” at Midwest­
ern university. Such deeds are 
unheralded except in local news­
papers. Thousands of young peo­
ple undertake jobs with the "hu­
man values” they demand. These 
are young people who march in 
civil rights demonstrations, not 
because they are “long-haired 
cpieerics” but because they be­
lieve in freedom even for kids 
too young to vote, and for dis­
franchised Negroes.”

We all have opinions of the 
I niversitY of California and the 
actions and antics we read about 
in Berkeley. The author defends 
some of the students, stating:

“1 arrived in Berkeley shortly 
a fter the much-discussed “sit-in.”
I went directly to Freedom Head­
quarters to find out why these 
students considered it necessary ; 
to antagonize the iaw. They an­
swered frankly, ‘We prefer to act 
within the law. But it takes time! 
and money to gel the court- 
wheels moving. How can minors 
who have no cash to hire law-1 
yers, who are not adult enough 
to sue, start the legel wheels mov­
ing except to dramatize our 
plight?’ During our discussion, 
the question came up of up-dating 
university curricula to meet mod­
ern times. When I asked what 
thev most wanted in the univer­
sity, the surprising answer was, 
‘Couises in comparative religion, 
because whtat a man thinks about 
God and his attitude toward his 
of mail he is. How can we under- 
fellow man determine yvhat kind 
stand a monk who pours kero­
sene over himself and lights a 
match unless we understand Bud­
dhism? May not a lot of our 
bad foreign image be the result 
of such a lack of understanding 
of other cultures? If we are to 
lead and feed the world, rve must 
know how other people think and 
pray.’ ”

Youth demand* ideals in their 
church as well as in their deanoc- 

, racy. They want an intelligent 
church which is more concerned 
with social action than with mum­
bled creeds

i Young people have not so much 
walked away from the pew as the 
church has stuck in the mud of 
past customs while the young 
people have walked ahead. It is 
significant that the National 

.Youth Conference on the Atom

in 1965, when youth from 14 to
17, fleeted for their scientific 
know-how, from .38 .states, met in 
Chicago fur lectures by such lead­
ers of modern thought as Dr. 
Glenn Seaborg, chairman of the 
Atomic Energy Commission, they 
emphasized their belief in the 
church. After the lectures on bio- 
chemhtry and trans-uranium ele­
ments, they held a prayer meet­
ing. It turned out that 85 per­
cent of the young scientists were 
active in their local churches.

When Airs. Fletcher reported 
U’e World Council of Churches 
meeting at New Delhi, India, in 
1961, the 2000 voung ruen and 
women asked for “open commu­
nion for all Christians.” This did 
not prove possible because of the 
disagreement of adults. In 1964 
tire young people at the Ecumen­
ical Student Congiess held at 
Ohio State university realized 
their ambition. They had their 
first “open communion.” Joey 
Jeter, a delegate who was presi­
dent of the Student Congress at 
TCU, described the event:

“Students were there from all 
over the world. In addition to 
Protestants, there were 11 observ­
ers from the Roman Catholic 
church. Bishop Daniel Corrigan, 
an Episcopalian, led the proces­
sional, followed bv his assistants, 
21 presbyters from 9 denomina­
tions and 24 deacons from 8 dif­
ferent creeds.

“The invitation to the commu­
nion rail was simple and inclu­
sive: ‘Ye who do truly and earn­
estly repent of your ssns . . ,’ 
They came thronging down the 
aisles, and all these bright young 
faces, brown, yellow, black and 
white, turned toward the welcom­
ing table where food was of the 
spirit. They all came, Protestants 
of every creed. Quakers to whom 
this was an unknown rite of fel­
lowship; ami after a brief hesita­
tion, several Roman Catholics, 
supposed to attend only as observ­
ers. stepped out and down the 
crowded aisle, to kneel beside 
their brothers at the foot of the 
common Cross.”

Coming down the aisle beside 
Joey from the communion table 
was one of his best friends, a Ro­
man Catholic, ears were running 
down his cheeks as he told Joey, 
“My priest mav not approve of 
this, but God w 11.”

This is the slogan of youth of 
every creed today -not what man 
wills, but what God wants. Be­
came of thb attitude we do well 
to listen to them for hey arc the 
Generation of Hope.
