Battle lines are forming in Con-
gress on proposals to get a federal
foot in the state unemployment
compensation door. It promises to
be a multi-million dollar battle—
tax dollars, that is.

Foremost s a bill (S.2504) by Sen.
Moody (D-Mich), under which the
federal government could match 50
per cent of state unemployment
compensation payments.

Michigan is experiencing unem-
ployment caused by diversion of
materials from automotive and cer-
tain other industries to defense pro-
duction, Prior to introduction of the
bill, a similar though broader pro-
gram of feceral aid was being ad-
vocated by the UAW, CIO, whose
heaviest membership concentration
is in Michigan.

Unemployment compensation is
now paid exclusively by the states,
which finance it entirely from spe-
cial taxes on employers.

Supporters of the federal ald pro-
gram argue:

1. Delense production is causing
serious unemployment in some in-
dustrial areas.

2. Much of that unemployment
is among workers with skills es-
sential to the defense program and, |
therefore, alleviation of their un- |
amployment difficulties is part of
defense program costs.

3. State compensation payments
are inadequate and to pay too little
to employees idled in the national
interest is to impose on them “an
inequitable share of the burden of |
the defense program.”

Supporters of this federal ald
program estimate it would cost|
about $200 million a year. Oppo-‘
nents peint out that unemployment
compens.tion by all states cost
nearly $1.4 billion in 1950. Thus, if |
de.ense program unemployment is |
to increase this year the federal bill
on a 50 per cent matching basis
would be closer to $1 billion.

Opponents of the program also
argue:

l. The Moody bill provides for|
federal payments to a state where |
the govérnor and the US. Labor
deparument agree there are areas
of unemployment causedsby defense
Conversion. But the federal pay-
ments would go to all unemployed
persons in the state, not just those
in the distress areas.

2. An increasing complaint from
the so-called cdistress areas is that
growing numbers of workers dis-
placed by the defense program are
€Xaausting their benefits periods.
Yet the Moody bill makes a5 provi-
sion or recommendation for extend-
ing benefits periods. So it overlooks
a major part of the problem it is
Supposed to solve.

3. The Moody program would ob-
Struct the accepted practice of
holding unemployment compensa-
tion to levels where it will not en-!
