Love of antiques and the search 

for them at auctions or in homes 
where the possessions of deceased 
n  lat/ives were being disposed of 
have been rewarding to Mrs. Jim 
Lee.

Mae savs she is not an author­
ity on ibe subject. She relies on 
what others who claim to have 
knowledge o f antiques tell her of 
the history, and periods when the 
items were popular.

The late Jim Lee was a second 
band furniture dealer and con­
ducted and attended auction sales. 
He end Mrs. Lee were so attracted 
to furniture, dishes, pottery, nov­
elties of earlier years that nothing 
was too small, too unimportant, 
for them to notice.

Mrs. Lee kept records at many 
sales ami the auctioneer or owner 
gave her many things that were 
cracked or broken. She is quite 
proud of everything she has, even 
though it is not of museum qua!-, 
ity.

A cherry dining room suite 
catches the eye of everyone who 
sees it, even thus who normally 
sec no beauty in antiques. The 
round table is supported by a 
heavy octagonal pedestal with

cabriole legs. The wide, long and 
heavy buffet is topped with frame 
and mirror and appointed with a 
set of (Nd Mill antique jars la­
beled for oatmeal, tea, rice, co f­
fee. oil, sugar and spices. The 
five drawers and two doors pro­
vide adequate storage space.

The side table and serving table 
have glass covers. The family uses 
Inch back walnut chairs with hed 
velvet cushions with the suite.

Among Mrs. Lee’s favorite* is 
an onk pie safe which she and 
Jim yvwked diligently to repair 
and make into a beautiful piece 
of furniture. They removed the 
tin from front doors and replaced 
it with glass and put mirrors in 
the back of the safe to show the 
glassv/are on the shelves to better 
advantage.

A solid oak washstand with a 
b :gh mirror has a lot of senti­
mental value to Mrs. Lee. On it 
sets a six-piece numbered wash 
set consisting of ewer, washbowl, 
chamber pot, soap dish, shaving 
dih and vase for tooth brushes.

Perhap.i one o f the oldest piec­
es o f furniture owned bv Mrs. I,ee 
i® a tall hall tree reputed to be 
150 years old.

She has a desk with the dis­

tinguish shell carving detail and 
wooden ball feet, an antique sew­
ing cabinet, a lamp with Tiffany 
shade where each flower and petal 
is put in .with lead, a meat block 
and striking clock.

Among ihe largo collection of 
smaller items are carnival and 
iridescent glassware, cuspidors, 
paper weights, bottles, poon hold­
ers. butter pats, napkin holders, 
cherry pitter, pea shelter, nut 
grinder, picture frames, a cut- 
glass salt set consisting o f master 
boyvl and eights mall bowls, 
churns, etc.

The collection represents many 
years of searching and many 
years 0f repairing ami mending.

Mrs. Lee also collects dolts and 
salt and peeper shakers. She has 
over 500 dolls and enough salt 
and pe|>pcr shakers to fill a china 
cabinet.

A busy mother and grandmoth­
er. Mrs. Ice is also a well-known 
waitress. She is employed with 
Metz Coffee .Slop. Her children 
are Mrs. Abe Cook and Johnny 
Lee of Iowa Park and Gene Lee 
of Wichita Falls. There are 13 
grandchildren and two great­
grandchildren.

underground. At least, according 
to Marvin Marcell, local manager 
for Southwestern Bell, more and 
more o f the cable facilities are 
being buried these days.

Marcell said cable placed un­
derground is protected from wind 
and storm damage but is extreme­
ly vulnerable to careless diggers.

“ We haven’t had any cases of 
cut buried cables in Iowa Park. 
It’s a rarity when our cables are 
cut, but it does happen— and one 
time is one time too many

Mareell explained that South- 
v/estern Bell will provide contrac­
tors, drillers and others the spe­
cific location of cables in vicinity 
where digging is planned. The 
company also will help with Cable 
re-routing and special mainte­
nance during major construction 
jobs.

“ We maintain a special toll-free 
number that people can call for 
information on buried cable*,”  
said Mareell. “ Just call the oper­
ator and ask for ‘Enterprise 9800’ 
and someone will provide you the 
exact location of cablets in your 
area. Of course, once a cable is 
cut. a call to the operator will 
bring our people to the scene in 
a hurry!”
