decided to resign as city secre-

tary, a position she has held since
April 1940. She has submitted
her resignation effective Oct. 1.
However, she will continue as
full time emplovee until Jan. 1
vith Karl G. Wilks, purchasing
agent for City of Wichita Falls,

{ who will replace her as city sec-

retary. After Jan. 1, Miss Smith
will work part time.

“The past 2814 years have been
very happy and rewarding,” she
said. “l have served with nine
mavors and 1 have had their full
co-operation, and the same kind
of co-operation from city alder-
n:en and emplovees. 4. e

“] have nothing except highest
praise and appreciation for every-
one with whom I have worked
and the public I have served. 1
hope mv work as ‘just another
emrloyee’ will be as pleasant as
the vears spent as city secretary.”

Miss Sr:ith has seen many
changes and phenomenal growth
in lowa Park since she began her

work in April 1940. She was
trained for her job two weeks,
and after that she worked in the
office by herself until 1950. She
now has three regular employees

and a substitute worker during

the summer. Regulars are Mmes.
V. 1. Woodfin, Orange Lester and
M. L. Towns. Summer worker is
Mizs Glenda Bea Smith.

Population of lowa Park was
2009 in 1939, and it now exceeds
S000,

Miss Dosia is daughter of the
late Daniel Boone Smith and Nan-
nie Kildow Smith, pioneer resi-
dents. Her father came here in
1839 from Praric Home, Mo.
Her mother came in 1835 from
Turley Town, Va. The couple
married in 1896 and homestead-

ed land on what is now Hammon
Ranch southwest of lowa Park.

Graduate of IPHS, Miss Smith
cttended National Business col-
lece in Ft. Worth, She worked as
bookke« por for Overbey - Trout-
man Co. and for First National
and State National banks for
114 years, and for John B. Bar-
bour Trucking Co. before run-
ning for office of city secrctary.

She is a long4ime member of
First Baptist church and has had
various offices and wpositions in
church and Sunday school dur-
ing the vears. Member of Order
of Eastern Star Lodge No. 42,
she received a 50-year member-
ship pin and special recognition
in 1967.

Even though Miss Dosia has
filed for re-election every two
vears, she did not have an oppo-
nent until 1966, at which time
she had two, and she recejyed a
majority in the election. The city
council voted that year to make
the office of city seoretary an
appointive wosition rather than
an elective office.

in April of this vear.

As Miss Smith reflected on the
changes and improvements made
during the past 29 years, she re-
called some of the accomplish-
ments of each administration. In
Sept. 1939, before Miss Dosia
became city secretary, the first
city lake was built under Clark’s
administration. In 1940, High-
way 287 was built through town,
traffic control lights were installed
and the ordinance was passed
to net 2% utility gross revenue
for the city.

McKinney was responsible for
Refunding Bond Issue 44 Series,
and during his term the ecity
eranted Wichita County Fair Inc.
title to the fair grounds property.

Wichita County Water Control
and Improvement District No. 3
was created and construction of
Lake lowa Park, the city’s second
lake. was completed during ad-
ministration of Mayor Sewell.

Miss Dosia and her sister the
late Miss Viola Smith entered the
contest for naming the new lake.

Neither knew what name the oth-
er submitted. When iudgvs ans
nounced their entries were the
same and that their name had
ecn chosen, they were surprised.

Uhamber of Commerce gave them
a 825 savings in)lul ful_' ll&llllill;I
Lake lowa Park.

During Dale’s termn a new sew-
ace plant was constructed, the
water plant was expanded, and
sewer l:h s were .l(lll"d.

Some accomplishments of Van
eight years may or,
the population expansion
began were: approval of Seocial
Security benefits for ecity employ-
ces. additional housing and con-
struction, annexation of Garden
Valley Addition, implementation
of contract for delinquent tax col-
lections.

In 1960 when Metz became
mavor. a $463,000 bond issue
was voted for water and SCM_'CI
improvements. During his admin-
istration the following additions
were annexed by the city: Redin
Heichts, Country Hills Estates,
Crawford. Holmes, Bradford ele-
mentary school, Park Plaza, al\fl
Western Plateau. lowa Park’s
third lake, Buffalo Creek Reser-
voir. was built. In 1966 a water
line was laid from the water plant
to the irrigation ditch to take care
of an emergenoy.

Miss Smith worked untiringly
with the mayor and city officials
during this time for acquiring o
title to the city park and lifting
of a reversionary clause from the
Dodge Estate so a new post office
building could be built on
site. The task was accomplis!
and construction of the building
has been started.

Moderately |
sized verstables are erown for
commercial markets, but 60-ib.
cabbages and 30-b. turnips have
been produced for fairs. The rec-
ord cabbage weighed 72 1lbs, I
saw the large variety of cabbage
growing at the experiment station.
Heads were so large | was sure
that | was looking at 504b. heads,
but I was told they were only
about 25 Ibs., but would weigh
50 or more within three weeks.

Dairying is the most important
farm entenprise, with potatoes
2nd and eges 3rd. Hot houses
where tomatoes and cucumbers
are grown are quite common,

'lt was my privilege to help
Marjorie prepare vegetables from
their garden for the freezer. In
tue garden were English peas,!
cauliflower, broccoli, rutabagas,
turnips, chard, carrots, beets, rad-
ishes, gmions, rhubarb, strawber-
ries, lettuce.

Vacationing in Matanuska Val-
lev. was educational in many
ways. | learned the value of the
Wild Rose Hips, seed pods from
Alaska’s wild rose, or the Prickly
! ose or Nutka Rose. Rose Hips
are one of the best native sources
of Vitamin C for Alakans. Re-
scarch shows that 6 to 8 rose
hips can provide the daily Vita-
min C requirement of the average
person, In fact, they are so rich
in Vitamin C that the juice, jams
and jellies, if made according to
directions retain enough Vitamin
C to provide the chief source of
this vitamin throughout the win-
ter. These products can be used
in place of oranges and tomatoes
almost impossible to obtain in
some narts of Alaska.

Other countries have been
aware of this food value for many
vears. In England duri-~ the war,
2000 tons were gathered from the
roadsides and put up to take the
place of oranges when they were
scarce. In Norway rose hips are
dried and powdered and sold to
Le used in fruit soups or with
milk or water for hot or cold bev-
erages. Thev are sold under the
name of C-Nok.

From the standpoint of scenic
beauty one of the most rewarding
trips we took was to Portage Gla-
cier in the Chugach National
Forest, the second largest in the
state, composed of over 4,700,000
acres, The 48 mile drive from An-
chorage between the Chugach
hMountaing, covered with stately
trees in many shades of green,
and dotted with waterfalls, fire-
weed and mooseberries, and Cook
Inlet was awe-inspiring. Evidence
of destruction of the earthquake
in 1964 marred the beauty of
the landscape near the Portage
Community. Desented buildings
half submerced in earth serve as
grim reminder of the railroad
station and other buildings which
lie buried beneath the earth which
was a lake of mud at the time of!
the great tremor. Highway and
railroad which were badly dam-
aged are now in excellent shape.

Forty miles from downtown
Anchorage via the scenic Seward
Highway, I was told to look up
toward Alyeska, Alaska’s largest
ski resort, site of 1963 mational
championship races and Olympic|
trials. It is also the site of the
International Airlines Ski Races
aand has been chosen for 1969
Junior Nationals. Keith and Ron-
ald, who is a ski enthusiast, ski
here on occasions.

A one-day outing in the 8600-
acre Portage Glacier Recreation
area was most rewarding. As I
looked at Portage Glacier, I was
reminded that glaciation has been
a dominant land shaping force
in Alaska for many vears. The
glacier ends its flow in Portage
Lake and before the lake was
formed 50 years ago, the glacier
was used as a portage by Tanaina
Indians, Chugach Eskimos and
Russion fur traders traveling be-
tween Cook Inlet and Prince Wil-
liam Sound. e

Uniformed Forest Naturalists
and Rangers serve as hosts at the
Portage Glacier Recreation area
and explain the glacier and its
effect on the area. Large and
wmall blue i float in the
gladier-fed lake. Scientists say
that in the single icefield behind
Portage there are as many gla-
ciers as in all of Switzerland.

Visitors Center, observatory, a
modern lodge, restaurant facili-
ties and gift shop are alongside

glacier. The Forest Service
has constructed 2 campgrounds in
the area. Willisaw Campground is
also the site of Salmon Spawning
Grounds. I am sure I shall never
foreet the sight of beautiful pink
salmon swimming in clear wa-
ter of the spawning stream.

The fabulous be-
gonia dis»lavs and landscaped
orounds overlooking Cook Inlet
are a daily stop for many sum-
mer tourists. The sanctuary of the
log structure is upstairs apd the
setting and recorded music are
conducive to worship and medila-‘
tion.

Other buildings on the grounds
are a Fellowship Hall, the outside
of which was covered with hang-’
ing begonias in a profusion of|
colors, a youth center and greeni
house. The pansies here, as well
as those in other places, are large
and grow in a variety of colors.
Also blooming in profusion were
oorgeous  dahlias.  Schizanthus,
sweetpeas, marigolds, double pe-
tunias and many other flowers.

It is said of Alaska that the
four regions: Arctic, Interior,
South Central, Southeastern, are
all so different and so dstinct,
they make possible a stimulating
and varied wvisit. I spent all my
tme in South Central Alaska, and
I couldn’t have asked for a more
varied and stimulating vacation.

The Total Electric Gold

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A few weeks ago I promised
to try to clear up some more of
those “mysterious” terms about
shotguns. Well, here we go with
another one: “choke.”

Choke, essentially, is just that;
it's a constriction, in this case at
or near the muzzle of a shotgun
barrel. The choke acts like the
nozzle of a hose—it momentarily
holds together the mass of pellets
a shotgun fires, so that they stay
closer to each other in flight.
= Shot pellets tend to fan out in
a sort of cone-shaped pattern;
the farther they fly, the farther
they spread apart. A cyl_mdcr-
bore barrel (no choke) will put
only 35-40% of its pellets into

distance. A full choke (the
constricted) will put in 65-75%.

In general, the farther away
and/or the harder to penetrat
the target is, the more choke °s
needed. The duck hunter, for
instance, wants full choke; a
duck has tough feathers and is
usually shot at quite a distance.
At the other extreme, the skeet
shooter wants a wider pattern,
since his target is closer and it
takes less concentration of power
to knock it down.
