Nor was this all. Wherever a cable
touched on all the outer edges of this
great land might be found soldiers in
charge. Wireless telegraph statlons
were abruptly <closed, prohibiting
the use even of the air itself. Procla-
mations were issued that instructions
had been given for the perforation of
any airships attempting outside com-
munication, and the penalty of instant
death was threatened any aeronaut
who disobeyed this command.

From every seaport vessels of all
or unfriendly, were
summarily excluded. Protests from
captains and from companles were
ignored. The United States was sud-
denly blockading not only its own
means of communication, but sealing
its ports as well. No message might
be carried in or eut, and, as if fearing
also for its southern border line, the
soldiers of the regular army were
placed there. The vessels of the navy
which were in the home waters of the
Atlantic were put on patrol duty,
steaning up and down the eastern
coast with the regularity of police-
men on their beats. To the world at
large the United States of America
might never have been. The fabled
Atlantis of old could have disappeared
no more completely nor been cut off
more effectually from intercourse with
outside mankind than was the great
American nation.

Whatever criticlsm and surprise had
been caused among other powers by
the abandonment of the Philippines
and the Hawallan islands was out-
done by this latest move, Never be
fore in the world's history had a na-
tion enforced complete isolation upon
{tself, withdrawing within its shell
as does a turtle when assatled. Hith-
erto it had been the custom of a peo-
ple attacked to maintain an outward
of uninterrupted commerce
and unimpeded communication. No
modern government had yet had the
temerity to shut {ts ports to fricndly
nations, scorn intercourse with them,
and trust to its own resources for
support and maintenance. Protests

WATKINS RUNNING MATE.

Rev. W. B. Palmore of St. Louis a Close
Second For First Place, Nominated
as Vice Presidential Candidate, N'
Declined the Honor.

The Prohibition national eonvention
was called to order at Columbus, O,
by Chairmau Jones of the national
committee.

R. H. Patton of Illinois, introduced
as temporary chairman, vigorously
denounced Taft and Bryan and the old
political parties.

The above ticket was pominated by
the Prohibitionist national convention,
both men being chosen unanimously.
The full endorsement of the conven-
tion was not, however, given to Mr.
Chafin until after three ballots had
been taken. On the first two ballots
Mr. Chafin did not show a great
amount of strength, receiving but 195
out of 1,083 votes on the first, and
376 out of 1,087 on the second ballot.

The tonvention up to this time had
run smoothly, and without the slight-
est friction. It was decided to mnko-'
Mr. Palmore the vice pr
nominee, and he was named by accla-
mation. He declined to accept the of-
fice, however, and persisted in his at- |
titude despite the strong urging of his
friends

The convention, finding itself con-
fronted with the necessity of naming
another vice presidential candidate,
and many of the delegates being anx-
fous to catch the early night trains
for their homes, became Involved in
a deep parliamentary tangle,

The rules were sevral times sus-
pended, and the suspensions immedi-
ately revoked. TFinally it was declded
that Professor Aaron 8. Watkins of
Ada, O, should be named by acclama-
tion. There was no opposition to him
at the moment, and Chairman Charles
Seanlon was on the verge of declaring
Professor Watkins the nominee, when
delegates from various parts of the
hall broke in with a flood of motions,
counter-motions, amendments and sus-
pensions of the rules. An extended
debate followed, which finally result-
ed in the restoration of the rules and
a ballot for the vice presidency. Three
men were named, Professor Watki
T. B. Damaree of Kentucky and
Charles 8. Holter of Indiana. The
ballot resulted In the nomination of
Professor Holter of Indiana. The bal
lot resulted In the nomination of Prof.
Watkins by an overwhelming majori-
ty, and he was immediately thereafter,
upon motion of the Kentucky dele-
gates, made the unanimous choice of
the convention.

Both the presidential and vice pres-
fdential nominees are candidates for
governor in their respective states on
the Prohibition ticket.

Eugene W. Chafin, who heads, i3z a
native of Waukesha county, Wiscon-
sin, and for some years practiced law
there. He was at one time candidate
for governor of Wisconsin on the Pro-
hibition ticket, and was this year
placed in the running for the same
position in Ilinois,
