Mrs. King's 
lnside,Out

From every perspective, both 
outside and inside, the lovely 
home of Mrs. R. 11. King and her 
son John, a sophomore at West 
Texas State university, at 510 
North Jackson, is one of the most 
beautiful in the residential section 
o f Iowa Park.

The law ti, a veritable paradLe 
now, was a weed-infested plot of 
ground in 1959 when Mrs. King 
who lived at Harrold then, looked 
at it in considering a site for 
their home here. She conh’sscs 
that she has had a yen as long 
as she can remeiilbex to make 
something attractive out of the 
unsightly. The high weeds, so o f­
fensive to the eve, were a real 
challenge. Without claiming to he 
u lainIscapc architect, she has 
nevertheless laid out the grounds, 
arranged trees, shrubbery, flow­
ers, fountains ami lawn furniture 
so as to produce a picturesque 
effect.

Interior o f the house is attrac­
tive and elegant, ami at the jame 
time distinctly different. Comple­
menting beautiful furnishings, 
rugs and drapes, are many col­
lectors’ items, antiques and a va­
ried assortment of articles and 
accessories of her own handiwork.

Wherever she goes, Mrs. King 
seeks out antique shops, museums 
and even junk shops in search 
o f things of value and beauty. 
She seems to have, ability to rec­
ognize these upon first sight, 
which is no doubt responsible for 
the rare items which she has.

Perhaps most outstanding are 
two wood carvings of the Holy 
Family done by a Bavarian wood 
carver. Borh are reproductions of 
works of KieJneneehneideT, u 
German sculptor and woodcarver 
o f 14th century. One is carved in 
three-fourth relief; other in half 
relief is Gothic in old style poly­
graph. , .

She also has two unusual hand 
carved brass lan it is from India, 
one heavy ornately caived man­
tel and two others not quite 
so mtftssive with beveled mirrors 
(which she has refinished), a 
newel post from a historic home 
in Louisiana which stands in the 
entry hall, and a page from a 
14th century monastery music 
book o f skin which is framed and 
hanging above the electric organ.

From a sentimental standpoint, 
the old iron achoolbell which 
served a vital need at Harrold 
school for many years, is now a 
part of the lawn setting off the 
patio, ami is very dear to her.

To get a true Dieture o f Edith 
King, one must know that she has 
deep appreciation and respect for 
pioneers who blazed trails ami, 
through privation ami hardships, 
cleared paths and laid foundations 
for future generations to build on.
