Russian Trends
crotionallv talented and have a 
high I.Q. University students will 
be paid from $50 to $75 by the 
government while in school.

Most everything in Russia is 
“ under the thumb”  rule o f the 
government. People do not have 
a lot of privileges that we in 
America take for granted; such 
as private telephones, a second 
car, washer and dryer, etc.

Many women in Russia have to 
do heavy manual labor. It is not 
uncommon to see women digging 
ditches, pouring concrete, laving 
bricks, and all other things that 
men normally do.

Mrs. Dyer said the temperature 
in Russian sometimes reaches as 
low as 60 degrees below zero. 
Also that there is a scarcity of 
paved streets and roads.
