368 to Victoria.

At each intersection on these 
streets, four block corner mark­
ers will be set and permanent 
concrete markers will be poured, 
which will hold a monument in­
dicating it is a city block corner. 
These are for the convenience o f 
citizens nearby who may use the 
monuments as reference to survey 
their property.

The law provides a penalty for 
unofficial removal o f a land sur­
vey marker and anyone remov­
ing one of these markers is sub­
ject to punL-hment for the same 
according to the law.

Purpose of the survey is to 
aid both citv government and cit­
izens by providing convenient 
reference marks so .they can de­
termine where their own land 
corners are. It is hoped bv the 
Mayor and Citv Council that con­
fusion o f conflicting surveys wilt 
be eliminated or at least that it: 
will better the situaion.

When you see vour city em- 
plovees setting the monuments, 
have no fear that they aTe tres­
passing, for thev will not be. Thev 
are merely setting citv com ers 
and vour corners, which is for 
your protection.

Miss Elga Ann Denny returned 
Sept. 15 from a 22-dav trip to 
Europe in company w ith I riple 
A Tour Group, sponsored hy the 
American Automobile Associa­
tion.

She met with the group at R h  
Terminal in New Aork. They Hew 
to London and met the 65-vear- 
old Swiss guide who stayed y'ith 
th<-m throughout the tour.

Visiting places of interest in­
cluded on itinerary tours o f tin- 
city, they attended a yes|H.*r serv­
ice at Westminster Abbey, wit­
nessed changing of the guards, 
and took a boat ride up Thames 
to Greenwich.

On the way back the guide, who 
has lived in London 62 years, was 
able to point out sections that 
had been bombed during World 
War 11.

From London the party Hew to 
Amsterdam yvherc they picked up 
their bus driver, a German. Ihev 
were reminded that American 
tourists were seeing Europe with 
a Swiss guide ami German driv­
er, a condition which wouldn’t 
have been conducive to happiness 
and a feeling of ease not too many 
years ago. Rut in the summer of 
1969 it proved to be an ideal 
arrangement.

In the citv they .-aw the house 
where Ann Frank lived during 
N .i7i occupation and visited the 
Museum where they viewed many 
famous paintings and works of 
art the people had hidden and 
preserved during the invasion.

The big dikes in Holland were 
o f fascinating interest to Miss 
Denny.

Going into Germany the group 
traveled the Ruhr yalley, site of 
heavy industry. Stopping at the 
famous cathedral in Cologne, they 
were told that workmen were bu.-v 
replacing temporary repair.- made 
after the damaged incurred dur­
ing bombing raids.

Trip down the Rhine river to 
Heidelberg, famous for its uni­
versity, and through the Black 
Fore region ended the sojourn in 
Germany.

They passed into picturesque 
Switzerland with its chalets of 
which Elga Ann will always cher­
ish beautiful memories. She. ob ­
served that farming methods are 
rather primitive since so much 
arable land is on steep hillsides. 
Horse-drawn plow, scythe and

pitchfork, which are almost passe 
in America, are essential there.

The cities are quite modern, 
making it somewhat a country of
contrasts.

Section of \u.-tiia visited by the 
croup yvas like a continuation of 
Switzerland. Here again peaceful 
atmosphere made them feel if 
they had to choose another place 
in which to live, it would have 
to be in this area.

They found the small princi­
pality o f Liechtenstein between 
Switzerland and Austria on the 
Rhine quite alluring. Stamp col­
lectors go there from all over the 
yvorld to get their stamps.

Reaching Italy they stopped 
firfc-t at Venice and enjoyed a ride 
on the Grand Canal; a visit to 
'■I. Mark's cacthedral where leg­
end has it that St. Mark’s IxhIv 
is in the cathedral; and the Cam­
panile Rell Tower. It was point­
ed out to them how fast the citv 
is sinking.

At Florence, home of Michael 
Angelo and where many of his 
works remain they found the citv 
still recovering from the devas­
tating flood of two years ago. As 
they expected, the adventures in 
Itaiv reached a climactic point in 
Rome. Thrv went to St. Peter's 
cathedral; through the Vatican; 
saw the Sistine chapel, Roman 
ruins. Forum, Coliseum; and went 
through the Catacombs outside 
Rome.

Traveling along the Italian Ri- 
yiera, they crossed to the French 
Kiyiera and went through Mona­
co, up to the Castle and to the 
Casino. Tliev spent a few davs 
in Nice and then on to Lyons 
before going to Paris.

Miss Denny stated: “ I found 
Paris to Le as glamorous and 
exciting as I bad always pictured 
it.”  And equally as interesting 
were FifTel Tower, opera house^ 
Louvre. Mona Lisa. Winged V ic­
tory. Venus de Milo, and Tomb 
of Napoleon. They went down 
Champs Elvsees to the Arch of 
Triumph and saw the gTave of 
an unknown soldier where the 
flame bu n * continuously.

Traveling all the way by TWA 
the group left Paris qii the return 
trip to the USA.
